BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

Report of meeting held the 4th November 1911, a. m.

Mr. Ainey in the chair.

1.—Submitted a letter from Ald. Marcil, transmitting
a communication from Mr. R. Smart in connection with
a claim of Messrs sWhitehead and Hebert for a piece of
Jand expropriated for the widening of Sherbrooke street.

Referred to the Law Department for a report.

9 —Submitted a report from the Chief Engineer on the
tenders received for the reconstruction of the discharge
pipe of the main sewer emptying into River des Prairies
at Ahuntsic, stating that the price asked for in said ten-
ders was much higher than the estimate prepared, and
recommending that measures be taken in order to obtain
the necessary plant, in order that the City may do said
work.

Resolved: To concur in the Chief Engineer’'s report and
in compliance to said report, to reject the tenders received
and to authorize the City Treasurer to refund to the ten-
derers their deposit cheques.

3 —After having considered certain reports from the
Heads of departments, it was
