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majority of such representatives present and voting. A representative may not, in 
raising a point of order, speak on the substance of the matter under discussion. 

Closing of the list of speakers  

Rule 21 	• 

During the course of a debate the President may announce the list of speakers 
and, with the consent of the Conference, declare the list closed. 

Right of reply  

Rule 22 

1. Notwithstanding rule 21, the President shall accord the right-of reply to any 
delegation that requests it. 

2. Replies made pursuant to the present rule shall be made at the end of the last 
meeting of the day, or at the conclusion of the consideration of the relevant issue 
if that is sooner. 

3. The number of interventions in exercise of the right of reply for any 
delegation at-a given meeting should be limited to two per issue. 

4. The first intervention in the exercise of the right of reply, for any 
delegation on any issue at a given meeting, shall be limited to five minutes and 
the second intervention shall be limited to three minutes. 

Adjournment of debate  

Rule 23 

During the discussion of any matter, a representative may move the adjournment 
of the debate on the question under discussion. In addition to the proposer of the 
motion, two representatives may speak in favour of, and two against, the 
adjournment, after which the motion.shall be put immediately to the vote. 

Closure of debate 

Rule 24 

A representative may at any time move the closure of the debate on the 
question under discussion, whether or not àny other representative has signified 
his wish to speak. Permission to speak on the closure of the debate shall jae 
accorded only to two speakers opposing the closure, after which the motion shall be. 
put immediately to the vote. 
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
