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It has been noted that in conjunction with the Agreement of 1953, arran
ments were made by the Government of Canada for the remission of dui
and Federal taxes, on construction equipment, materials and supplies impor
into or purchased in Canada, when consigned to the project and used in
construction. It is understood that similar arrangements will be made in conn
tion with the construction of the three additional pumping stations in Cana

I have the honor to propose, if it is acceptable to the Government
Canada, that this Note and your reply shall constitute an agreement betw
our two Governments for the construction by the United States, in Canad
territory, of three additional pumping stations on the Haines-Fairbal
Pipeline.
