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(5) The present Agreement shail be subjeet to review by the two Govern-
ments at any time following acceptance by bath Governments of a
future multilateral instrument ini the form of guidelines, principies or
agreements dealing with the same substantive matters.

If these proposais meet with the approval af the Government -of theUnited States, I have the honaur further ta propose that this Note, which isequally authentic in English and French, and your repiy ta that effect, shaflconstitute an Agreement between aur two Gavernments ta extend the Agree-
ment canstituted by the Exchange of Notes af May 14, 1971, for a period ofiive years commencing an May 14, 1975, and ta amend it by adding theadditional provisions stipulated hereinabove, and ta propose that this Agree-
ment enter into force on the date of your reply with effect from May 14, 1975as far as the extension af the earlier Agreement is cancerned. It is understoad
that the present Agreement may be terminated by either Governnient upon
six months' notice ta the other, or extended further by the mutual agreement
ai the two Governmnents.
