Article 16. Cancellation

1. The Oirector-Gen.ral of 1h. United Nations Ediacational, Scienthlc and Cultural Orgmnization
shali cause 1h. registration of any property to be cancelled:

<a> ait h. requsst of the lUigh Contractinig Party within whose teritowy the cultural
property is sitiaated;
<b) if the Hligh Contractlng Party whlch requested registration bas denounoed 1h.
Convention, and when that denunciation has taken effect;
<c) i 1h. special case provided for in Article 14, paragraph 5, wh.n an objection ha.
been confirmed following 1h. procedwwes mnentioned eliher in paragrapli 7or in
paragraphO 8 f Article 14.

2. The Olrector-General shall s.nd without delay, to 1h. Secretary.General of the Unitedi Nations
and 10 ai States which reo.ived a copy of th. enlry i th. Register. a certlfied copy of ft.
cancellation. Cancellation shahl take effect lhirty days atter th. despatoh of such copies.
