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ýacekeeping has traditionally been a primarily military activity that took place between states in order to monitor a peace
ýaty upon which ail parties had agreed. However, contemporary conflict, in which civilians are the primary tools and targets,
is forced traditional peacekeeping missions to evolve into broad and multidlisciplinary "peace'support operations". As a
ýsult, Canadian involvement in international peace support operations has expanded to include civilian experts, such as

human rights monitors, refugee and child protection experts, corrections officers to rebuild justice systemrs, and civilian
6, police to monitor and train local police forces.
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
