TASK FORCE—REQUEST FOR ANNOUNCEMENT

CANADIAN SOVEREIGNTY
STATUS OF ARCTIC ISLANDS

Mr. Les Benjamin (Regina-Lake Centre):
Mr. Speaker, may I direct a question to the
Prime Minister arising from an answer he
gave some time ago to the right hon. member
for Prince Albert and from another answer
he gave today to the hon. member for Win-
nipeg North Centre. I think the matter ought
to be cleared up. The Prime Minister told the
hon. member for Winnipeg North Centre that
there was no question about Canada’s sover=
eignty in the north. May I ask whether that
includes all the northern Arctic islands? Also,
was the Prime Minister considering inland
seas and 12-mile limits when he made his
statement?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
Mr. Speaker, the answer I gave a few weeks
ago, which I repeat today, is that our sover-
eignty over all Arctic islands is not chal-
lenged in any way. I do not think the question
of sovereignty has been disputed. I said
before that the question of the status of the
seas was not established in a way which
entailed the recognition of the international
community. This matter still has to be dealt
with and will be the object of a policy state-
ment by the government.

Mr. Benjamin: A supplementary question,
Mr. Speaker. Did the Prime Minister impart
this opinion to the President of the United
States recently, or did he discuss these points
when he saw him earlier this week?

Mr. Trudeau: Mr. Speaker, I communicated
to the President the fact that the question of
territorial seas and especially of fishing rights
was of grave concern to us and we hoped to
take a position on it soon which will be
respected by all the international community.
