Mr. Speaker, in the absence of the Minister of Energy,
Mines and Resources I will direct rny question to the
Acting Prime Minister who I arn sure is fully in the
picture, as usual. I would ask hirn if Venezuelan oul
coming to Canada has been cut back as announced and, if
so. to what extent? Has the goverfiment of Canada sought
an explanation for this action?

Hon. Mitchell Sharp (Acting Primne Ministei'): Mr.
Speaker, I was not aware of what the Leader of the
Opposition has just said but I will examine these reports
to see what substance there is to thern and endeavour to
obtain an answer for him.

Mr'. Stanfield. Is it the intention of the government to
have the Minister of Energy, Mines and Resources visit
Venezuela once again or is it the intention of the Acting
Prime Minister in his capacity as Secretary of State for
External Af f airs to state Canada's case to Venezuela?

Mi'. Sharp: Mr. Speaker, if it is necessary to state Cana-
da's case I will, of course, do so. I intend to be in Venezue-
la for the opening of the Law of the Sea Conference, but it
rnay be necessary to take action before then if there is
substance to what the Leader of the Opposition has said.

Stanfield: In view of the efforts of the governrnent
in the past year to offset possible shortages of oul by the
government making contracts through the office of the
Minister of Supply and Services, will the Acting Prime
Minîster inform the House whether the government is
considering requesting the Minister of Supphy and Ser-
vices to contract for any more Roumanian oul to offset this
difference?
