Hon. Herb Gray (Minister of Industry, Trade and Com-
merce): In so far as the Foreign Investment Review Agency is
concerned, it is the policy of the agency to be as co-operative
as possible witb ail Members of Parliament who seek informa-
tion about the administration of the Foreign Investment
Review Act. However, under the confidentiality provisions
which are set out in section 14 of the act, information about an
application may not bc disclosed without tbe express written
approval of the applicant authorizing the agency to discuss the
application witb the Member of Parliament involved, and then
only information submitted by the applicant may be discussed.

Mr. Ian Deans (Hamilton Mountain) moved:
That this Hanse condemns the government's budget for (a) flot introducing

new jab-creatian measures in the light of the Iargest number of pre-Christmas
Iay-offs experienced since the depression (b) the complete rejcction of an
effective indtsstrial strategy ta provide long-term jobs and thus a cynical revcrsal
of the gavcrnment't electian promises.

He said: Madam Speaker, this morning, along with a
number of my colleagues in tbe New Democratic Party, 1 met
the people who travelled from various parts of the country to
bring to our attention and, as 1 understand it, to the attention
of other hon. members of the House of Commons, the plight
they are facing in terms of trying to maintain any semblance
of economic order in their lives. 1 met with people who had lost
or were about to lose their homes, and witb people who bave
Iost or are about to lose their jobs, those who are faced with
the bleakest of prospects. I heard them explain the impact of
the economic dislocation wbicb bas been brougbt about by this
government's policies.

I beard one young man explain how, after months and
montbs of inadequate income levels as a result of only receiv-
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
