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Today Colonel Bovey told me that, in case he forgot to speak to
the Principal, he wanted me to know that when he was on his tour
west in Deecember he saw Dr. Klinek. Hanpening to remark upon the
suecess achieved by the Summer Library School 2t B.C., he stumbled
upon the following information: Dr. ¥linek had not wished %o trouble
Sir A.C. with the matter, but they did not want the summer school
again, they did not regard it as a success, there were many complaints,
the course set was for jupiors, those who registered for it were people
very senior in the profession, the course was not changed accordingly,
they complained it was merely a course which had already been printed:
in 2 text book, not suitable for them, there were complaints against
urs. Carter, that she was not attentive to cultivating the goodwill
of those who attended, and so on, that she diad not appear to be suf-
fictently up in the work %o be sent out in charge of such a course.
Inssmuch as Mrs,., Carter will be spending the next two summers in the
U.S. studying for her doctor's degree, the school would not have been
held again in any event.
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
