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is incroasing markedly from year-to yesr, but here again parasitic
diseases furm oné of the principal limiting factors in eeconomicel
production. The she€p raiasing indusiry is alse on the increase, but
again and eagain in the course of our Suwrvey we found instances of
armers being obliged to discontinue sheep raising on sccount of
lassos due largély to parasites.

Maedonald College = Iis Organization and Activities.

Macdonald College, near Utes Anne de Hellevue, Gues, twenty
miles from Montreal, is an #ncorporated eollege of HNMeGill University
and the peat of the Faoculty of Agriculturce It was founded and
equipred in 190V for the teaching of Agriomlture and its basie
geiences, and for research and investigation into the problems
gonfronting Canadian Agriculture.

The eowrges given include (1) 8 two year diploma course for
intending farmers, (2) a four year course lealing to the bachelor's
degree with faellities for specializing In ong or other of the
various scienses whieh underly the pragtice of igricultwee, (3)
grafduate courses in the agricultwral sclences given under the
direction of the Facnlty of Graduate Studies and Hesearch.

Having the reputation of being one of the best equipped agri-
enltursl eolleges on the continent, she atiracts a cosmopoldtan
rathe® than a loeal gtudent body.

Maedonald Tollege has on her stafl the only trained zoologiast
and parasitologist in the Domimion primarily intercsted in parasites
of domestic animalse. In addition 1t is the only privately endowed
institution of its kind and 1t is thus unhampered by political inter-
ference and not restricted by provincial boundaries. It is therefore
the logleal ingtitution for wndertaking work of this nature. Its
suitability may be further emphasized by its ideal situation at the
centre of the most intensive practice in both produetion and market-
ing. The perasite probdlem is here more acuie then in areasg such as
Western Canada, or eountries such as Australia and South Afriea where
range oondi tions prevail.

The original endowment of the cellege, ample at thé foundation,
has not been augmented.  The depreeiztion in the value of morey and
the 1ncreaein%onumber of problems with which we are confronited melke
it necessary obtain special prants for specific regesrch problemss
We are, therefore, unable to offer anything in the way of funds towards
this undertaking, dut we do offer the facilities of one of the best
equipped I&borafotiea in the country, smfficient land for the sariy-
ing out of field experiments and the services of & trained persomnel
for carrvying on the work. The only capital outlay required will be
for a single bullding in which to house a field laboratory umd the
exper imental animals. It 18 intended to make this bdullding sufficient-
ly substantial %o serve ss o permanent centre for parasitological researeh,
