fhe Evidence Was a Complete Justifica
tion of the Importance That Mr. St.
John Attached to the Subject—Hogs
Killed That Were Dying With Cholera
and Sold to a City Dealer—**Stick Iim
Anyway, He Has Not Been Dead Long."”

Before the Public Accounts Committee of
the Ontario Legislature yesterday - Mr. St.
John practically substantiated his charges
to the effect that the Goveimment, after
the slaughter of cholera-stricken hogs at
the Humber piggery, sold 07 of the diseased
carcases to the public. When the commit-
tee met at 10.30 a.m., the chairman, Provin-
cia] Secretary Davis, over-ruled the pre:
vious arrangement that Mr. St. John should
first have the privilege of examining his
witnesses after which the Government
should bring eviderdce in rebuttal. Mur.
Davis insisted on having Inspector Noxon
examined first and on a vote being taken
bhe was supported by 11 to 9. The vote
was a straight paity one, except that Mr.
Haycock voted with the Opposition.

Noxon's Evidence.

Inspecter Noxom, when put on the stand,
testified that in June, 1806, Caraiaker War-
per reported to him that sickness bhad brok-
en out amonyg the hogs at the Humber pig-
gery; that a veterinary surgeon, who was
catled in, pronounced the sickness to be due
to over-teeding; that the nogs wut\nqed to
BLOW WOTSe, and that Dr. Andrew Smith,
on examining the nerd, tound them to be
suffering from chronic cholela, He adviced
tne slaugnter of the whole lot, and furtber
advised that any carcases . showing traces
of disease shouid be destroyed, vut toat
those ot appareptly healthy anumals might
pe used for nuan food. Thnese lusgructions
were followed, and 97 carcases, after bemg
exaiived at the Central Prison by 1nspec-
tor Sweetappie were suld toa dealer in
Toronto. Oone hog escaped slugnter,
but the inspector said he did not know this
until long afterwardi. As lo lne $2008,
wuich appeared in a statement maae to the
House by the Provincad Treasurer as the
value of the 261 hogs in the piggery at the
Lune Of lhe outbreak, it included The 3400
or $300 received for ghe nogs Lual wWeno sold.

FIRES AT DAWSON CITY.

ey, ancisco, Cal., Dec. 20.—According
to news received here from Dawson City
ur der date of Nov. 25, the Klondike mining
camp has twice been in danger of destruc-
tion by fire. On Nov. 22 two Front-street
log houses were destroyed. One of them
was used as a lodging house on one floor
and a church on the other. The lodgings
ccntained food and outfits for ten men and
uulhln'-,; was saved. Steps have been taken
to relieve the destitute. The fire was
‘aused by the overturning of a lighted can-
dle. A ﬂr_fl from a similar cause broke out
on Nov. 25, and the Opera House and two
saloons were burned to the ground. “Ihe
snow on the roofs saved the rest of the
front street from destruction. A large quan-
tity of provisions and liguors, valued at
$40,000, were destroyed. Nov. 10 the Yu-
kon froze over, and since then about 3000
persons have started out over the ice be-
tween Dawson and Selkirk.

A Young Man Shoots Himself Through
the Heart in Rosedale.

Attempts to Identify Him Fall-Ie Was
About 30 Years of Age and Reéspectably
Dressed Photo of a Pretty Girl Fournd
in His Pocket, Which Alse Contained a
&.T.R. Parcel Chicckk and Other Small
Articles.

In a lonely portion of Rosedale last night
an unknown man shot himself.through the
heart and the body of the suicide is now on
a slab at the Morgue, awaiting identiti-
cation. When the corpse was discovered a
32-calibre revolver, lying close beside it,
told how the man had met his end.

The tragedy occurred. on the west &ide
of Huntley-street, about 250 feet south of
Meredith-crescent, and the vietim must
have died instautly. The shot was heard
by persons in the vicinity, but was mis-
taken for a falling icicle due to the thaw,

SIR WILFRID ASKED FOR [T

And Was Backed in the Request by
Mr. Charles Russell.

A Rome Correspondent of the Papal Organ
in France Says the Canadian Premier
Asked His Holiness to Establish a Nun-
ciature in Canada—Some Interesting
Quotations From L'Univers.

Montreal, Dec. 29.—(Special.)—It is now
learned on the highest authority that Sir
Wilfrid Laurier in October last made a per-
sonal request to the I'ope to establish a
permanent apostolic delegation in Canada.
This is also confirmed by some interesting
irformation contained in the Roman corre-
spondence of the 17th inst. to L’Univers,
which is the Pope’s mouthplece in France.
Referring to the denial from Ottawa that
the Dominion Government had asked the
Holy See to establish an apostolic nun2i-
ature in'Canada, the evidently inspired cor-
respondent writes: ‘“Evidently there was
pever any intention to establish a nuncla-
ture at Ottawa, but as we are not playing
with words I can assure you in the most
positive manner that the leader of the Fed-
eral Government formally asked the Holy
See to institute a  permapent apostolic
delegation in Canada, the Prime Minister
meing aware of the benefits obtained, on
the ground of a pacitied public opinion
during the temporary delegation in Can-
ada filled by Mgr. Merry Del Val.. Per
elso, Sir Wiltrid desired to give satisfac
tien to Canadian Catholics, whose support
was very useful to him at the last elections,
and in return he had not satisfied them on
the Manitoba school question.” .

The correspondent also proceeds to de-
clare that the denial from Ottawa was
given out to appease Protestants of On-
tario and. Manitoba; “but it is not less
true,”” he adds, ‘‘that the request was
made to the Holy See, and it met with
the support of several politicians in Eng-
land, amongst whom was Mr. Charles Rus-
sell, who came to Rome for that purpose
towards the end of last month. Conse-
quently the denial sent out from Ottawa can
only apply to the result obtained through
the demand made at Rome for such a pex-
manent delegation. “If.”” concludes The
Univers correspondent, “the Holy See does
not judge the moinent opportune to estab-
lish a permanent apostolic delegation in
(‘apada, it is no doubt because it first de-
sires to solve to the satisfaction of Cana-
dian Catholics the question of the Mani-
toba schools.
