CANADA’S WHEAT LAND

Continued From Page 1.

that of ten years ago, is in farm lands
instead. These have a more substan-
!tial basis, to be sure, then the town
|1otg, and yet the price at which the
| grain fields can be profitably held and
| cultivated must depend much on the
{world market for our great cereals.
| Our own agricultural lands are pretty
| well taken up, altho Uncle Sam still
| owns millions of acres, amounting to
{60 per cent. ‘'of the area of seventeen
! States—with slight -exceptions, land on
which no one could support himself in
| agriculture, ‘except by smiting the
irock of national irrigation.

| Accordingly, as the land boom waxes
;sm'ong with that advance of prices
| which has created an anti-be trust
‘agitation among the consumers of th¢~
east, the western heneficiaries of this
same upward movement are reaching
jout for more land. The natural in-
creases of population, of course,empha-
! sizes the call, and Canada has just
{been discovered. Amenicans have
|found out that they can raise wheat
{there for the ‘British market just as
profitable as they can here, and so
they are pouring across the line.

Americans Coming im.

! In 1898 fewer than 10,000 Americans
crossed the border, while this year it
is estimated by J. Obed Smith, Do-
minion Immigration Commissioner at
Winnipeg, that out of a total immi-
gration into Western Canada of 50,000,
the United States contributes 30,000.
It has been predicted that we shall
soon be pouring Americans into Can-
ada at the rate of 200,000 a year, as we
have so long been pouring them into

S our Northwest under a similar econfimic

stimulation. A notable Hlustwrtion of
the way the plans of men turg askew
is that when Sir John Magdonald
built the Canadian Pacific Railroad,
partly to prevent the Americanization
of Western Canada, he gave the road
a land grant of about 25,000,000 acres.
This is the very land, thru the com-
pany or its assignees, that the Ameri-
can settlers are now buying: and they
will bring about the Americanization
of Canada, with greater rapidity than
was ever befare thought of.
Capacity of Canadian Fields.

| Last year Manitoba raised as much
wheat as North Dakota, and, with the
three Territories of Alberta, Saskatche-
wan and Assiniboia, produced* 62,000,-
000 bushels. The same section will
produce this year 75,000,000 bushels,
or about the yield of Minnesota. One
Minneapolis jilling company has al-
ready made arrangements to receive
and grind Assiniboia. wheat, in bond,

and is planning to build a great mill |

for the exclusive grinding of Canadian
wheat for the export trade. Manitoba
alone has 2500 miles of railway and
other spur tracks are building., The
Canadian Pacific is active, and the
Canadiary Northern, the mnew .trans-
continental, whose eastern terminus is
at Port Arthur,
from Erwood, 800 miles northwest to
Prince Albert and Edmonton, and thru
the Yellow Head Pass, the lowest of
mountain pathways, and down to the
Pacific. It is also estimated that with-
in three years the whistle of the loco-
motive will be heard on the shores of
Hudson Bay.

Our Northwest wants reciprocity
with this adjoining Canadian courftry.
1t wants the removal of duty of 25
cents a bushel on wheat, which is
senseless, since both countries seil in
the same market, and with this, all
the vexation of having to go to mill
in bond and export in bond, would be
avoided.

To Balance the Scales,

In return, the Northwest would ex-
pect a larger Canpadianj miarket for
its agricultural machinery and other
products. A number of ‘the harvest-
ing machine concerns have already es-
tablished factories in Canads#, but this
may be due to requirements of the

ent law quite as much as to the
ariff itself. Our Northwestern boun-
dary line is purely an artificial bar-
rier; ‘it does not separate races, or in-
stitutions,or civilizations to any notice-
able degree. For years Canadians,like
James J. Hill and S. R. Callaway, have
been coming south of the line to grow
up with us, while Americans are now
going north of it to become subjects
of King Edward. Since conditions of
labor in this new wheat belt will not
differ materially from those in the
United States, it is easy to see how a
vigorous agitation within the Republi-
can party for Canadian reciprocity is
bound to be heard in the near future.

It will become a pclitical question of
the first importance, and if the North-
west rally awakens to an economic ad-
vantage, the tradition of leaving the
tariff alone will probably have to give
way. Meanwhile,/ Americans will be
having a weathér eye out for an op-
portunity to carry out an almost for-
