,And Voting Upon It Was Legal-St.
Thomas Appeal Dismissed,

The motion to set aside the convie-

tions against Willlam Walsh, Henry
Branton and Robert Foster, all of St.
Thomas, for ballot-stuffing, in connec-
tion with the referendum vote, was

yvesterday dismissed at Osgoode Hall
by «Chief Justice Falconbridge, Mr.
Justice Street and Mr. Justice Britton.
Each had beep sentenced to one year’s
imprisonment, while Walsh was fined
$400 additional. The principal objec-
tion taken to the conviction was on
the ground “that there was no legal
voting under the Liquor Act of 1902,
the statute providing for it being un-
constitutional and void, agd that the
defendant, therefore, was 1fot guuty of
any offence, either in law or on the
finding of the court.”

On this point, the judgment gaid:
I“V\'hile the delegation of the powers of
the Crown and legislature may be a
startling proposition to the student of
constitutional history, yet  they s2em
to be within the authority of the Pro-
vincial parliament. The serious point
of the case is the words ‘conduct the
trial.,’ Does this plea convey the
