Toklo, Feb, 28.—Lack of details of
formations, firing ranges and evolu-
tions prevents a full appreciation of
Vice-Admiral Togo's tactics- at Pont
Arthur. He seems to be endeavoting
to accomplish maximum destruction
with minimum exposure. He is care-
fully balancing - those considerations
and relying upon superior mobility,
marksmanshlp and ammunition, At
the outset the equality of naval
strength and the probable necessity of
fighting the Russians under the bat~
teries of Port Arthur made caution
essential. The loss of a few ahips
would endanger the ultimate success of
the Japanese arms, hence the brevity
of the engagements of Feb. 9, and the
avoidance of the engagement of the
fortress. The same tacties were foi=
towed in Thursday's engagement and
bombardment. These dashes, brief bat-
ties, speedy withdrawals are a novaity
in naval warfare which warrant the
consideration of strategists.

Japs Outshoot Russians,
Vice-Admiral Togo's rellance on
gunnery is fully warranted by his gun-
ners clearly outshooting the Russians.
He constantly fought at long range,
punishing the enemy severely and es-
caping without serious damage nim-
gelf. The high personnel and, it Is
claimed, superiority of his forces, is
shown by the manner in which his
officers and men are anxious to under-
take hazards. Togo’s ships are appar-
ently in better condition than the Rus-
sian vessels. The heavy scoring of
torpedo craft is one of the surprises
of the war so far., Forelgn naval ex-
perts say, however, that making every
allowance for the daring, skill and
persistency of the JapaneSe, the Rus-
sians are largely to blame for a lack
of watchfulness and poor marksman-
ship.

Rusians Lack Strength
1t is believed here that Russians lack
the strength to assume the offensive,
and that they will prebably stick to
Port Arthur doggedly to await at-
tempted investment. Whoever is vice
tor, Port Arthur will undoubtedly cease
to be an important base. The fortifi-
cations will probably be dismuntled, as
they are small and cramped, and,
however many guns are defending, it
is thought they are incapable of in-
suring protection.

BUTTER MAKERS' PROSPECTS GOOD

Says Montreal
Against Fodder

Merchants, Urging
Cheese Making.

The Montreal Produce Merchants’
Association have issued a circular let-
ter to dalrymen ‘‘once more to record
its objections to the manufacture of
fodder cheese, either at the beginning
or at the end of the season, believing
it to be against the interests of all
connected with the manufacture of
full grass cheese, from the farmer to
the exporter.

“The amount of cheese manuiactu}'-
ed in Canada last year r¢ached tue
large total of 2,900,000 boxes, being

akout 350,000 boxes over the previous|
This was largely owing to the;
excessive manufacture of fodder cheese

year.

in March and April and November and
December. The uncertainty of the ex-
tent and time of the manufacture of
these fodders, together with the infer=
ior quality produced, tends to depr¢ss
the market, credtes a lowering of
values, and affects the prices obtain-
able during the whole of the summeér
season. The opinion of this associa=
tion is that it is strongly in the_ inter=
ests of dairymen that the manufacture
of cheese should not commence before
May 1. und should close not later than
Nov. 15. If this is done, a steadier
market would result, and a better av-
erage¢ price would be obtained.

“The question of what to do with
the surplus milk during the seasons re-
ferred to is easily settled by the manu-
facture of butter. The prospects for
the profitable manufacture of butter
have never been brighter than they
are this season. The export-tion of
butter from Russia, which is assum-
ing large proportions, win probably be
much curtailed by the war between
4hat country and Janan, and this fact,
together with the firm advices from
England, should bring about high.r
prices in the near future. With the
present good home trgde demand, pro=
ducers of choice creamery butter will
find prices profitable this soring. The
stock of cheese in Great Britain and
Canada is now almos: double that of
last year, and' if many fodders aro
made it is bound to resut in phenom-

enally iow prices during
6tason.”
