There was the greatest enthusiasm
when the minister of commerce propos-
ed the health of King Edward, He
stated that Francé was bound to im-
prove the commerce treaty of 1895, and
he would use his influence to effect the
desired changes. The plaudite were 1e-
newed when the minister stated the ex-
ample of Quebec and the other provin-
ces had worked on the French spirit
and brought about the entente cordials,
which was thereby the work of Can-!
ada. Reviewing the history of Quebec, |
he said, the origin of Canadians was'
due to France and her early naviga-
tors. While the French-Canadians we'e
loyal to Britain and faithful to France,
harmonious relations between France
and England must continue to extend to
Canada, so that all three may profit,

transfer occupied 1 hour and 26 min-
utes, after which the Virginian swung
around and steamed up the Gulf full,
speed and the Canada piled on steam;
for Sydney harbor. A race against time
had begun, and one which puts the fea-
sibility of the Sydney route as a port|
of call for English mail boats to the
supreme test. 1

The Canada left Sydney last night
at 11 o’clock. Efforts to establish com-
| munication by wireless thru the night
iwlth the Virginian were unsuccessful,
iand not until Captain Knowlton ob-
| served her funnel on the horizon at
|5.24 o’clock this morning was her
whereabouts known- She was then
about 15 miles east of Flint Island. The
Virginian sailed from Liverpool at 5.48
p.m. on Thursday, arriving at Moville
at 7 a.m, Friday and at Sydney at 7.30
o'clock this morning. She made the
run from mail station to mail station
{in 5 days 20 hodrs and 25 minutes, the
first’ time the run has been made un-
der six days.

The Virginian ran into cold, heavy
fog when nearing the Newfoundlaad
coast, losing six hours on this ac-
ccunt, Bad weather conditions con-
tinued two days.
