A tiny puncture of the foot or 
the palm becomes a buried nest of the} 
bacteria, which sends forth a stream of 
toxin into the nerves and up to the 
brain. This focus must be found and 
widely opened up' scraped, disinfected 
with oxides and phenol. Crystals of 
sodium persulphate scattered into the 
wound oxidize it effectively and deeply. 
Mydrozen peroxide falls to do this

Wound Must Drain.
Unless the wound is soon discovered 

and kept open and drained every day, 
one out of two tetanus sufferers will 
ale. Indeed, the preventive anti-toxin 
loses its power often because the punc- 
ture wound has not been cleaned out thoroughly and disinfected
Once lockjaw develops, a 5 per cent 
solution of sodium persulphate is made up In cold sterilized water. Two-thirds 
of an ounce of this is injected into a three in the arm, morning and night, for three days or longer.
