Calgary, Alta., Oct. 10.—During his 

two days' trip from Edmonton to this 
city, Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King and 
his party have been traveling through 
a section of the country in which the 
United Farmers' party of Alberta has 
succeeded in highly organizing the bulk 
of the voters. It is extremely signift- 
cant, therefore, to note the large and 
attentive audiences that have gathered 
to hear the Liberal leader enunciate the 
policies of his party. At Wetaskiwin, 
not only did the farmers forsake their 
farms on an afternoon which was ideal 
for threshing, but the United Farmers, 
who had scheduled a meeting for the 
same afternoon postponed it until after 
the Liberal leader had concluded his 
address to an audience which packed 
the town’s largest theatre to the doors. 
It was an extremely attentive gather­
ing which heard Mr. King at this place, 
and his speech, wherein he outlined the 
general policies of the Liberal party and 
criticized in no unsparing fashion the 
financial policies of the Government, 
was listened to with the closest atten­
tion.

Mrs. Adam 
Shortt of Ottawa, vice-president of the 
mothers' allowances commission, esti­
mates that it will take well over*$1,- 
000,000 for the first year.

Will Be Paid $1,500.
Each investigator is paid $1,500 a 

year, and there will have to be no less 
than sixteen of these permanent in-. 
vestigators in the province. Their rail­
way expenses will alsa be heavy, as they 
must travel from town to town, and 
this together with the allowances 
themselves will be costly.

The flat rate of $40 per month for 
each mother was arrived at because of 
the great amount of work which will 
be entailed through the deluge of 
widows who would come for help at 
the beginning of the scheme. It is 
hoped that by January the commission 
will be able to arrive at something 
more definite in regard to the family 
budget.

Although deserted mothers are not 
included among those qualified for 
mothers’ allowances, according to the 
mothers’ allowances act, there seems 
to be such a large proportion of these 
mothers that it is probable that steps 
will be taken shortly to amend the act 
so as to include them.

Major Murphy to The Advertiser to- 
I day stated that it was wholly prob­

able that the mothers’ allowances com­
mission would shortly send in some 
recommendations to the Government 
asking that deserted mothers be in­
cluded to receive allowances with wid­
owed mothers.

Secretary Ed Lance of the soldiers’ 
aid commission, when asked if the 
proportion of deserted mothers in this 
district was large, declared that al­
though his investigations were made 
among soldiers' families only he felt 
that even among the civilians the per­
centage of deserted mothers was very 
large, and that the Government allow­
ances act should be amended to in­
clude them. He said that the deserted 
wives of soldiers were very many, but 
that they were being looked after by 
the patriotic fund.

Allowed to Work.
In answer to the question as to 

whether mothers receiving allowances 
should be allowed to earn money by 
working. Major Murphy stated that as 
long as the allowance was as small 
as at the present time, $40 a month, 
mothers would be allowed to eke out

WAS SMOTHERED, Riga, Oct. 11.—The Polish and 
Russian Soviet peace delegates 
have arranged to sign a prelimin­
ary peace treaty at the Blackhead 
House here tonight. The treaty 
contains seventeen articles and two 
annexes, one the armistice to be 
concluded tonight, and the other 
a map.
Riga, Oct. 11.—Polish and Bolshevik 

delegates engaged In negotiations here 
will sign an armistice at Blackhead 
House at 7 o’clock tonight. Hostilities 
will cease six days after signature of 
the convention.

The armistice will run for 25 days, 
and 48 hours notice will be necessary 
before either side can legally break it. 
If it is not broken for the period of 
25 days it will continue automatically 
in effect for an indefinite period, with 
a provision that it may be broken on ten 
days notice.

VILNA IS OCCUPIED.
Warsaw, Oct. 11.—Occupation of Vilna 

late on Saturday followed the rejection 
by Gen. Zellgouski of proposals by the 
French governor to create Vilna a free 
city. The forces occupying the city were 
Polish Lithuanians, and not White 
Russians and Lithuanians, as reported 
on Saturday night. Before entering the 
city, Gen. Zellgouski and hia chief of 
staff sent their resignations to Polish 
army headquarters.

It will even be
possible to use electric heaters to some

This measure will place an effective 
check on the use of power for heating 
purposes. General Manager Buchanan 
of the system thinks. From estimates 
compiled with local power bills some 
customers would he penalized to U<e 
extent of $300 a month for using heat­
ers. Others world have to pay as much 
as $150, while $30 a month's heating 
would be a common charge.

To Conserve Power.
It is expected that few people will 

pay such high rates. "They are not 
being instituted with the Idea of bring­
ing revenue to the system, but to con­
serve power for necessary uses," said 
Mr. Buchanan. "We could not very 
well take the heaters away from the 
people, so some means of limiting their 
use had to be found. The Hydro Shop 
has not sold heaters for about a year 
because of the power shortage, but a 
number of private dealers have been 
relling large quantities of them and 
they have become a serious addition 
to the local load. So far as I know 
the restriction will apply only for this 
winter. After that the heaters will be 
generally useful again."

Electric Power Commission next week 
will inaugurate a system which will 
advance the cost of power for this 
purpose 1.500 per cent. This order will 
apply in London, as well as in all other 
municipalities where hydro is used.

In order to determine what custom­
ers are using heater power bills from 
June to September will be examined 
and an average struck as to the amount 
of power used for lighting and cooking. 
It is thought that this will give a fair 
basis, as heaters are used compara­
tively little in these months. When 
the average amount of power used by 
a customer is found this will be set as 
his maximum. When he exceeds that 
he will be charged for the power at 
the rate of 15 cents a kilowatt hour 
stead of one cent, as at the present 
time.

Ample Allowances.
None of the maximum rates fixed will 

be below what a customer is now al- 
lowed of two cents for three kilowatt 
hours per 100 square feet, and all maxi­
mums will allow power for lighting and 
cooking, as special arrangements will 
be made for customers who use

Co's market letter discusses the situa­
tion at the present time as follows:

The* unsatisfactory state of the yarn 
and finished goods market, the rapid 
progress of the price-cutting campaign 
for commodities generally, and Ideal 
weather conditions for the final devel­
opment and harvesting of the crop, have 
all combined against the maintenance 
of any material improvement in the 
cotton market.

The determination of farmers to mar­
ket their cotton on a more moderate 
scale, owing to the comparatively low 
prices, is attracting considerable atten­
tion. but so far has not been followed by 
an increase in the demand. It is pos­
sible that if such a movement spreads 
it will aid in sustaining the market 
around the present basis, but sharp 
price advances would in all probability 
be followed by renewed selling against 
some of the unsold cotton held in the 
South, and unfortunately as long as 
there is no improvement in the de­
mand for goods, the mills will doubtless 
continue the policy of buying for Im­
mediate requirements only.

The drygoods market is still in an un­
settled condition, with a general lack of 
Interest shown on the part of buyer» 
for finished goods. Commission houses 
report that a broader business cannot 
be obtained until some of the credit 
restrictions are removed and increased 
bankir; accommodations are furnished 
to facilitate plans for forward delivery 
and export of manufactured goods. Both 
manufacturers and jobbers are offering 
cotton productions at concessions, but 
merchants are holding off In hope of 
disposing of old lines of goods bought 
at higher values.
