Railways “Turn Over New
Leaf” Regarding Pas-

senger Rates.

FREIGHT RATES DROP

Increase of 40 Per Cent Will
Be Reduced to 35 Per
Cent in East.

OTTAWA, Dec, 23.—(By Canadian
Press). — Railway Dpagsenger rates
throughout the Dominion will be re-
duced 10 per cent on New Year's Day.
This is in accordance with the order
issued by the board of railway com-
missioners on September 9, under
which general increases were granted

in passenger and freight rates. The
order granted an increase in passenger
rates of 20 per cent, applicable to the
end of the present year, Afterwards,
until Jule 1, 1921, the increase was to
be 10 per cent. On July 1 passenger
rates come back to the basis in effect
prior to the coming into force of the
order. There will be no reduction in
the increase granted in parlor and
sleeping car rates and excess baggage.

With the end of the year the gen-
eral increase of 40 per cent granted in
eastern freight rateg will drop to 35
Per cent; the increase of 35 per cent
in western freight rates will drop teo
30 per cent, |,

PASSES FOR CATTLE.

BUSINESS IMPROVES
SINGE “LUXURY” TAX
REMOVED, IS REPORT

Many Municipalities  Want
Unemployment Aid From
Government.

OTTAWA, Dec. 23.—Cancellation of
the luxury taxes has had a salutary

effect, according to advices received by
the Government. Already business is
showing signs of improvement. The un-
employment situation continues bad, but
there is every hope that the next week
or two will see the worst of it over. At
a special meeting of the cabinet council
held this afternoon there was a long
discussion of unemployment problems
and detalls were considereq of the pro-
posed plan of assistance, in co-opera-
tion with provincial and municipal
authorities.

The Government, it is understood, has
already been notified by a large number
of local authorities of their desire for
federal co-operation. Two provincial
governments—Ontario ang British Col-
umbja—have taken a similar step.

What the cost of the scheme to the
federal treasury is likely to be there is
as yet no reliable data available, but
the prediction is expressed in federal
circles that the cost will not be large.
In its statement of policy issued ten
days or so ago the Government laid
down the principle that the first step”
in dealing with unemployment should
be the provision of work rather than
of rellef, anq that the primary obliga-
tion for the provision of relief rested
with the local authorities.

Should emergency relief become
necessary, however, the Dominion Gov-
ernment was willing to meet one-third
of the cost provided the provincial and
municipal governments met the other
two-thirds. Such a policy—in its in-
sistence on the provision of wor?u a
first step—will, it is argued, very con-
siderably reduce the charge which
might otherwise be incurregq by the
federal treasury. It is expected that
there will be a further announcement
by the federal government in regard to
the unemployment system.

NO CESSATION -
OF EFFORTS AT
IRISH PEACE

Work Trying To Get

LONDON, Dec. 23.—The i ‘ermedi-
aries who for several weeks have been
quietly trying to bring together the Im-
perial Government and Irish representa-
tives for the eventual arranging of a
truce in Ireland are not easing their
endeavors, despite the near approach
of Christmas, which, it was oped,
would mark the cessation of the long-
continued reign of terror.

Archbishop Clune, of Perth, West
Australia, whose activities in Ireland
and London are belleved to have an
important bearing on the preliminary
negotiations, has returned here and is
reported to have an appointment with
the prime minister, but he has refused
to_discuss the prospets of a settlement.

In other quarters, however, it is in-
timated that the negotiations now going
on behind the scenes may be expected
to come into the open at any moment
with an established common ground for
actual peace parleys.

REINSTATE RAILWAYMEN

Dublin, Dec. 23.—The Imperial Gov-
ernment as an outcome of the negoti-
ations instituted by J. H. Thomas, gen-
eral secretary of the National Union
of rallwaymen, has ageed to the rein-
statement of wne railroad workers, in
Ireland, who went out on strike over
the question of carrying munitions. The
Govcrnment has accepted the pledge
that there will be no further trouble,
and it is expected that normal eervice
will be restored promptly.
