Labor Leaders Join in Effort 
to Ensure “Orderly Mar- , 
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London, Oct. 28.—The prospect to­
night is that the coal strike will term­
inate by the end of next week thru the 
miners’ acceptance of the agreement 
arranged with the government under 
which the miners will get two shillings 
advance unconditionally until the end 
of the year, and in the future their 
wages will be settled by the creation 
of a national wages board, 
event of any delay in starting the 
wages board, wages will in the inter- I 
val be settled on the basis of increase 
or decrease according to surplus profits 
or" otherwise from coal exports. This 
depends upon such complex calcula­
tions as to render if hardly possible 
for any miner to- understand; there­
fore in the ballot to be taken next 
Tuesday, and made returnable Wed­
nesday, the miners must necessarily 
be guided by the recommendation of 
their leaders. The leaders favor a 
settlement on these terms.

The agreement is skilfully arranged, 
so that all concerned, including the 
coal owners, will be interested in in­
creasing the output, as in case of a 
decreased output the owners will be 
penalized by a reduction in their ten 
per cent, share of the surplus profits.

Terms Proposed.
The terms provide that the increas­

ed wages will remain operative until 
a permanent wages board is estab­
lished, which will be operative by the 
end of March. The additional cost of 
the miners’ claims will come out of the 
excess revenues obtained from the ex­
port of coal. The output for last Sep­
tember is the average struck, which 
will influence the rise or fall of a slid­
ing scale which is to operate to the 
extent ' of a sixpence reduction in 
wages if the output does not come up 
to the September figures, or a rise of 
of sixpence if the output is bigger.

One sixpence rise will be calculated 
for every contfplete £280.000 value of 
excess tin revenue over tne September 
figures. The -wages will b automatic- 
only adujsted January 8, again on 
January 31, nd thereafter every four 
weeks on the basis of the results of 
the four weeks following the previous

Ottawa, Oct. 28.—(Canadian Press) 
^Applications for licenses, as requir­
ed by the new regulations under 
which the luxury taxes will be col­
lected, are being received in great 
numbers by the district inland rev­
enue offices, and it is expected that 
there will be few merchants without 
their licenses when they open their 
stores for trading on the morning of 
November 1. On that date the new 
regulations will be in force, and mer- 
chants on selling any article on 
whioh the luxury tâx is to be col- 
lected, must attach to the wrapper 
sufficient stamps to cover the 
These stamps must be perforated in 
a special machine which is being 
supplied by the department of cus­
toms and inland revenue.

Need Special Stamps. * 
Special stamps for the purpose have 

been forwarded to all banks and, in­
land revenue officers, and it is ex­
pected that the collector of customs 
in each district will have on hand 
sufficient of the perforating machines 
to supply every merchant in his dis­
trict. No charge is made for the use 
of the perforating machine, but all 
merchants must secure a license, the 
fée for which is two dollars.

On and after Monday, November 1, 
all merchants will be required to car- 

sufficient supply of stamps, and 
these for the collectitop of luxury 

Pen­
alties are provided for those who fail 
to observe the new regulations by 
trading without a license and with­
out using the luxury tax stamps on 
and after November 1.
