At 9.30 o’clock this morning the board
began its work with Dr. Carman pre-
siding. Rev. W. R. Young of Chatham
was elected secretary. After the ap-
pointment of the nominating committee
several hours were devoted to reading
the minutes of the various meetings
of the executive of the board during the
past year.

A public meeting,hel dlast night,was
largely attended. H. H. Fudger, the lay
treasurer of the board, was in the
chair, Assistant Secretary Henderson
reading an outline of the work for the
last year, said that in Japan there had
been 217 conversions, and now there
were 2786 communicants in that land,
contributing $5736, \In the army, navy,
on the bench, and even in the royal
court there were converts to Christi-
anity, The people were friendly to
Christianity, but yet as a nation Japan
is heathen. .

The year's work in China had been
the best in the history of the board.
There were no signs of new riots, and
the door was open. to missionary en-
terprises,

In his financial report Dr. Suther-
land, the general superintendent, said
that the board’'s revenues last year
were $343,845. Of that sum $47,000 had
been given by the Dominion goveri-
mernt for the maintenance of Indian
schools. The church was said to be on
the high road to halt a million for
missions.

Rev. Dr. Ryckman delivered an ad-
dress on ‘“Labored Together With
God.” He declared that all meén seek-
ing to do good were beckoned on by
the hand of Jesus Christ, and assur-
ed ultimate success. God was on the
gide of right and goodness Was de-
stined to triumph. Christianity Wwas
to work a great and general rescug,
and not merely burrow around the
work of humanity. In the work for
the world's betterment men must not
pe in a greater hurry than God, but
when God stopped, they should be
ready to stop and stop truly. Dundas-
street Church, London, had offered to
send a supported missionary in the
Orient; the time was coming when It
would be a disgrace for any Strong
church o support no minister but its
own pastor. :

N. W. Rowell, K.C., of Toronto, spoke
on domestic missions. His remark
that Newfoundland was ecclesiastical-
ly jined to Canada, and that he hoped
it soon would be politically, was re-
ceived with applause. Canada's cli-
mate and natural endowments were
such as to produce a race capable of
doing its share of the world’s work,
and doing it well.

BEETS 85 A TON.

Berlin, Sept. 29.—(Special.)—The su-
gar beet harvest has commenced, and
the beets are now being hauled to the
factory. They are testing well. The
lowest of any test thus far made was
14, The tests vary from 14 to 15-8.
With this average the price of beets
this year will be $5 a ton, and at this
price a fair crop of beets pays the
farmer better than an average Crop
of wheat. The acreage of beets con-
trolled by the factory is not as large
as was desired, but indications are,
that the results will be most satisfac-
tory and that will mean a greatly in-
creased acreage next year.

Conservative \Association in Lennox,
and little Miss Grace Wilson, grand-
daughter of Mr. Wilson, the present
member, presented the comung premier
of Canada with a beautiful bouquet of
flowers.

First of the Campaign.

Mr, Borden in his opeuing remarks
said he had the honor (0-night of ad-
dressing the first political nzeiing of
the campaign, as he had recetved 4 tele-
gram since coming on the placform {rom
a friend in Ottawa, which read. “Par-
liament dissolved; nominations Oect. 27,
polling Nov. 3.” g

In referring to the local member, he
said that Mr.Wilson was not heard very
often in the -house, but when he aid
speak it was to the point as your
worthy representative is well informed
and has given the government sfome
warm arguments on the question of im-
migration.”

The speaker. then referred to .the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway, which
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has been trying to

country to burden itself in the manner
proposed by the present government. He
also spoke of the policy of the Liberal
government as being unsound and un-
fair to the people of the country at
large.

Monks Spoil Brandy.

The official receiver appointed to
manage the ~state of the Carthusian
menks recently expelled from the
Grande Chartreuse monastery has de-
cided to continue to distil the famous
lizueur.

A well-known scientist has been com-
missioned to analyze the liquor, and
to inspect and report upon the dis-
tilling pnlant of the monastery.

The basis of the liqueur is very old
Cognac brandy, of which large quanti-
ties have beenn found in the distillery
since the expulsion of the monks.

1t is supposed that the monks have
rendered the brandy unfit for drink-
ing by mixing it with various chemi-
cals.
