CORPSES MAKINGPARAPETS
IIPSRESS ONTO YETR

Kuropatkin Reports That Kaotai Pass
Falls Into the Hands of His
Persistent Foes.

St. Petersburg, March 5.—Gen, Bir-
jevia telegra.x;hs from Mukden that a
deten'riinéd ﬂght' occurred seventeen
versts (twelve miles) west of Muk-

den, He confirms the report that the
Japanese have occupied Sinminting,
which is forty miles west of Mukden.
Gen. Kuropatkin reports that the
Russians have been compelled to evacu-
ate Gaotuling (Kaotai Pass, where
Gen. Linevitch was in command.) .He
says that the Japanese lost enormous-
ly in the fighting on the Russian left.
In another despatch, dated March 2,
Gen. Kuropatkin says: ‘“The Russians

OYAMA TIGHTENS THE GORD

Reports That He is Driving the En-
emy Before Him, Tho With
Great Losses

Tokio, March 5.—(2 p.m.)—Field Mar-
shal Oyama is continuing his great
drives around bothl flanks .of the Rus-
sian -army. His front is now a huge
bow, the base on the Shakhe River, the
right arm reaching a point east of Fu-

shan and the left arm extending to &

point west of Mukden. He is steadily
tightening the great cord of men and
steel. Gen., Kuropatkin is striving des-
perately: to check the Japanese ad=-
vances, contesting the flank encroach=
ments and hammering the Japanese cen-
tre. The Japanese are making heavy
gains of ground west of the railway
and have captured great quantities of
stores and other spoils. There has als
ready been bloody fighting and heayy
lcsses, and this will be vastly increased
when the masses of infantry meet,
Reporting 'on March 4, Oyama says

that the Japs are driving the Rus-:

sians before them. He says the new
line is fifteen miles southwest of Muk-
den. He continues: “During a pre-
vious engagement the enemy’s casual-
ties were heavy. The spoils we captured
wcre great. No time to investigate. We
captured large Qquantities of provisions
at Wanchangpae and captured g cloth-
ing depot at Tahantai.”
