De-
fendant came and tried to pull her
away, telling Mr. Jones to let go. Fail-
ing to break his hold, she struck him
with a-bucket. Mr. Jones then went
outside, she continued, and tcok off
his coat.

THREATENS MURDER.

He got hold of an inch board which
also had a nail in it, she said, and
threatened to murder them. Mrs. Al-
mond held the door and kept him from
entering. He then said he’d have the
lJaw to them, and putting on his coat
he departed.

Asked if her father drank liquor,
she said he drank a great deal years
ago. He had had some last January
but had not been drinking lately.

Questioned as to her father providing

Is Attributed to Decrease in
Grain and Lumber
Exports

WASHINGTON, April 17—Decrease
in the foreign commerce movement
through ports of the Pacific Coast states
is noted in third of a series of analyses
of foreign trade fluctuations in. the fiscal
years 1924 and 1925, issued by the
Shipping Board Bureau of Research.
This analysis shows that the commerce
of these ports declined by more than
1,000,000 tons during the fiscal year
1925 as compared with the figures for
the 1924 fiscal year. The first two
analyses showed that the commerce of
all North Atlantic states, except Maine
and New Hampshire;showed a decrease
in tonnage in 1925, while the South
Atlantic and Gulf states all showed
advances over 1924 figures.

More than half of the decline of the
Pacific Coast states 1s attributed to the
decreases in the exports of grain and
lumber from the ports of Portland,
Ore., and Astoria, Ore. The grain
movement through these ports in the
fiscal year 1925 was approximately half
of the movement in 1924, when 800,000
tons moved through them. Lumber
shipments fell from 600,000 tons- in
1924 to 485,000 tons in 1925. The net
cargo tonnage loss of the state of Ore-
gon was approximately 590,000 tons in
1925 as compared with 1924. .

The commerce of the state of Cali-
fornia showed a decrease of 90,000 tons
in 1925 over 1924, and that of the state
of Washington declined from 8,210,000
tons in 1924 to 2,878,000 tons in 1925.
