Referring to the meeting of the
Railway Commission held at Halifax, the
other day, Mr. Mullins said that to them
the one most gratifying feature was a

declaration by the chairman,'Mr. Caryell,
that the board had no jurisdiction over.
rail rates on the I C. R. east or Mont-|

real, This declaration was made in an-
swer to questions put by Mr. Hance J.
Logan, M.P,and Mr. E. P. McDonald,

M. P. Mr. Carvell, in supplementing his |

declaration, stated that while the Cana-
d%n National management, now operat-
ing the L. C. R. accepted the rulings of
the board, an appeal could be taken to
the minister of railways. ‘

That meant, said Mr. Mullins, that the
government must assume the duty of
dealing with the grievances of the mari-
time provinces respecting rail rates.
“That is something new. It is more
than that, It js something upon which
we can base the re-opening of the whole
question of freight rates. Formerly when
we took the matter up with the federal
government we were led to understand
that they had no further jurisdiction in
the matter.

It would appear from Mr. Carvell’s
declaration .that they have everything
“to do with it” The Railway Commis-
sion had said that could only deal
with petitions for reductions in"
rates on a business basis, and that if
they were not presented on 'that |asis
they could not be considered at all.
Apparently there was no way out for
the maritime grievances, but now at a
meeting of the board in Halifax Mr.
Carvell had stated 'in snswer to ques-
tions that there was a way out in-
dicating that the status of the I. C. R.

was the same ag it had always-been. Mr,
e et apon B P 3, Veal
‘@give his views on the matter.

* ‘Hon, Mr. Veniot said he was in Hali-
fax at the time of the meeting, and as
he knew that the guestion of freight
rates was coming up at the meeting
he stayed over he said. One thing that
was amazing to him was the presence
there of representatives of an organi-
gation known as the Canadian Railway
Association. He had been unable to
find out how this association came into
existence, or how it was created. How-
ever it was there with able lawyers ‘rep-
resenting it, and every manufacturer
who gave testimony was examined with
as much care and thoroughness as if he
had been under oath. Every attempt

was made to trap the witnesses. He!
believed they were really representing|

the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa-
tion and that they were ther€ tp pre-
vent the government from going back
to the old preferential rate.

I. C. R. did not come under the juris-
diction of the Railway Commission.
That statement was given out by Mr.
Carvell: They only dealt with the 1. C.
R. rates when they were requested to
do so and they could only be made ef-

Mr, Veniot contended, therefore, that
the status of the 1.

The biggest seizure of liquor ever
made in the province of New Bruns-
wick was accomplished by Inspector
Smith at Campbellton, when, on Thurs-
day of this week, he took into custody
‘three boxcars loaded to the roof with
whiskey, ‘estimated in value at some
$180,000. Announcement of the seizure
was made -here this morning by Chief
Inspector J. B. Hawthorne on his arrival
from Fredericton.

The chief inspector said that.word of
the seizure reached him in ‘Fredericton
on Thursday evening in a telephone mes-
sage from Inspector Smith. He said
that the liquor was supposed to have
originated in St. John and was consigned
to the province of Quebee, but had been
side-tracked at Campbellton. !

Inspector Smith informed = the chief
that the three cars were filled. He put
them under the guard of two men and
will forward théem to Fredericton under
guard as n as possible. i

Mr. Hawthorne said this morning that
if the cars were filled to capacity they
would hold more than 1,500 cases each.
At $40-a case this would make the value
of the shipment about $180,000. .

COSTS OF NEW
DISTRIBUTION
SYSTEM HERE

Hardware Clerks Estimate it
at $600,000—What'is Be-
ing Done by Toronto and
London Commission.

(Contributed by Hardware Clerks’ Asso-
ciation.)

