W. Burton Stewart, vice-president and 
general manager of the Canadian Norton 
Griffiths Company, who arrived in St. 
John yesterday on a visit of inspection, 
will leave again this evening for Montreal 
on business connected with their tender 
for the harbor works at Victoria, B. C. 
Owing to the large interests of the com­
pany and the fact that both of the com­
pany's chief engineers are in England, Mr. 
Stewart has been steadily on the move 
since his last visit to St. John and his 
present flying visit is quite typical of hie 
activity.

Speaking to a Times reporter this morn­
ing Mr. Stewart said that he was very 
much pleased with the way the work in 
East St. John is progressing and with the 
fact that they have managed to get ahead 
of their programme.

He is very muoh interested in the plan 
for the reclamation of shore lands around 
the harbor and Courtenay Bay, and laid 
great emphasis on the importance which 
this would be to the city. Important in­
dustries, he said, are ready to come, to 
St. John if the location can be found and 
as there are no sites available which would 
be large enough and fill the other require­
ments he cannot understand why the peo­
ple of St. John are not taking more active 
steps to push the reclamation projects.

Lord Clinton, who is with Mr. Stew­
art, is a partner of the company and is 
making his third annual trip of inspection 
through Canada. He also will leave St. 
John this evening, but will go only as far 
as the northern part of the province, 
where he will go after a moose.

Demerara Business Man Here 
Today. Speaks of West Indies 
TreatyBY PUT END TO I

That the limitation of the tariff prefer­
ence between Canada and the West In­
dies to goods shipped direct through Cana­
dian ports is both feasible and, in jo^ny 
ways, desirable, ia the opinion of F. 
Burk a, of Demerara, who arrived in the 
city today; Mr. Burka ie connected with 
The Demerara Company, which owns large 
plantatipne and ehipe considerable quanti­
ties of'sugar to this country.

Speaking to a Times reporter he said 
that Canada will benefit by the treaty, 
but as the West India market was limited 
this country had not as big an opening 
there as the West Indian business men 
had in Canada, and he would regard it as 
only reasonable for the Canadians to seek 
to secure as much benefit as possible from 
the business by restricting it to Canadian 
ports.

Under the new tariff, Canada would 
gain a large amount of business which was 
formerly held by United tSates interests, 
but, unless the preference was limited, he 
expected to see New York maintain a i 
strong grip on the transit business at 
least.

Discussing the changes which were to 
be made in the steamship service Mr. 
Burka said that in Demerara there was a 
feeling that such frequent trips were not 
necessary. They needed a better service, 
with larger and more modernly equipped 
steamers, but if this were given they 
would not require so many trips. Furth­
ermore the service to the more important 
ports could be made much more rapid by 
calling at the smaller ports only on alter­
nate trips, which would be as much as the 
business at these ports warranted.

Speaking of conditions in Demerara Mr. 
Burka said that business was generally sat­
isfactory and steadily growing. There was 
much room for development, but in planta­
tion work at least capital could be em­
ployed profitably only in large amounts.
