The deaths for the week were : —Menin­
gitis, heart disease, heart failure, cholera 
infantum, and uraemia, one each.

every incident of my life.”A tour of the country market today 

discloses that conditions from the consum­
ers’ standpoint are not as good as last 
year and inquiries do not hold out any 
promise of a betterment. True, butter 
and eggs show a slight improvement, but 
potatoes and some classes of meats are 
high, and berries have been almost double 
last year’s figures. Generally the dealer 
will tell you that there is not much 
change, but a little questioning from this 
one and a little from that one results in 
more knowledge.

The following retail prices will give some 
idea; eggs that sold last year for twenty 
to twenty-one cents now bring nineteen 
cents, but are likely to go to twenty-two. 
Butter that last year sold for from twenty- 
two to twenty-six cents, now brings from 
twenty to twenty-four, but it, too, is like­
ly to climb. Potatoes are decidedly high; 
where they could be purchased last year 
for $1 and some times $1.25, they cannot 
be secured now for less than $2 and $2.50 
a barrel. The new potatoes are coming 
in at $1.25 a bushel, said to be about equal 
to last year’s opening price.

As for meats, beef by the cut is four­
teen to twenty cents, as compared with 
sixteen and eighteen last year. There is 
not much domestic beef. As one dealer 
expressed it, “there seem to be no cattle 
in the country.” Lamb keeps up well, 
and is high, bringing fourteen to twenty 
cents, as against fifteen and eighteen cents 
last year. Fowl are selling for $1 and 
$1.50, and are scarce. The price shows 
little chance from last year. Pork at fif­
teen and sixteen cents, shows no change, 

does veal at twelve to sixteen cents.

f Modern Institutions
The introduction of the street car and 

the more extended use of electricity are 
matters of yesterday to Mrs. Palmer. The 
appearance of the “General Smyth” and 
the “Water Witch” was a revelation to 
her and her young friends so many years 
ago. It was the* .beginning of the •en­
croachment of the steamer upon the an­
cient monopoly of . the sailing vessel. The 
“Water Witch” was an odd looking vessel 
and early came to grief.

In the earlier days of its history the 
city was liberally filled with British regul­
ars. The trip on snow shoes of the 104th 
regiment from this province to Quebec in 
the middle of the winter showed the en­
durance of the Tommy Atkins of almost 
a century ago.

Mrs. Palmer has a special, word of 
praise for Queen Victoria and the house 
of Brunswick. She has been a loyal sub­
ject of six of the Hanovers in succession, 
but she admired the Queen sovereign more 
than any other.

Once when the 
Prince of Wales was on the beach with 
his mother, Queen Victoria, he twice de­
stroyed a little stone house by tramping 
upon it in the spirit of mischief. The 
builder turned upon him and gave him a 
sound thrashing. The prince appealed to 
his mother for redress, but the queen had 
been watching and told her son that he 
had received his deserts.

When the Princess Louise came to St. 
John, while her husband was governor gen­
eral of Canada, great crowds turned out 
to see them. The princess wore a straw 
hat and a corduroy shawl, and was the 
plainest dressed woman upon the street. 
Mrs. Palmer seemed to take special delight 
to dwelling on the excellent merits and 
good sense of the royal family.
