HAS ALWAYS ESCAPED.

Thompson’s house herself, and un-
derwent an  operetion.  Detective
Thomas Maguire, at that time connected
with station 3 this city, assisted State
Department Manning. It was not long
before Maguire located Mrs. Thompson
at No. I36 Chandler street. He called
upon her on Jan 3, taking with him as a
witness a reporter on & Boston newspaper.
Maguire passed as _the uncle of the de-
ceased Bisbee girl. Maguire claimed
that he wanted to “fix” the evidence, so
that the lover could not be convicted.
Mrs, Thompson was taken entirely off
her guard, and admitted her agency in
the affair. She claimed that the girl

WOULD NOT HAVE DIED

if she had not wet her feet. Mrs. Thomp-
son told of a woman she had treated at
No 9 Minot street. Detective Maguire
Jearned that Mrs Thompson had a lying-
in-hospital at No. 10 Staniford street,
managed by Mrs. Olivia Thompson, who,
however, bore no relation to her. He
got hold of 8 nurse named Mary Mec
Lean, who had worked more or less for
Mrs. Olivia Thompson, who told of other
similiar crimes committed in the house.

On Feb. 1, 1882, Detective Maguire ar-
rested Mrs Thompson for causing the
death of Miss Bisbee by malpractice.
He had secured the instruments with
which the crime was performed, and he
had a large number of witnesses and
sworn affidavits. She was held in $10,
000 bail. Rightontop of this came
another case. In March, 1882, Ellen
Kendrick of Lawrence, only 18 years of
age, made affidavit that Mrs. Thompson
had performed a criminal operation on
her on Sept. 1, 1880, at No. 10 Staniford
Street. Mrs Thompson was arrested, but
1n spite of the evidence against her, the
icase was placed on file, and she had the
good fortune to again escape even a trial.
The Kendrick girl eventually went in-
sane as a result of the operations per-
formed upon her. Encouraged by her
immunity from punishment it is believ-
ed that Mrs, Thompson bas carried on &
most lucrative bnsiness up to the pre-
sent time. It remains to be seen wheth-
er she is again to escape and add others
to her long list of victims.  ~ i

Taking the Census,,

Cne of the census takers in the city on
being interviewed by areporter last even=
ing, said that the reception tendered him
by the people at large was a pleasant one.
One amusing incident was related swhere
on entering a house in which dwelt a
maiden lady,after other questions were
asked he inquired the age of her father.
This she refused to give. Next he asked
the age of her mother but information
was also denied him on this subject.
When he came to ask the age of the lady
herself, to use his own words “She up
and flew out of the door slamming it after
her so hard that it rattled every window
in the house. I haven’t seen her since and
to teil the truth I don’t know as I wan’t
to.” Some of the enumerators find that
the duties of their position are far more
arduous and less remunerative than
they had thought. One of them esti-
mates that he will not make more than
$5 out of his month’s work. The first
day he put -in, he took seventy
odd names, which at two cents
apiece, will yield him less than $1.50
for ten hours of hard labor. Another.
who went to work at 6 a. m. and did not
quit till 6 p. m., managed to interview
160 people, but it was about the hardest
day’s work heeverdid. For this he will
receive $3.20. Answers to nearly half a
hundred questions have to be written
out by the enumerators opposite to each
person’s name, and Uncle Sam pays two
cents for each blank so filled out and re-
turned.

Mailda Craigen Tells How He Frightens

DUKE OF CLAREKNCE.
Something About Prince Albert Vie-
tor’s New Title,

The London Times, May 24th, says:—
We publish this morning the announce-
ment that the Queen has conferred the
dignity of a peerage of the United King-
dom upon Prince Albert Victor. The
future heir to the Throne is created
Duke of Clarence and Avondale, and
Earl of Athlone. Although it is & mat-
ter of course that & royal prince in the
direct line of succession, who has arriv-
ed at man’s estate, should formally take
his place among our territorial nobility,
the occasion, now that it has arrived,
claims, from more than one point of
view, the sympathetic interest of the
Queen’s loyal subjects. In such cases
the selection of titles is a point that al-
ways arouses, and ligitimately arouses,
acertain curiosity, The revival of the
Dukedom of Clarence will gratify those
who value the preservation of titles
that haveleft a mark upon the pages of
onr history. Although originally an
Irish dignity, derived from the “honor”
of Clare, the Dukedom of Clarence is an
English title by ancient association. It
was first conferred by Edward IIL in
1362 upon one.of his sons. But the
Prince with whom the title is most fam-
iliarly coimected‘_in pur annals is that
Duke of Clarence whose traditional fate
as well as the expressive words of
Shakespeare that serve as his epitaph
are known to every schoolboy. It {will
be remembered that, after the title had
been extinct for'nofe than 300 ¥ears,
George IIL revived itin favor of his
third son, Priné William, afterwards
William IV. moreover, the late Duke
of Albany was Earl of Clarence ip ad-
dition to his othertitles; and here it is
remarkable that what had always before
been a dukedom dwindled to the dimen-
sions of an egridom. Avondale, to
which, conjointly with Clarence, the
dukedom is made appurtenant, is pre-
sumably the Lan#rkshire parish which
contains the fine hiatorical ruin of
Avondale castle, while the Earldom of
Athlone is a title which became extinct
as recntly as 1844. It is, of course, as
the Duke of Clarenée that Prince Albert
Victor will be known during the lifetime of
the Queen and Prince of Wales, and thus
he will bear a title which two members of
his family have borne already. The
history, however of the youny Prince's
new dignities is of less account than the
reflection that they are one more out-
ward sign of his assumption of the re-
sponsibilities and duties which in these
days make .» prince’s lot arduous and
his life of the busiest. Prince Albert
Victor, orthe Duke of Clarence, as we
should now call him, has arrived at that
period of full manhood at which he can
relieve the Prince of Wales of a large
share of public engagements which have
hithegto devolved upon him exclusively.
If he has not,to speak exactly, received a
separately pecuniary provision from the
nation, he may be assumed to receive
such a provision out ofthe annual sum
which was voted by Parliament last ses-
sion to the Prince of Wales on behalf of
his children. Moreover, the Queen has
selected as the occasion for granting the
