DUTCH CRUISER SEIZES 

COASTGUARD
(From Thursday’s Dally.)

The Akl Maru, one of the big stam- 
ers of the Nippon Yusen Kaisha line, 
this morning brought tangible evidence 
that the boycott by the. Chinese against 
the Japanese goods is being dropped, 
for the vessel had 500 tons of Chinese 
goods among her cargo, and also re­
ported -having carried, another 500 tons 
from Shanghai to Kobe. There was 
also one Chinese passenger aboard. 
Some months ago a dispatch from the 
East stated that the boycott was at 
an end. The latest information brought 
by the Akl is that the boycott Is still 
being continued among a certain class 
of Chinese, but that among the 
wealthier and better educated people It 
is over.

The Akl Maru brought over a valu­
able consignment of silk, valued about 
$750,000. It consisted of 1,444 bales, 
mostly raw material, which will be 
hurried across the continent.. Five 
baggage cars are being held in readi­
ness at Seattle to carry It on the first 
passenger train.

Besides the silk the Akl had a large 
consignment of oranges for the Christ­
mas trade, part of which was landed 
at this city, the remainder being taken 
to Seattle. She also brought matting, 
rice and numerous other Oriental 
goods. Five hundred and thirty tons 
was unloaded here In all.

Three gales were encountered on the 
trip across, but only one was a severe 
one. Fortuantely It was from the West, 
so that It did "not delay the ship, al­
though It rolled her about and washed 
her decks to such an extent that the 
captain became anxious for the valu­
able cargo which he carried.

There were In all 66 passengers, most 
of whom were Japanese. A. Withers, a 
retired military officer who has come 
to Join the other members of his 
family on this coast, and H. Fuse, 
landed here. The other passengers for 
Victoria Were four Japanese and one 
Chinaman. One of the Japanese was 
returning and the other three were 
women coming to Join their husbands. 
The Chinaman; was also returnlzig fiiom 
a visit. In the saloon for-Seattle wére 
six Japanese, one a missionary, Rev. 
H. Shimanukl.'who for the past fifteen 
years has been doing work In Tokio, 
and has come oyer (p take charge of 
the missions among his own people on 
the Pacific cosat. He was' In Vanèouver 
ten years ago. The others were mer­
chants.

The Akl Maru Is in charge of Çapt. 
Yagi, and all the other' officers are Ja­
panese, with the exception of the first 
mate.

At 6 o'clock on Sa/What has the development of elec­
tric power in the Niagara district in 
Ontario done for that section of Can­
ada?

Within the range of distribution of 
the Niagara and St. Catharines gen­
erating stations, 39 cities and towns 
will have secured actual and not the­
oretical results for manufacturers by 
a reduction In power cost under that 
of steam of 60 per cent., and In addi­
tion the smoke nuisance and fuel sup­
ply problems will be definitely and 
satisfactorily solved.

If as large a saving can be made 
where facilities for getting coal as 
fuel for manufacturing, what will be 
the result ,ln Winnipeg, where the ad­
vanced cost, of coal and the further 
difficulties in transportation tie-ups 
prevail? asks the Winnipeg Tribune.

No sooner had the hydro-electric 
commission offered the Individual mu­
nicipalities In Ontario lower rates than 
Toronto, London, Guelph, Berlin, St. 
Thomas, Woodstock, Ingersoll, St. 
Mary’s, Preston, New Hamburg and 
other towns tqok action, and have as 
• result a definite proposition now to 
place before manufacturers who may 
be seeking a location.

Toronto Jn -,-1607 passed a by-law 
authorizing the incoming council to 
enter Into a contract with the com­
mission far augypply of 15,000 or more 
continuous horse, power at a maximum 
charge of $$846 per horse power per 
annum, delivered , at their distributing 
Station to -he epected by the city.
London tookdjrom the hydro-electric 

power commission 5,000 horse power 
delivered a* the civic owned distri­
buting station, at $22-60; Guelph 2,600 
at $24.00;', Berlin 1,000 horse power at 
$23.00; St. Thomas 1,500 at $26.50, and 
other towns including St. Mary’s clos­
ed contracts at $29.50. The transmis­
sion power lines of the Ontario gov­
ernment, 298 miles in length, are n<$F 
under- construction by the F. H. Me- 
Quigan Co., the contract price for the 
undertaking being $1,270,000. The first 
sod was turned on November 16th last.

During the campaign of the hydro­
electric power commission in Ontario 
a good deal was heard about producer 
gas as against hydro-electric power, 
and meetings were held In different 
parts of Ontorio and were addressed 
by. men interested in the promotion of 
producer gas. The hydro-electric 
power commission then got up a re­
port on producer gas plants and en­
gines In Canada and the United States 
and also on steam plants. The gist of 
this report was that although great 
economy could be secured from pro­
ducer gas over that of steam, it was 
not absolutely reliable enough at pre­
sent to call for serious consideration.

