NO INDEPENDENCE.

Spanish Population in’ Cuba Wovld Pre-
fer Annexation.

London, Aug. 19.—The Times this
morning publishes a letter from Havaaa,
dated July 28, in which the writer says:

“The civil population have arrived at
a deliberate opinion in faver of annexa-
tion with the United States, and probab-
ly the army will follow their example,
however reluctantly; while indepen-
dence, which would signify the tyranny
of the rebel party, would almost eertain-
ly be followed by the fiercest of ciyil
wars.

“On the other hand, in the event of
annexation, the disappointed rebela
would prebably turn.their arms against
the Americans. As one of the highest
government officials told me, he would
not be smprised to see the Spanish, per-
haps even the Spanish troops, assisting
the Americans against the insurgents.’

Declaring that the Cubans give open
expression to suspicions and ' threats

.against the Americans, 'the correspondent

expresses the belief that the 'Americans
could easily suppress a rebellion, and
that, therefore, annexation, which nine-

“YOUNG” MR, BALFOUR,

The Rising Enpglish Statesman Has Just
Turned Fifty,

(London  Chronicle.)

‘We hstve been g0 accustomed to regard
Mr. A. J; Balfour as a young man, that
it will come almost as a shock to most
people to learn that to-day he celebrates
his jubilee. Events have movéd so rapir-
1y-‘of late that'it seems hard to believe
that. Mr, Arthur Balfour's public. career
covers aimost a guarter of a century. He
entered parliamént, as member for Heet-
ford, in t'he?yeat_orf Mr, Gladstone’s first
vetirement from ‘the leadership of the
Liberak patty—namely, in 1874. In 1885
he was-elected for East Manchester. ‘He
accompanied his uncle, Lord Salisbury,
to the famous Berlin congress, and dis-
tinguished himself as a member of Lord
Randolph Churchill’s fourth party, which
gave “‘the old gang” considerable troub.e
during the eighties. Under his ancie’s
first administration, Mr. Balfour was
president of the local government board,
and im the ministry of 1886 he was ap-
pointed! secretary for Scotland. A year
after he succeeded Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach ‘as chief secretary for Ireland. In
1892 he became first lord of the treasury
and leader of the house, which office he
now holds.

Mr. Balfour is an interesting illustra-
tion of the doctrine of heredity. Mutatis
mutandis, Ben Johnson’s famous lines on
the Countess of Pembroke might be ap-
plied to Mr, Balfour's mother, Lady
Blanc¢he Cecil, Lord Salisbury’s sister.
To be the mother of three distinguished
men has fallen to the lot of few women:
One of Mr. Balfour’s famous brothers
was Francis Maitland Balfour, the dis-
tinguished embryologist, who met with &
tragic death while attempting to clim
a spur of the highest Alp.

"The death rate
was 19.3 per 1,100 of the population per
annum, as against 17 in the rest of the
metropolis. 'Of bad fruit and vegetab.es
325 loads were seized during the year.
