THE SCOTTISH COURTS DEAL WITH

A MURDERER SUPPOSED TO BE INSANE.

The Trial Ordered to Proceed, and the Grown
Submitted 'Evidence Which Resulted in a Ver-
dict of Insanity and the Sentencing of the
Prisoner to an Asylum --- Inferesting Military

Operations.

GLASGOW, April 20—Visitors to the
Highlands during June this year should
find additional interest in the romantic
country around Blair Atholl and the
pass of Killicrankie.

The manoceuvres will be watched
with special interest in Glasgow owing
to the inclusion of volunteer artillery
in the scheme.

They
are to furnish two batteries of four
guns each.

The Scottish education department
has taken the first step in a policy of
collaborating with teachers and man-
agers in drawing up courses of in-
struction by issuing a memorandum on
the teaching of English, the first of a
series intended to deal with various
school subjects. Something of the
same kind had already been done by
the board of education by means of a
very useful manual of suggestions for
the consideration of teachers and
others concerned in the work of public
elementary schools. The department
disclaims any idea of departing from
what is now its established policy by
laying down a rigid prescription of
work and methods; it aims rather at
putting within the reach of all con-
cerned the opinions and experiences,
the ideals and aspirations of teachers
of repute.

The Old Cummock poisoning case has
been one of exceptional interest. The
accused was charged with the murder
of a lady by the transmission through
the post of poisoned shortbread address-
ed to his wife's uncle, with the result
that the lady, an inmate-of the uncle’s
home partaking of what appeared to be
a friendly gift died suddenly. It was
indisputable that her death was due to
poisoning by strychnine. The accused
pleaded not guilty. In the course of
their investigations the crown ascer-
tained that the accused had been sub-
ject to epileptic seizures over a long
series of years. The crown had him
examined by experts of high standing
in mental disease. They pronounced
him to be insane and unfit to plead.
Thereupon the crown considered that

the high court should be put in posses=/{

sion of this information in bar of fur-
ther proceedings. After conculting
specially with four other judges the
lord justice general directed the trial to
proceed. It was apparently a safe judg-
ment in view of the strenuous opposi-
tion of the prisoner. The trial did pro-
ceed and during its course the crown
brought prominently under the notice of
the jury many peculiar incidents in the
history of the deceased together with
the evidence of distinguished alienists.
All apparently pointed to the conclu-
sion that the accused was insane as the
result of chronic epilepsy. The defenee
characterized the procedure of the
crown as an innovation and a serious
invasion of the liberty of the subject.
It was claimed that it was startling
that any one should be liable to arrest
on a criminal charge and without his
guilt being affirmed or negatived be
liable by order of-a criminal court to
confinement as a lunatic. Some of the
most eminent attorneys of Scotland
have, however, declared the precedure
to be eminently humane. Apparently
the view of the defence was that so
soon as the crown was satisfied of the
prisoner insanity he should have been
released upon the other charge. That
could not be consistent, however, it was
pointed out, with the duty of the ¢crown

to the public. Above all as Lord Dune-
din pointed out it was incumbent under
the Lunacy Acts upon a jury before
whom any accused was being tried to
inquire into his insanity whenever the
issue was raised deliberately, either by
the rosecution or the defence. Under
the prosecution or the defence. Under
the jury found thep risoner insane and
acordingly their functions ended. Sev-
eral lawyers have since drawn interest-
ing parallels of procedure between this
case and the famous Thaw case in the
city of New York.

The
local fuel situation has reached a very
critical stage and unless speedy relief
is forthcoming the city is liable’ to be
without both light and water. The
power house is now running with
coal dust and with the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway compelled to use that
kind of fuel in their power house they
will likely shut off the city’s supply.

TORONTO, April 20.—~D. B. Hannay,
of the Canadian Northern, says that
for 1907 the company has placed or-
ders for 120 new engines, 1,500 box
cars, 200 stock cars, 200 dump cars, 200
flat cars, 50 steel oar cars, 25 cabooses,
4 snow plows, 20 refrigerator cars, 20
express and mail cars and 80 passen-
ger coaches.

IN OPERATING HIS FACTORY

William s Working Up Qlile a Business For One of His
Boys—German Comment on Britain's Naval Policy—

The. Gongo Development.

