'■attention. It will receive this atten­
tion from the people of Canada, and 
especially from those particularly in­
terested in the militia. No expression 
of -contempt from the minister of mili­
tia can efface the bad impression creat­
ed by recent disclosures, and by the 
protest of the late commander.

Dr. Borden must not suppose that in 
the eye of the Canadian people he oc­
cupies a position which makes him su­
perior to criticism or to censure. The 
fact that he and his colleagues hays 
the constitutional power to dismiss the 
cofnmander does not make them any 
better men or more worthy of approval 
than Lord Dundonald. It has not en­
abled them to shut Lord Dundonald's 
mouth, and that limitation of their 
power has greatly strained their tem­
per. The question is not whether Dr. 
Borden finds Lord Dundonald's long» 
uage -beneath contempt, but whether 
he can show that it is not just and 
true.

If Dr. Borden and Mr. Fisher choose 
to call Lord Dundonald their employe 
and servant they may do so. But the 
ministers are themselves only imploye* 
■and servants. The men who have hired 
and paid them, and who look to them 
to do properly and honestly the work 
that they are hired and paid to per­
form, have still something to say. Lord 
Dundonald has certainly spoken With 
disrespect of a minister of agriculture 
who went out of his way to destroy 
the efficiency and increase the partis­
anship of a portion of the force. He 
was perhaps insubordinate to the min­
ister who obtruded himself into the 
militia department. But that is the end 
ht Lord Dundonald's offending, and 
that was provoked. He has tried to 
make the force effective, while the min­
ister sought to make it partisan. Lord 
Dundonald has not been Implicated in 
any doubtful hay contracts. He has 
had no emergency food scandal to an­
swer for. He has not loaded down 
the force with superfluous political 
colonels. There are no drill shed jebs 
attached to his name. His name is 
'not associated with any favoritism in 
military clothing contracts. There is 
no reason why Lord Dundonald should 
not speak his mind and tell what he 
knows, and there are many reasons 
why the people of Canada should give 
heed to his testimony.

LORD DUNDONALD'S STATE­

The statement of Lord Dundonald 
which appears in the Sun today will be 
read with intense interest. It will be 
seen that the Eastern Townships epi­
sode, which the late commander dis­
cussed at the Montreal dinner,was one 
of many incidents of the same 
class, some of them more serious, and 
one, at least, involving a question of 
personal and political morals. It was 
suspected that Lord Dundonald was 
not a consenting party to the suppres­
sion of his first report on the state 
of the militia.

ANNAPOLIS.ST. JOHN, N. B„ JUNE 22, 1904.
(From Tuesday's Daily Sun.)

This is the day of Annapolis. The 
records do not disclose the date when 
De Monts aftd Champlain arrived at 
Port Royal. It is not stated in Cham­
plain’s account. We know that 
it was earlier than June 21,

lie lay the 
expedition proceeded to the head 
of the bay, and returning on the 
northern side arrived at St. John on 
the 24th. Strangers who see Annapolis 
this week for the first time will be 
surprised that De Monts should after 
making the acquaintance of that beau­
tiful and sheltered spot, décidé to 
spend his first winter on St. Croix Is­
land. But it has not been forgotten 
that a still earlier colony was planted 
on Sable Island, compared with which 
Dochet’s in the St. Croix is a paradise. 
The chiefs were so wise as to remove 
the survivors to Annapolis after thé 
first winter. The colony planted in 1605 
was sometimes almost deserted and 
occasionally devastated, but the shores 
of Annapolis Basin have never been 
long at a time without occupants dur­
ing these three hundred years. It was 
certainly an ideal spot for a pioneer 
settlement by people accustomed to 
working alluvial / lands. The Indians 
were seldom unfriendly toward the 
French. The woods were well stocked 
with game, and furnished plenty of 
timber. Fish were abundant. The 
climate was milder than on the expos­
ed coasts. The settlement was easy 
of access, and at the same time some­
what secluded. It was not unnatural 
that Port Royal should be the home of 
the Ancient Order of Good Times. For 
the first destruction of the colony the 
residents had themselves to blame. 
They were too much bint on enjoying 
life. Had they taken the good advice 
of Champlain they would not haVe left 
their village -unprotected to tempt men 
like Argali.

The ancient capital of New Bruns­
wick extends its congratulations to th* 
ancient capital of Nova Scotia on this 
festal occasion. Both towns are shorn 
of their glory as seats of colonial gov­
ernment. For one century and part of 
another after the historic visit of De 
Monts' squadron, Annapolis was the 
chief town in the maritime provinces, 
ft is still an important and happy 
place.

ANDTHE CANADA EASTERN 
OTHER LINES.

EDWARD VII., AMBASSADOR.

