Fredericton, N. B, Mar. 2.—The re-
port of the commigsion appointed to
congider the best means of combatting
tuberculosis in New Brunswick, was
tabled in the House today.

gite of a sanatorium, the commission:
ers recommended that the location be
on the line of the Canadian Pacific
Rallway between Welsford and Fred-
oricton. Fully half of the report is
given up to recommendations based
on the pbservations of the commission-
ots in thelr tour of inspection of san-
atorla i the United States and Can-
ada and conslderation of the best
methods at thelr frequent meetings.
Among othér things they recommend:
ed a travelling exhibit on tuberculosis,
special dispensaries at the hospltals
abd compuleory notification of exist.
ing cases. Attached to the report are

Central Labor Union Decides
To Call Universal Strike Un«
less Demands Of Railway
Men Are Complied With.

MUSIC TO COMMENCE
TOMORROW NIGHT

Philadelphia, March 2.—A universal
strike of union workers and their
sympathizerg, to begin at midnight
Friday, was proclaimed by the Central
Labor Union of Philadelphia and vis
cinlty at a meeting tonight. The
strlke leaders declare that 100,000
men will stop work at that hour if
the Rapid Transit Company shall not
in the meantime have consented to
arbitrate its differences with the strik-
ing carmen. Assurances have been
recelved, they say, from hundreds ‘of!
unorgaplzed wage earners that they
will join the movement,

The meeting at which the strike
|order was promulgated was large and
| sentiment was apparently unanimous
in favor of the general strike,

Resolutions were adopted condemne
ing the attitude of .the traction com-
pany, by which, it was stated, business
had been affected to such an extent
that thousands of persons not directly
Interested in the strike had been
thrown out of employment. The coun:
clls were called vvon to insist that
Mayor Reyburn immediately serve
notice on the Rapid@ Transit Compuany
that it must submit to arbitration as
the ptblic which he represents de-
mands and that. he return the police
to thelr regular posts of duty and to
ceasd them to mat the trolléy cars,

Hon. Mr. Tweeddale hi moving his
fesolution regarding the St. John Val
ley Rallway sajd that the question
was one of great interest throughout
the province and especlally in the
countles along the 8t. John Valley.
He belleved that members of the
House had staled that they wished
to treat the Valley Rallway question
not from & party standpoint and by
consent of the House he wished to
eliminate the last paragraph of a reso-
lution which recorded an appreciation
of the stand taken by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier in this matter,

It has been found that the policy
of subsidizing the construction of a
new rallway was not the best means
of alding such construction and ex-
perience had shown that the present
large amount of bonded indebtedness
of this province was occasioned from
that cause and he was glad to notice
that differnt principles were now
adopted In alding rallway construc-
tions,

Two Points,

In considering this Valley Rallway
question there were two points which
had to be borne in mind. First, was
the absolute necessity of the road
and the other was the gquestion of its
paying capacity, and whether or not
the earnings would be+ sufficient to
meet the Interest of the bonded guar-
antee,

The guarantee proposed by the pro-
vineial government was the largest
amount per mile ever named in New
Brunswick and the present was the
first government which ever had to
approach a question of such magni
tude. But it was estimated by men
competent to judge that if the road
when properly built and constructed,
was also properly managed, the earn-
fngs would pay the interest on the
guarantee,

The matter was one that should not
be approached with partisan motive or
blas, for if & mistake were made to-
day, it would bear very heavily on
the provinee for many years to come.
If the rond could be operated by the
I. C. R. on a leng lease, and having
conmection with G, T. P, with the
through business and local traffic,
earnings would be ample to justify
the government in guaranteeing the
bonds to the extent of twentyfive
thousand dollars & mile, For that
reason alone people generally through
out the province feel that the govern-
ment is protected by the proposal of
Sir Wilfrid .Laurier and the object of
the resolution was to ascertain the at-
titude of the government on the ques-
tion. The utterances of the govern-
ment were ambiguous, and there were
many ramors as to what their inten-

P. was not constructed down the Val-
ley, for if it had been the whole ques-
tion at present under discussion would
never have arisen, The reason why
that road was not constructed down
the Valloy was, a8 everyone knew, the
result of the action of Nova Scotia
politicians. Mr, Carvell did all that he
could to prevent this event, going so
far as to have a regurvey made, Now
the rond has been built and proved to
be very expensive. The late govern.
ment made an offer to guarantee the
road to the extent of $15,000 a mile,

The earnings of the different trunk
lines in the country were such as to
inspire every confidence In the futiffe
of the valley road. It would be ne.
cessary to earn $2600 a mile at least
and 40 per cent. of that amount would
be sufficlent to pay the interest at
foyr per cent, on the guarantee of
bonds. There will be a large volume
of traffic to the winterport, and busi-
ness along the route, particularly in
the city of Fredericton would be
greatly stimulated, The position taken
by the Opposition members was that
if the Federal Government would op-
erate the road as part of the 1. (. R,
this Legislature should have no ob-
jections to guaranteeing the bonds to
the extent of $25,000 & mile, but on
that condition only.

Whereas, efforts of the former gov-
ernment to induce the Canadian North
ern Rallway to undertake the con-
struction of such a work as part of a
transcontinental system, and their
enactment of legislation auathorizing
the guarantee of bonds to the extent
of $15,000 per mile, Induced the sald
company to make an examination in-
to the cost of such a rouad, and the out-
look for business which would be de-
veloped along its line, with the result
that the sald company communicated
with the then government to the effect
that,they would not feel warranted in
entering upon its construction without
further government assistance and
thelr request that the bond guarantee
be Increased to $30,000 per mile; and

Whereas, further negotiations look-
ing toward the development of an ar
rangement for the construction of the
proposed railway were brought to &
close by the general election of 1908;
and

Whereas, since that time the resi
dents of the different counties, through
which the 8t. John river runs, have
organized & campalgn and sent a dele
gation to meet the government of the
day,. which meeting took place in the
legislative assembly chamber during
the session of 1909, at which meeting
