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T 1NEW LIFEBOAT DAVIT.

Experts from the Supervising In­
spector’s office in the CUstom House, 
New York, Wednesday morning, wit­
nessed exhaustive tests of a new life­
boat davit on board the steamship 
Winney, lying at Pier 7, Jersdy City. 
The davit is single, and is the inven­
tion of Captain James Graham. One 
alone is used for each boat, and by 
ingenious gearing keeps the boat on 
an even keel however the ship may 
be rolling. It also has a safety brake, 
holding the boat when the men cease 
heaving and controlling the lowering 
of a full boat. By means of a disen­
gaging block the tackfes are cast off 
as soon as the boat touches the water, 
avoiding the danger of the craft being 
capsized by one of the tackles drag­
ging it. The single davit, it is de­
clared, can be handled by two men, 
and In case of necessity one man can 
lower a loaded boat.

a large extent and it was time that 
we dictated to them. This question 
of freight rates was a matter of vast 
importance nut only to western Cana­
da but to all of Canada.

Opposition Idea Exposed.

Hon. Robert Rogers replied. He said 
that the opposition had been endeavor­
ing to fasten on the government a 
charge of bad faith 4b Regard to this 
matter. He absolutely denied that 
there was any had faith and chal­
lenged the opposition to produce the 
slightest tittle of evidence to shoxv 
that there was bad faith in earning 
out the inquiry into the freight, rates.

This w as a very wide and very large 
question and representative counsel 
had been selected to represent the 
government and the people. Reference 
had been made to the fact the Sas­
katchewan and Alberta had been re 
presented at the enquiry. They would 
not hare been able to have been re­
presented before any board if the Ul>- 
eral policy had been carried out. If it 
had not been for the change of gov­
ernment there would have been a con 
tinuation of the same condition of af 
fairs as had existed for the past six­
teen years.

The minister of railways had for­
warded the request for an investigation 
as soon as it was made to the railway 
commission. Judge Mabee, chairman 
of the committee, stated that it was 
the first request he had had for an 
inquiry. The death of Judge Mabee 
had occasioned a delay. He was glad 
to knoxv that his successor stood high. 
The other day he brought down the 
express rates judgment and gave a 
twenty per cent, reduction to t.he west. 
He was sure that the present inquiry 
would be given the same considera­
tion. He had every confidence that 
the matter would be dealt with fairly 
and speedily. It xvas only two months 
since the last evidence had been filed.

Mr. Rogers added that while it was 
most desirous to have freight rates 
reductions it was equally desirous to 
get new railroads with the greatest 
possible speed. Care was needed in 
giving a decision so that when judg­
ment was made it would not hamper 
the building of new railroads.

Where Liberals Failed.

Mr. Rogers said that when in power 
the Liberals had failed to supply any 
relief. The Manitoba government, in 
1902, found they would not get any 
assistance from the Dominion govern­
ment, and undertook to get lower 
rates. As a result they secured a 
contract to Port Arthur for lower 
rates, which has saved millions to 
Manitoba and largely benefltted Sas­
katchewan and Alberta.

Mr. Martin asked if the rates were 
not decided ultra vires.

Mr. Rogers replied that It was just 
the opposite. These rates were stand­
ing today, and the people of the west 
were getting the benefit of it.

Mr. Martin asked if, since the rail­
way commission was appointed, it 
was not out of the power of the prov­
inces to make any reduction.

No Unnecessary Delay.
Mr. Rogers replied "decidedly not." 

He said that Saskatchewan and Al­
berta had not followed the order of 
Manitoba in securing lower rates 
when they assisted the railroads, but 
they followed the wishes and dictates 
of the railroads. He said that every 
consideration was being given to the 
question of freight rates inquiry and 
there was no unnecessary delay.
