Zurich, Switzerland, July 15—It Is be­
coming clearer that Germany has cal­
led upon her last reserves, and that 
every available man is being sent to 
the fighting line. Germans forty-five 
years old residing in Switzerland have 
now (been called to the colore. A typi­
cal case is that of a German 42 years 
old living in Basel, who had never been 
à soldier, but was called a month ago. 
A few days ago his family recelv ed a 
letter from the Russian front, where 
ht» had been sent after a fortnight’s 
military training.

The doctors refuse hardly anyone, 
A German In Zurich who had lost four 
toes on one foot was declared fit for 
service. Such men are used to guard 
the lines of communication, which lib­
erates the more robust men for ser­
vice at the. front Germany has every 
available nyn fin uniform, and 
longer make good the wastage.

London, July 15.—With the excep­
tion of two small collieries in the 
Rhondda district, employing about 800 
men, all the coal mines in South 
Wales, from which comes the coal for 
the navy, were Idle today, and the min­
ers, despite the action of the govern­
ment in bringing the Industry under 
the Munitions of War Act, and the en­
treaties of the responsible labor lead­
ers and their own executive council, 
decided by a vote of 180 to 113, not 
to accept the recommendations to con­
tinue work day by day until an ar­
rangement could be concluded.

The delegates voting for the strike 
represented 88,950 men and those 
against the strike 41,500. Thus, al­
though opinion Is divided, the extrem­
ists are in the large majority. The 
conference, however, agreed to meet 
the president of the Board of Trade, 
Walter Runciman, tomorrow to discuss 
the situation.

General business on the Cardiff Coal 
Exchange has ceased, owing to the 
government requisition for the Admir­
alty of all available coal supplies, while 
shipping and the railways which de*- 
pend on the mines also had little to 
do today. There is a general impres­
sion, however, that the strike will not 
last long, but that the men, after a 
short holiday, perhaps over the week­
end, wifi return to work.

All the responsible labor leader® of 
the country are opposed to the strike, 
and while it is hard to see how the 
government can enforce the penalties 
of the Munitions Act it is believed the 
men will be influenced by the fact that 
they are opposing an act which was 
passed for the safety of the country.

The strike has been forced by the 
men of the Aberdeere Valley who are 
strong syndicalists and who have de­
clared that the present was a good 
time to force the government to take 
over the mines.

Vancouver, B. C.. July 15.—The en­
tire body of claims from depositors in 
•the Dominion Trust Cooipany, num­
bering five thousand, and covering 
amounts totalling a million dollars, 
have been thrown out by liquidator 
Andrew Stewart, who Is now in charge 
at the former Dominion Trust head­
quarters in this city.

The de­
positors will argue before the court 
thAt they were no* really depositors, 
but investors, and therefore have a 
right /to be considered to rank with the 
general creditor# Persons in close 
touch with the liquidation are authori­
ty for the assertion that the loss will 
be even move staggering than at first 
thought, and It Is doubtful if what will 
b® finally realized, even after careful 
handling for the next four 
years, will more than pay the legal 
expenses and actual costa incident to 
the liquidation.

London, July 15—Two strongly held Turkish lines defending the 
Dardanelles have been captured by the Anglo-French forces on the Gal­
lipoli peninsula, according to an announcement given out this evening 
by the British official press bureau.

The anouncemeot le as follows:
"General Sir Ian Hamilton, commander of the Allied forces at the 

Dardanelles, reports that on the 12th Instant the forces under him 
made an attack at daybreak with their right and centre. Alter heavy 
and confused fighting, lasting all day, the troope engaged including a 
French corps, succeeded in carrying two strongly hold and strongly for­
tified linos of Turkish tronches opposed to them, the ground covered by 
the advance varying In depth from two hundred to four hundred yards.

WILL PAY RUSSIAN 
CREDIT OFF SOON

Reports of Mediation.

Officials of the American govern­
ment in the last few days have heard 
(he reports concerning possible media­
tion of the question, but have always • 
Indicated that negotiations along such 
lines could be begun only if there 
wore assurances that in the mean-, 
time German submarine commanders 
would be guided by the principles for 
which the United State# is contend­
ing—that Americans on belligerent 
ships which are unarmed and do not 
resist capture be not endangered. In 
official German quarters here, empha­
sis Is placed on & statement given out 
by the Overseas News Agency, an offi­
cial agenoy, In Berlin yesterday. They 
declared the e-'-atemor t. must have had 
the sanction o>‘ the German govern­
ment.

g London, July 15—Abandoning for 
the momemt their attempt to outflank 
Warsaw from the south the Germans, 
probably under Field Marshal Von 
Hindenburg, who is reported to have 
said a few days ago that he would 
shortly astonish the world, have re­
newed their attack on the Polish capi­
tal from the north.

They have not only captured a large 
number of prisoners south of Kolno, 
according to the report issued by, 
Berlin today, but have occupied Prza- 
anysz, a fortified town fifty miles 
north of Warsaw, which was taken by 
Vom Hindenburg in his great drive 
from East Prussia last winter but was 
re-taken by the Russians In their 
counter-offensive.

This claim is partly confirmed by 
the Russian official report issued yes­
terday which stated that the Russians 
In the face of strong German forces 
withdrew to their second line of en­
trenchments.

This move on the part of the Ger­
mans has taken the military critics 
completely by -surprise. It was gen­
erally supposed that Gent Von Mack- 
eneen would after being reinforced 
continue his effort to reach the Lub- 
lin-Cholm railway thus forcing the 
evacuation of Warsaw. But as in all 
their operations the Germans have 
done the unexpected. The new offen­
sive will probably be general and ex­
tend from the Baltic around the East 

, Prussian border to the Vistula, west 
If of Warsaw fpr all the Russian troops 
T in this section must be kept busy to 

prevent them from concentrating at 
the point where the Germans hope to 
break through.

Heavy Fighting In Argonne

This Is the second time Field Mar­
shal Von Hindenburg has tried this. 
His last effort, while it freed East 
Prussia of the Russians, cost the Ger­
mans an immense number of men and 
very nearly involved them in disaster, 
owing to the muddy condition of the 
ground. Now, however, there are only 

' bad roads or lack of roads to contend 
with,»but It la possible that the Ger 

1atata» *ave built railway» to their nor-

thorn ■front, as they have done in Cen­
tral Poland.

In France, the Argonne continues to 
be the scene of the hardest fighting, 
but of the operations here as else­
where In the west the official accounts 
afe as contradictory as usual. At any 
rat® no great movement had been un­
dertaken and no change in the liras 
that could be recogized on an ordin­
ary map has occurred.

Confirmation was received tonight 
from General Sir Ian Hamilton of the 
success which for some days the Al­
lies were reported to have achieved 
on the Gallipoli peninsula. According 
to this report two linos of Turkish 
trenches were captured, together with 
400 prisofiers. The Turks, on the 
other hand, claimed to have repulsed 
the Allies' attacks. As anticipated 
progress against the Turks is very 
slow owing to the natural and strong­
ly fortified positions which they hold. 
But British military authorities ex­
press satisfaction at the gain of an 
occasional line of trenches, relying on 
breaking the morale of the Turks and 
on the exhaustion of their supply of 
ammunition/.

Therefore the new issue will Ibe drawn 
upon Russian commercial and banking 
interests.