Practically every engineer in the city
of St. John has declared that through
municipal distribution, and through
municipal distribution alone, can 'the
citizens reap the full benefits of the
Musquash development. H. Philips, M.
E. I. C., has very clearly shown it in his
letters and addresses; Sir Adam Beck
has expressed the same opinion, and all
available information leads to. that econ-
clusion. It is, therefore, important that
some estimate be available of the cost of
a new distribution system. Engineer
Jefferys of the Ontario Hydro Commis-
sion was asked by the city of Halifax to
estimate the cost of a new distribution
system for that city. After thoroughly
investigating the matter, he named the
sum of $850,000. Since St. John has a
population of twenty per cent. less than
Halifax, the cost to St. John could be
placed at $660,000, but as Halifax covers
a much greater area, a further reduction
of ten per cent. might easily be made,
leaving ‘the cost to St. John about $600,-
000. This would give to the city a most
up-to-date system, with a distribution
loss of less than twelve per cent. instead
of the present one of thirty-two per
cent., and also provide for future expan-
sion. As St. John has the lowest bonded
debt per capita of practically any city
in the Dominion of Canada, no difficulty-
would be met 'in raising this sum, and
any further amounts necessary for the
suecessful ‘carrying out of the project.

“One of the most important features in
connection. with municipal ownership of
a distribution swstem is the fact that by
means of a sinking fund, the entire cost
can be eliminated in a fairly |short
space of time, but under private owner~
ship the consumer must forever pay. 'the
interest on capitalization.

As the question of taxes has been
raised, it might be -well to state that
according to the Kensit
ent distributors. of

the most conservative estimate places a
saving of fifty per cent. on present
rates, the city would save from street
lighting alone the sum of $19,000 per
year. It is quite evident that the city
could well afford to pass up $8,989 for a
saving of $19,000. y
The policy of the Toronto commission
will he of interest to the-citizens of St.
John, and is as follows: “The policy of

the comiaission is t0 cheapen and diguse,

the comfarts of life among the citizens,
and enable. the industries 'of Toronto to

Jreduce the cost of production; to main-

tain & higher class of service than be-
fore at relatively less cost, and to im-
prove the social conditions of the em-
plqyes; to show that municipal owner-
ship can be successfully applied to great
public utilities, and finally to prove that
while lessening the cost of other munici-
pal services these important results can
be accomplished withdut laying a dollar
of taxation upon the -ratepayers at
large.”

“How well they have carried out this
policy is now a matter of history. A
very t}ne example of the benefits of
municipal ownership is that of London,
Ontario, which started with an outlay
of §$750,000, which was increased by
further ‘additions and improvements to
$1,200,000. However, one-third of this
has. now been paid, and is subject to
maintenance and operating charges only.
Now (and the citizens should keep this
in mind) a private corporation most
likely would have issued new stock for
$1,000,000 or $1.500,000. and the people
whose earnings were the sole source of
this surplus would find their own assets
turned into a liability, ,and funded
against themselves. No further argu-
ment will be necessary to convince the
majority of the readers of the advan-
tages of municipal ownership.

RE LIQUOR SALE

Toronto, Jan. 28.—The Toronto Star
says that leaders of the Conservafive
party in Ontario have decided to come
out in the open, it is said, and wage a
vigorous campaign to have the rigors
of the O. T. A. ameliorated by the
wholesale granting of beer and wine
licenses. Rumor further states that if
they discover- that this proposal meets
with any considerable measure of public
favor, they will then press for a system
of government control of liquor similar
to that in force in British Columbia.

STOLE §270,000 FOR
 KIN TO SPECULATE

$8,500 Secretary Plea ds
Guilty, but Says He Will
Make Restitution in Full—
Would Aid Prosecution.

New York, Jan. 28—Harry P. Gibney
34 years old, who lives at the Hotei
Touraine, in Brooklyn, pleaded guilty
in-the Court of General Sessions to two
indictments charging bim with grand
larceny in the theft of $270,0.V from his
former employer, Sidney Mitctiell, Presi-
dent of the Electric Bond & Share Com-
pany, 71 Broadway. Gibney was em-.
ployed as Mitchell’s personal secrecary
from May, 1911, to February, 1921, end
is charged with stealing money belong-
ing to Mitchell himself, not the company.

Gibney received a salary of $3,000 a
year from Mitchell. He was married
and owned his own home at 73 Fenimore
street, Brooklyn. He also owned an
automobile, In a signed confession,
which was made part of the ourt rec-
ord, he said that a man who was a rela-
tive by marriage was responsible fur bis
thefts. He said this man induced him
to turn over money to him for specula-
tion and'lost.