The question pf cheap power has 
been the subject of much discussion 
In Ontario in the past two years, and 
has resulted In proving that electric 
power is the most economical, efficient, 
convenient, flexible and reliable force 
for operating manufacturing plants ; 
and It has been further shown that 
flowing water Is the cheapest source 
of power by whidh that energy can be 
generated. The question of transmis­
sion distances is forcibly brought out 
by the fact that away back Into the 
Sierras of California you will find the 
waters of the Kern river harnessed, 
and a conduit’ eight miles long blasted 
through granite rock, and which now 
carries the flow that charges down upon 
tufblnes tn the power-house that flash 
the electric energy over transmission 
cables 118 miles to the city of Los 
Angeles.

By the completion of Winnipeg’s 
plant at Pointe du Bols, on the Win­
nipeg river, we may expect as a re­
sult a. city beautiful as well as indus­
trial.

Empress of Ireland to Carry 
1615 Passengers to Eng­

land for Xmas.

Montreal, Dec., 10—The largest num­
ber of passengers ever carried from 
Canada on any one vessel will leave 
St. John to-morrow afternoon on the 
Empress of Ireland for Liverpool. 
This is the Christmas sailing, and the 
rush for accommodation has been so 
great that the boat is sold out and 
special trains will be necessary to 
carry passengers to the ship's side. No 
less than 1,615 passengers have already 
been booked. Of these 1,000 are steer­
age, while the balance Is divided be­
tween second and third class.

Many of the passengers are well-to- 
do people from Ontario and western 
Canada who are going to England for 
the Christmas holidays.. The Allan line 
also reports a large Christmas trade.

Seattle, Dec. 9 — At the annual meet­

ing of the directors of the North­
western Baseball League, yesterday, in 
this city, Portland was unanimously 
admitted to membership and Butte 
was dropped.

The directors increased his sal­
ary from $2,200 to $2,4QO, and adopted a 
resolution thanking him for his good 
work in advancing the Interests of 
baseball In the Pacific Northwest.

The Butte question was settled by 
paying Russ Hall $1,000 for his fran­
chise, although the league put up $2,- 
100 to clear the affair of the Butte Club 
when he took control. In addition 
Hall was permitted to dispose of his 
players as he saw fit. He sold to Geo. 
Shreeder, owner of the Tacoma Club, 
the following men, yvhtch is the larg­
est sale ever made In the Northwest 
League:

Pitchers, Claflin and Samuels; catch­
ers, Spence and Bender; first baseman, 
Bill Hurley; second baseman, Stls; 
third baseman, Cartwright; centre 
fielder, Swain, right fielder, Irby. Al­
though It is a private matter. It can 
be stated officially that Shreeder paid 
$1,600 for the lot.

Of the remaining players owned by 
Hall, Spokane took the entire lot, con­
sisting of Pitchers Buck Finney, Joe 
Thomas and Jack Myers, Outfielder 
Ellis and Infielder Ed Hickey.

Hall says that he has not made ar­
rangements to manage the Tacoma 
Club and does not know what he will 
do. He cleaned up $2,500 for the day’s 
work and got his money. He has one 
offer from an Eastern club and one 
business proposition. In despite of his 
statement It Is believed that he will ac­
cept a proposition to look after the 
Interests of the Tacoma Tigers.

In admitting Portland Judge Mc- 
Credie was made a director. The only 
other new officer was vice president, 
which fell to Walter Macfariane, pres­
ident of the Aberdeen Club.

The magnificent singing of 
the chorus must be given the palm. A 
better balance of parts has seldom' 
beep heard, and only In one or two 
choruses were there any particular 
hesitation or uncertainty. The .attack 
came with clockwork precislop, which 
would <M4ght the heart of âny con­
ductor, and each part was as good as 
the other. The quality of tone was far 
above the average, and notwithstand­
ing the strain on the sopranos, they 
were apparently as fresh at the finish 
as at the beginning. The altos, too, 
maintained their reputation as readers, 
aiid* the rich quality of their Voices 
was pleasing to listen to.

The soloists acquitted themselves In 
a manner befitting the support of such 
grand singing by the chorus. The two 
quartette, "To God on High1" and “To 
Thee-- O God," were gems of finished 
singing, the voices of Mrs. Hicks, con­
tralto; Mrs.. Gregson, soprano; J, 
Àtch, tenor, and R. Morrison, basso, 
blending beautifully. The quartette by 
Mrs. Gregsqn, Mtes Harris, Miss Cocker 
and Mrs. Hicks, was sung With excep­
tional taste, the voices also blending 
well. The duet for two basses, “We 
Verily Have Heard," by R. Morrison 
and W. -McDonald, although short, was 
well given, the rich heavy, voice of the 
latter making a splendid combination 
with the lighter voice of Mr. Morrison. 
The chief dolo in “St. Paul,” an* the 
only one in the work for contralto. Is 
"But the Lord is Mlhdful'of His Own,” 
and from the first note of the recita­
tive preceding, Mrs. Hicks gave token 
of the treat that followed. Mrs. Hicks 
is. a deeply sympathetic singer, and a 
description of lier singing of this lovely 
solo cannot do Justice to her effort. 
Mrs. Gregson, In her recitatives and 
solos, scored another . triumph In this 
line, of work, and her Singing of “Jer­
usalem, Thop That KtijeSt 
phets,” and “I Wiltviilhg 
Mercies,” stamp her as an artist • In 
oratorio. Her pure and brilliant so­
prano charmed all who heard her. J. 
Befell, ryho made, his Initial appearance 
In oratorio, 1s possessed of a1 good 
Voice, but lacking In that power and 
breadth' necessary for works of this 
kind. Especially was this noticeable in 
Mis upper notes, where the voice was 
•trained and hard, but his singing of 
■‘And They Stoned Üini” 1 and “And 
Saw His Face No More," was specially 
Çood, as was also the duet with Mr. 
Morrison, "Now We Are Ambassadors,” 
which was well done, except that It 
was a trifles low.