BERLIN, April 20.—Great interest is

-} being taken here over the report from

Brussels concerning the exploiting of
the Congo by American syndicates.
Some of the delegates of the great New
York bankers who have lately received
large concessions in the Congo State
have just paid mysterious visits to
Berlin, and the announcement is made
here of the appointment of the well-
known African explorer, Mr. Dossey
Mohun to lead the large expedition
now on its way to the Congo, the ex-
pedition being sent out by the Com-
pagnie Internationale Forestiere et
Miniere du Congo, in which Messrs.
Guggenheim and Ryan, of New York,
hold a large part of the shares. The
object is to determine the mineral
values existing in the Congo. Mr.
Mohun is an African explqrer of great
experience and he is being accompan-
fed in his expedition by some of the
most expert prospectors and geolo-
gists of the United States:

The “Deutsch Zeitung” says during
the course of an interesting story re-
garding the movements of the British
Admiralty:—

«“The belief is general in German
naval circles that unfavorable reports
are being spread from England re-
garding the battleship Dreadnought
with the  deliberate -intention of mis-
leading foreign Admiralties. Not only
i{s the British Admiralty satisfied with
the Dreadnought but it is already ar-
ranging for battleships of still greater
dimensions to be laid down.”

After publishing the above statement
the Zeitung adds the further informa-
tion that in the circles above mention-
ed it is generally understood that ‘not
only Germany’s new line of battleships
but also her new large cruisers will
have a displacement of 19,000 tons,
anr each be equipped with sixteen 28-
centimetre guns in eight double tow-
ers.”

The “Deutsche Zeitung continues:—
“Attempts will probably be made in
England to construe such progress in-
to fresh menace to peace. All we do,
however, is by profiting from the ex-
perience of foreign nations to follow
the path of other powers, and while
doing our best with the means at our
disposal to bring our navy qualitively
on a level with others, we still remain
far behind England and France in re-
spect to the number of line battle-
ships.”

The Kaiser's industry in making
at Cadinen, has excited some amuse-
ment, but it is probable that the aver-
age German is proud that the monarch
has shown sound business sense though
naturally some of those in the indus-
tries into which the Kaiser has enter-
ed do not quite like the competition.
Cadinen. by the way is a handsome
property worth $2,000,000 left to the
Kaiser by one of his admirers, a
wealthy Holsteiner who has no direct
heirs. There was some criticism ex-
pressed at the time even becaude the
Kaiser accepted the gift, but the royal
house of Prussia is none too wealthy,
and has many claims on it. The Kaiser
has six sons to provide for and Cad-
inen has possibilities in it, for one
of them, The Kromzliche Palais has
of course been handed over to the
Crown Prince, Prince Eitel Franz has
been given the Cabinet House at Pot-
sdam, and Prince August Wilhelm is
to be given the castle at Stettin. But
there are still more sons to be provided
for and the little Princess Victoria will
also expect a residence as part of her
dowry. However, it should be remem-
bered that there are limits to the num-
ber of castles and palaces at the Em-
peror’s disposal. He himself makes
constant use of four: the Neues Pal-
ais in Potsdam, (his favorite residence)
the royal castle in Bedlin, Chateau
d’Urville in Alsace and the castle of
Wilhelmholhe near Cassel. Then of
course he has Reminten and Hubertso-
tock, but these are mere shooting box-
es and are used only during the shoot-
ing season, though the former is al-
most palatial in extent.

Many of the palaces are simply his-
torical piles little suited for habitation
such as the old palace at Potsdam and
the palace at Konigsberg, the corona-
tion palace of Prussian Kings. The
palace of Charlottenburg could easily
be adapted for residence (the Kaiser
Freidrich lived there for a few weeks
during his hundred days reign) but it
is too vast for a mere Prince. Kiel cas-
tle is always given to the Royal Prince
commanding the fleet, and it is at
present in possession of Prince Henry,
the Kaiser’s brother, It will probably
be the future residence of Prince Ad-
elbert, the Kaiser’s sailor son. The only
two suitable residences are the castle
at Wiesbaden, a handsome moderniz-
ed residence and the castle at Cadi-
nen.

The people of Cadinen have reason
to be thankful that the former owner
left it to the Kaiser, for he takes the
greatest interest in its welfare. The
porcelain factory is a case in point.Cad-
inen ware has existed for a couple of
centuries and resembles the percelain
of Delft. But in recent times its de-
sign has become of astonishing ugli-
ness. The Kaiser some years ago took
the matter in hand and invested $100,-
000 in the business. He himself designed
a number of pieces of ware and got
well known artists so provide others.

OTTAWA, April 19.—In pursuance of
a liberal increase of pay to postmas-
the Canadian postal service, including
a liberal increase of pay to postmas-
ters, Hon. Mr. Lemieux will as soon
as the present sessiomny is over take
steps to inaugurate in a consgiderable
number of the smaller Canadian cities
and large towns a free delivery sys-
tem. The sum of $50,000 has been
placed {n supplenientary estimates to
defray cost of new system to be es-
tablished this year.