Let us briefly inquire into those 
qualities which make the King suc­
cessful as a diplomatist, which give 
him his personal equipment. It is sig­
nificant that our present sovereign has 
made,, no tactical mistakes, has, both 
as Prince of Wales and King, turned 
the flank of more than one false move­
ment, and has, by his intelligence and 
skill, won the admiration of intellect­
ual men. He has been called shrewd, 
but I prefer to think of him as a man 
of tempérament and Imagination, with 
an Instihct as keen as that of a dra­
matist, or painter, and with the im­
pulses of the instinct rationalized by 
wide and high experience, and by the 
best of knowledge—that directly gain­
ed viva' voce from the. ablest men of 
the world. In such associations, in this, 
sort of tuition, he has had the heart'; 
of the thing laid1 bare, the essentials 
concisely presented for him to apply 
at once in the discharge of his pub­
lic duties. I believe that the King is 
naturally one of the most Impulsive 
men in his empire, but his Intellectual 
qualities, and his capacity for com­
parison, historical and immediate, his 
curious ability in feeling what "the 
other man is thinking,” have steadied 
to powerful use that temperament 
which, left to flourish unhampered by 
the convention of duty, necessity and. 
high responsibility, might have been' 
called genius. In- truth, the King has 
genius of a kind,if he is not to be called, 
a genius, happily for himself. All that 
rare faculty for saying and doing the 
right thing, for remembering faces and 
incidents, and people and places—it is 
all the equipment of the man of-tem­
perament, it is the secret of his popu­
larity. Geniality is no name for it, for 
he feels when to be genial and he knows 
when to be "icily regular.” He is too 
powerful in temperament to be merely 
“genial." With such a temperament 
as he possesses, there is also dormant 
In his majesty a certain irascibility, due 
to his capacity to feel strongly, to the 
sharp decision of his mnd. He is no 
waverer, he does not need to lean on 
others, and he has a keen impatience 
-with the dull or the inane; but long 
ago the native irascibility was brought 

■—and kept—under control, 
capacity to be wilful—to be impetuous, 
to be impulsive—lies at the very root 
of his strength. It all belongs to his 
influence upon men, quite apart from 
the power in the state which he repre­
sents. Men who know the things that 
count in intellectual equipment have 
never underrated the king's knowl­
edge; and his capacity for see all 
sides of a question, though he is known 
to take one side very strongly, and that 
not from natural predilection but ac­
cording to his own judgment, right or 
wrong.—Sir Gilbert Parker, M. P., in 
July Smart Set.

SHORE LINE

May Run Trains Over the 

Bridge to St. John.(

The Old Plan is Cropping Up Again 

—Work Started on Dunn’s

Wharf.

It is understood that the manage­
ment of the Shore Line railroad, who 
are now begining extensive improve­
ments on the road, contemplate chang­
ing the terminus from Carleton to St. 
John, and to do this will bring the 
trains across the cantilever bridge.

Some three years ago this project 
received consideration, but after cer­
tain steps had been taken it was found 
best to let things remain as they were. 
Now, however, the prospects for busi­
ness seem brighter, and in the carry­
ing out of the Improvement idea the 
extension to St. John is one of the 
most important points.

Since the Washington county rail­
road has become part of the Maine 
Central system the owner and local 
kgents for the Shore Line have con­
ceived the idea of doing a through 
business from St. John to United' 
States points. To do this connection 
will be nWessary at St. Stephen and 
Calais, and for this a bridge will be 
built across the St. Croix river.

For the connection to St. John the 
extension will be built from Sand Cove 
around by the asylum annex, and 
down to the asylum corner in Fair- 
ville. From this point it will be taken 
by the shortest cut to the western end 
of the bridge, and on this stretch seme 
deep cutting will have to be done. As 
yet the road has not secured running 
rights over the bridge, but it is not 
thought that there will be any diffi­
culty about this matter.

The I. C. R. sheds will be used, if the 
project goes through, and both pas­
sengers and freight landed in the city.

For the west side business, and until 
the new plan goes through, the Shore 
Line will use Dunn’s wharf instead of 
South Rodney wharf as in the past. 
The extension along Union street was 
completed last season, and on Saturday 
work was commenced on the pile driv­
ing necessary for the track down the 
wharf. The building of this will oc­
cupy some five or six'weeks.

One Horse Driven by a Drunken 
Woman and Two Scared by 

Automobiles.

Two serious accidents occurred at 
Haymarket square about seven o’clock 
last Sunday, which created consider­
able excitement in that vicinity. The 
first was caused by a horse and car­
riage driven by Laura Ward, “of police 
court fame,” running into a carriage in 
which were John Edgecombe, of Edge­
combe & dhaisson, and his son Rich­
ard. The team which Laura was driv­
ing belonged to James Smith, the liv­
ery man, and was hired from him in 
the afternoon by Henry McCann, who 
said he wanted to drive his wife down 
to Spruce Lake.

She, when the accident oc­
curred, was considerably under the in­
fluence of liquor. She attempted to 
drive past Mr. Edgecombe, and suc­
ceeded in taking a wheel completely off 
his carriage. The horse she was driv­
ing was thrown to the ground and in­
jured about the legs and mouth. The 
carriage top was badly damaged. The 
horse was caught by bystanders be­
fore any further damage had been 
done, and Miss Ward was escorted to 
Brussels street lockup by Officer 
Perry. Mr. Edgecombe, sr., was slight­
ly hurt. Mr. Smith will take action for 
damages, and will endeavor to find out 
the name of the man to whom Mr. Mc­
Cann entrusted the horse.

The second accident occurred a little 
later, and was caused by a horse be­
coming frightened of an automobile, 
almost exactly where the first affair 
took place. The rig was owned at R. 
T. Worden’s livery stable, and was 
badly damaged. The automobile was 
coming in from the Marsh bridge and 
met the team, which was driven by 
George Nickles and a young lady, at 
the square.