“] have at all times been ready and
willing to do everything in my own
power to help Mr. Mitchell' recover ke
money by prosecuting this celative and
have offered my services to go before
the grand jury,” said- Gibney in his
confessiop. “I am still willing to do
everything in that connection or in any
otter matter I can to aid in the recovery
of the money for Mutchell.”

If he has the chance, Gibney says, he
will make restitution in full. He has
turned over this house and automobile to
Mitchell. Samuel Furstenberg of 112
Centre street, attorney for Gibney, ad-

| mitted that his client was guilty of ihe |
? charges,

but said he expected to make
-$100,000 in two years, which he would
turn over to Mitchell in partial restitu-
tion.

Gibney has been employed recently
as ‘assistant toS. J. Florentine, Presi-
dent of the United Barber Shops, Inc,
of 160 Pearl street.

ritten a long letter appealing on Gib-

Rome, Jan. 28—The question of closer
relations between the Vatican and the
Quirinal assumed another aspect yester-
day when it became known that several
republican members of the chamber of
. deputies were considering interpellation
! of Premier Bonomi upon the inadvisibil-

ity of the Italian government officially
recognizing the Pope. The attitude of
the Sacred College of the Church toward
a rapproachment, as has been stated in
proceeding despatches, is expected to be
defined in its choice of a successor to
Pope Benedict. :
;. The republican deputies became inter-
ested in the question when they learned
‘that President de Nicola, of the cham- |
ber, in accord with the government’s
i policy, intended to pronounce a eulogy
for the late Pontjt,, when the chamber
reconvenes on Feb. 2, which is also the
date of which the Sacred College will
convene to choose the new Pope.

Semi official newspapers yesterday
published a statement that Signpr de
Nicola and President Tittoni, of the sen-
ate, weré officially announce from the
tribunes of their respective houses the
death of Benedict and pronounce a
eulogy, as is the custom following the
death of foreign potentates. Immediate-
ly, several demands for interpellations
. were - placed upon Signor de Nicola’s
desk, one of which protested against
what is terined the “official recognition
11)& the Vatican by the Z"ﬁit of Signt;;;

i Conferences were held throughout the

Preinier Bonomi having taken the
stand that he would associate himself
. and ‘the name of the government with
the declaration, Signor de Nicola hoped
that “no orator nor any group will take
the responsibility of marring the demon-
stration of sympathy, which must be
unanimous.”

The Catholic party, commanding 110
votes and holding the balance of power
among the widely divergent elements
' composing the majority of the Italian
chamber, is unanimous in its desire that
the eulogy be pronounced.

Name for Next Pope.

Rome, Jan. 28—What name will the
next Pope choose is a question which is
causing . disctission in Rome. The “ir-
reconcilables,” led by Cardinal Merry del
Val, if they.succeed in electing their
candidate are understood to be in faver
of Leo XIV, as successor to Leo XIII,
who was always strongly opposed to the
Quirinal. Should Cardinal Gasparri’s
peace party elect its candidate, it is be-
lieved that Benedict XVI will be the
name of the next Pope, on acccunt of
the late Pontiff’s policy of closer rela-
tions with the Quirinal

If a compromise is reached, it is ex-
pected that the neutral Pope elected will
adopt the name of Pius XI, following the
npn-extremist policy of Pius X. The
ohly eventuality not provided for in the
general speculation is the electicn of a
foreign cardinal, who, it is pointed out,
by some, perhaps would prefer a name
not chosen heretofore.

To Sail Together.

New York, Jan. 28—Cardinal Begin of
Canada, went aboard the S. S. Le Lor-
raine this morning, to await the arrival
of Cardinal Dennis J. Dougherty of
Philadelphia, who will accompany him to
Rome. They hope to arrive before the
Sacred College has announced the elec-
tion of a new Pontiff. ;

Cardinal Dougherty arrived last night
'after a holiday voyage to the West In-
dies on the steamer Fort St. George, and
hastened immediately to his home in
Philadelphia. Father Jos Whittaker,
chancellor of the Philadelphia diocese,
was to accompany the two princes of
the church. Neither of the cardinals
wold make any comment concerning the
conclave.

Cardinal O’Connell, of Boston, the only
other North American cardinal to go to
the Vatican for the election of the new
Pope, is already on his way to Rome.