R. Morrison, who also made his first 
appearance In oratorio, has both the 
power and the quality required for the 
exacting work demanded of the lead­
ing character In “St. Paul.” His open­
ing solo, “Consume Them All,” did not 
Indicate his ability to the same extent 
as later solos. How different was his 
rendition pf “O God Have Mercy.” 
There was à grasp of the subject and a 
depth of feeling wanting in part In the 
first number. This also was manifested 
In succeeding numbers, particularly In 
“For Know Ye Npt.” Mr. Morrison’s 
ihltial appearance in oratorio was cer­
tainly à goqd one, and with .a more 
extended study of Its characteristic he 
wRI make a splendid soloist. Re has 
the voice, pfesefioe, and as Was shown 
lqht flight the power of Interpretation 
without which oratorio singing Is color­
less. The duet 'by J. Scott Ross arid 
Mr. Morrison Was splendidly given, 
arid'' thé voices ring ’ o'ut as brilliant 

' and full'In this duet as could be de­
sired.

The work of .Mrs. Lewis. Hall at the 
piano was praiseworthy indeed. Every 
number that she essayed was fault­
lessly given, not a note missed or 
blurred, and the necessary support at all 
times being given to the soloists. Mrs. 
Hall had an arduous task and per­
formed It without a flaw. J. Jennings 
jgumett, whose work lay more, particu­
larly with the recitatives, gave every 
satisfaction.

As a conductor Mr. Brown is a suc­
cess. He has the magnetic quality 
largely developed, and his work last 
night stamps him as far above the 
average. His beat is reliable, and he 
Is always anticipating the lead of the 
parts, a sl|ght nod here, a hand there, 
and when working his chorus up to a 
climax, does not unnecessarily exercise’ 
his body. There was not a single hitch 
In any of the multitudinous 
ments connected with such a big un­
dertaking, and It speaks well for the 
administrative qualities of the 
ductor, who was also organizer and 
secretary as well.

It Is suggested that such a body of 
singers should not be allowed to dis­
band, but that regular rehearsals be 
kept up during the winter at some 
work or another.

•GROWtil OF CANADA’S

FOREIGN TRADE

New White Star Liners of 
14.000 Tons to Be Placed 

in Service.

of Thy (From Thursday’s Dally.)

The expansion of Canada’s foreign 
trade Is seen in the preparatians now 
being made by the White Star line to 
place two new steamships of 14,000 tons 
gross register on the Canadian route, 
says the Standard of Empire. The first 
of these, the Laurentic, has been al­
ready launched, and Is approaching 
completion, and the sister ship, the 
Me^antie. will be launched shortly. The 
Continental North Atlantic Shipping 
line have also decided to organize a 
service of cargo steamers to Canada, 
under an agreement with the Canadian 
Pacific and Grand Trunk railway sys­
tems. During the last twelve years 
(1896-190$) there has been a remarkable 
expansion in the foreign trade of Can­
ada—namely from $289,000,000, In 1896 to 
$650.700,000 in 1908. The total trade of 
Canada with Great Britain in the same 
period has risen from $95,500,000 to 
$220,500^000. The exports of Canadian 
produce to this country have risen from 
$62,700,000 to upwards of $126,000,000. The 
railways carried 63,865,183 tons of 
freight, as against 24,600,000 in 1906, and 
the country added no less than 6,000 
miles to its railway system.

YACHT CLUBS ARE

STILL AT DEADLOCK

Possibility of No Race for Can­
ada Cup Next 

Year.-

Rochester, N. Y., Dec. 9.—The mis­
understanding between the Royal Can­
adian Yacht Club of Toronto and the 
Rochester Yacht Club, over next ram: 
metis international races on Lake On­
tario continues and may end in no 
race. . The Canadian club seems to be 
willing to race If the winner of the 
international series, the Seneca, Is not 
raced again. They want to leave the 
eligibility of the Seneca to race, and 
the terms of the deeds of gift of the 
Canada çup, the race trophy, to a com­
mittee.

To this situation the Rochester Club 
had added this telegram sent to the 
Canadians:

“Telegram received. You have mis­
understood our letter of November 30th 
or else have purposely added an addi­
tional question to be submitted to the 
Yacht Racing Union. Our offer was 
to refer to the Yacht Racing Union 
only the question of the eligibility of 
the Seneca under its Riles. We refuse 
to submit to that association any ques­
tion other than the construction of Its 
own rules.”
