¢ Keeping Him Right.”

Under this caption the Telegmj;h re-
marks: :

The TRIBUNE is concerned lest Mr.
Tilley should favor any of the candidates
now in the fleld for the election of the
County of St.John. Its anxiety is in-
structive. It is quite likely, however,
that Mr. Tilley and his friends-will
know how to act without the instruc-
tions of the TRIBUNE.

We have reason to believe that our
editorial, yesterday, to which the Tele-

graph takes exception and which was’

intended more particularly for the bene-
fit of that journal, has not been without
good results. The Telegraph which yes-
terday wes rampant and evinced a de-
termination to connect the name of an
unpopular candidate with Mr. Tilley’s
in the canvas, is this morning perfectly
lamb-like in tone. Ithas probably dis-
covered that a large proportion of
the electors, especially Mr. Tilley's
friends, were indignant at the effrontery
which, at a critical moment, urged a
candidate whose prospects had been
waning daily, to link his name and his
« cry” with the fortunes of the city’s re-
presentative in the Dominion Govern-
ment! The failure of the scheme will
probably prevent the Telegraph from re-
peating such an outrage, though, doubt-
less, it will keep up the hypocritical as-
sumption of paramount interest-in Mr.
Tilley’s election,—meaning all the time
supreme anxiety to ride into the Com-
mons on Mr. Tilley’s back. The fol-
lowing from the News of this morning
represents the sentiments of the friends
of ether candidates, though it is pro-
bably very unpleasant to the Tele-
graph's candidate :—

« It is of the utmost importance that the
friends of Mr. Tilley in the election contest
now going on should be extremely careful
how thoy act. There should be no combi-

. nations or complications whatever. Efforts
will, doubtless, be made to mix up matters
relating to the City and County with those
of the City, but the members of the various
committees who may undertake to work in
the interests of Mr. Tilley, should set their
faces like flint against any attempt to con-
nect the name of their candidate with that
of any of the gentlemen who seek to repre-
sent the County. The two elections are
based on essentially different grounds, and
no combination t may be proposed
can be expected to work advantageously.
The utmost caution is necessary, to pre-
vent the name of Mr. '.l‘lllei being coupled
with tbat of any of the other candidates.
We believe that snch caution will be exer-
cised, but we throw out this note of warn-
ing lest any over-zealons friend should, in
the excitement of the contest, be tempted
t) exceed the bounds in which it is his le-
gitimate sphere to work.”’

Such advice will be very unpalatable
to the Telegraph, no doubt, but that
journal should bear in mind that the
days of its dictation are well nigh over
in this constituency. Its course in fling-
ing firebrands into an election contest
that requires most skilful handling to
work out a satisfactory solutiomin the
interests of the whole people, has been
condemned on all sides and with a
unanimity that is most remarkable. It
must remember that this is no petty
municipal fight, where only petty inte-
rests are at stake. Serious -and ‘able
men are engaged in this work, on whom
violent and indiscreet newspaper articles
have little effect, except to create indig-
nation when attempts are made to excite
the unreflecting and imperil a national
work, in order to accomplish purely
selfish ends.

The Telegraph should know, further,
that, while it might fairly exercise a
certain amount of influence with think-
ing men when advocating an important
principle for a public purpose, it can
not expect to control a large body of
electors in the personal interests of its
Editor, when these electors are gene-
rally pledged to other candidates, and
when the interests of these candidates are
entirely different from and, in fact, op-
posed to the interests of the Zelegraph’s
candidate. Neither Mr. Tilley, Mr.
Burpee, Mr. Palmer or Mr. DeVeber
can have any interest in Mr. Elder’s
special “cry;” and a leading public
journal that has been so handsomely
sustained by the leading men of all par-
ties, ought to perceive and recognize
this fact and act with becoming mode-
ration.

The Indian Question.

The noble red man is slowly passing
away. Itseems to be his destiny slowly
succamb before a superior civilization.
Philanthrophists on the Atlantic seaboard
bewail this sad fate. Practical pioneers on
tho border also sigh to think that be is
slowly being exterminated; they sighabout
the slowness. The main fact is received in
humblesubmission to the deerees of destiny.
QCivilization and whiskey are too much for
the untutored savage who cannot learn to
take them in just proportion. Good things
should not be abused. Butit has taken us
ten centuries to learn how to discriminate
judiciously in such matters, and we should
make due allowance for aboriginal ignor-
ance. The Indian does not ask for much
from his conquerors. A good reservation
in winter, free ctothing and food, ammuni-
tion, weapous and an occasional foray on
the settlers, suffice for his simple desires,
He asks no more, He can steal the rest
Yet the American {rontiersmen are opposed
to those reasonable demands,and clamor for
protection like the veriest pig iron manu

facturers. General Howard, who is & phil-
anthropist by trade, has taken up the
cause of the oppressed native, and has
brought a delegation of Apache chiefs to
Washington to consult the Great Kather.
It is not probable that they will get much
satisfaction from the present representative
of that office. General Grant has no use
for sealps or other Arizona productions,and
hae lived too long on the border to be in-
fatuated with Indians on their personal
merits. Notso General Howard, late chief
officer of the Freedmen’s Bureau and al-
ways ready tojbe retained. with a fee, on
the side of charity. It must be stated, to
the shame of American pnblic opinion,that

this great and good man’s efforts are
received with scorn and incredulity
even in the [Kastern States where
once arose the wail of sick senti-
ment for the ¢ poor Indian.”  Fred. Lor
ing’s murder last year by the atrocious
savages of Arizona is remembered bitterly,
and the recent experience of Miss Barber,
a treasury clerk, who married & romantic
chief and fled from his brutal treatment,
after tue briefest of honeymoons, is not
calculated to exalt the guileless forest child
in public opinion.

Moreover an Apache chieftan, though he
possessed the eloquence of a Logan, the
bravery of a King Phillip, and the power
of & Tecumseh, does not possess that potent
weapon, a vote. His club is not a politica:
club, and though & ** nation’s ward” bhe
cannot qualify in the lowest ward of New
York City. If ** Lo’’ were not too low for
the provisions of the Fifteenth Amend-
ment, be might forsake the war path for
the toreb light procession, and the bullet
mould for the ballot box. His morals
might be improved thereby—and they
mightn’t. Anyhow he could not become
much worse than he is, and would not
need to steal his whiskey. But then he
would need more of it ; which leaves the
uestion just as difficult to solve as ever.

ITS REQUIREMENTS, AND HOW TO
SUPPLY THEM.

Driving out over the familiar Marsh
Road and turning abruptly to your left at
the Four Mile House, you find the road to

DRURY’S COVE,

and following the last named road from its
spongy sawdust beginning to its rocky
lime-stone termination, you see the *Cove.’
Here, almost encircled with fir covered
hills, and bearing pumerous craft oo its
suriace, is a portion of the clear blue
waters of the Kennebeccasis, "the river
famed for its Indian legend, strange Hud-
son-like scenery and aquatic raee course.
Now, however, the ancient chieftian would
sigh as his eye rested on so many ‘‘pale
faces”’ ocoupying the lands ol the Great
Beaver, and his war plame would nod
more fiercely as his hair rose in sudden
terror at the screech of the tug or the din-
ner whistle of the steam mill.

1t is hard to imagine more activity in &
spot of the same size as the **Cove.”” At
least

ONE HUNDRED MEN,
in the employ of Messrs, Jewett Brothers,
here work, and in the surrounding cot-
tages the greater portion of them reside.
Thirteen double cottages, erected and
owned by this enterprising firm. and occu-
pied by families of those working in the
mill, and another cottage nearly completed
has two more families waiting for it. Just
beyond the group of cottages and piles of
sawn lamber the two chimnies of the mill
rise to view. These stacks are 70 and 90
feet Li:h respectively.
THE MILL

of Jewett Brothers is well built, and the
machinery is all of the best deseription
and such as to save as much manual labor
as possible. The mill is 150 feet 1 ng and
90 feet widc, and ransone gang and three
muley. saws, as well as a lath, shingle and
clapboard machine,all driven by an engine
of 75 horse power manufactured by Flem-
ing & Sons. The foreman, Mr. Joseph
Wetmore, has under him from 75 to 1CO
men whoare constantly employed during
the sawing season. The garg saws most
rapidly, having frequently cut 40,000 feet
in a day. The muley saws, used entirely
for lumber of large size or for sawing
«sdimensions’’ to order cut on an average
4,000 feet each, per day. The lath ma-
chine changes refuse lumber into laths at
the rate of irom 20,000 to 30,000 a day.
The cutting capabilities of the shingle ma-
chine have not as yet been tested to their
highest degree, this being the first season
for its trial at this mill.

The sawing season generally commenceg
about the 20th of March and extends to
the last of September, during which time
from 46,000 to 52,000 feet of lumber is
sawn up daily ; the total amount of wood
changed from logs to planks, boards, laths,
&o., is rather over nine millions each
gear. QGreat difficulty is experienced
in engaging hands, as the number re-
quired as & minimum is about 120,
while the greatest number yet work-

ing this season at any one time was 100.-

The manufactured stuff, which is princi-
pally of pine, is shipped almost entirely to
Boston or other parts of the United States.
A large contract for ** dimension” lamber
of spruce is now being filled for parties in
Boston.

The mill is most advantageously situated,
as regards getting the logs and shipping
the lumber, vessels approaching in imme-
diate proximity to the deal piles.

The saw dust is carried by a basket belt
to the furnaces, where it is consumed, thus
dispensing with the debris, which is too
frequently the accompaniment of saw mills
in New Brunswick, the law to the contrary
notwithstanding.

On the opposite side of the Cove and
approachable by a very fair road, which
branches off from the mill road, is the lime
kiln owned by the same firm. This kiln is
now almost inactive, being partially filled
with the stone, but owing to the great
scarcity of laborers it has remained thus
for some time. It, however, generally
burns 800 casks of lime in a season, which
is shipped to St. John or sold around the
immediate ncighbourhood of the kilo,—
Three or four men are required to run this
branch of the business. A little labor ex-
pended cn the road near the mill would be
a great boon to those whose business calls
them to the “ Cove,”” but while so great a
part of such a thoroughlare as that of the
main road from Rothesay to the Haymar-
ket remains in a condition so dangerously
disgraceful, it is bardly to be expected that
branch roads will show much improve-
ment

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Horrors in Mexico.

THE HIDEOUS WORK OF THE SOCIEDAD TERRI
BLE—BREAKING UP A FORMIDABLE GANG OF
OUTLAWS FROM ALL NATIONS.

Crry oy MExico, July 16.—Excitement
prevails on account ef the immense pum
ber of abductions by kidnappers, who de-
mand heavy ransom to restore the captured
persons. All the available means of the
Government are now employed to crush
this business

On Tharsday, the 11th inst., Governor
Montrel, accompanied by a large body of
polxce,surrounded the Plaznel de San Lucas,
and in a pit under the ground floor found
Senor Cervantes, who had lately been kid-
happed. Cervantes’s face was bound up
with only his mouth and nose left clear for
respiration.

The kidnappers had also gagged and fill-
ed his ears with wax, and allowed him but
one egg daily for subsistence. ‘Ceérvantes
was captured in the night by five men
while he was returning in a carriage with
his family from the hotel to his residence.

A number of documents were found in
the house, which confirm the existence of
a secret society, composed of outlaws from
all nations, with the title of *¢ ltalia Boja.”’
"The society is generally known, bowever,
as the ** Sociedad Terrible.”

Three of the five kidnappers of Cervantes
were arrested the same day. The Spaniards
Ricardo Bello, aged 22 years, and Gumers-
indo Nunez, aged 18 years, and a Mexican
nawed Jose Maria Orta, aged 25 years.

They confessed their guilt, and stated
that the society was organized outside ol
the republic of Mexicu, and that the same
gang had committed numerous similar
acts. The three prisoners were put to
death in San Lucas square the same even-
ing in the presence of an immense con-
course.

In the pocket of one of the prisoners was
found a list of forty persons who were to
be kidnapped. A rigorous warlare has
been started against the organization,
which is expected to destroy it.

"The same band kidnapped a Frenchman
nomed Bassot, and tore out bis eyes and
tongue. Bassot died while in their bands.
Filteen persons suspented of being mem-
bers of the gang have latcly been arrested.

The Macitor mentions sixteen recent ca~
ses of kidnapping, all of which were ac-
companied with borrible barbarities.

The Discovery of Livingstone by
Stanley.

[N. F. Herald’s London Letter,]

The recognition of the eminent gervice
rendered by American enterprise and
energy, backed up by American capital, to
the cause of explanation and civilizotion
in the far East has eome at last, though
not from the quarter whence Americans
and Britons alike had best reoson to expect
it. Yesterday morning each of the leading
journals, ** through the courtesy of the
New York Herald’s representative in Lon-
don” (sic) were furnished with two
columns of the precious and long-looked
for despatch bringing proofs of Living-
stone’s good health and glorious achieve-
ments, direct from Stanley himself—an act
of magnanimity as well asa stroke of news-
paper diplomacy on his part, which it is to
be hoped will not be wholly lost upon the
scoffers and slow coaches, the ‘¢ dead
locks” and * tite barnacles”’ of Downing
street and Burlington Gardens. Perhaps
Sir Henry Rawlinson, K.C.B., F.R.G S,
&ec.. &c., will now consent to recall his
African squadron, sent out in April last at
so great a sacrifice and with so much
ceremony, and admit, even at the eleventh
hour, that Stanley bad something to do
with finding Livingstone after all, and not
wait for that heroic old man to come home
and tell him so. The defeat of the ‘‘Ata-
Jantas’ .is more than atoned for in the
complete triumph of the Herald African
expedition. 1t has restored to the world

one hero, and well nigh made for it
another.

— Mr. Lars Tollefson, the- Norwegian
giant, died on Tuesday afterncon, at No.
243 East Division street, Chicago, after an
illness of three days. The deceased was
remarkable for his stature, and was proba-
bly the tallest man on record of the present
day. He was seven feet pine inches in
height, and weighed 375 lbs. He was
born in Hollingsdale, Norway, 1n 1834,
and emigrated to America some three years
ago, settling in Chicago and engaging in
the saloon business at No, 53 Milwaukee
avenue. Being ol such an extraordinary
altitude, he raceived many tempting offers
from speculating showmen to travel and
exhibit himself. Mr. Barnum, with his
accustomed enterprise, at empted to effect
an engagement with him upon the most
liberal terms, but in vain. Mr. Tollefson
was as singuiar in his disposition as in
stature, and he repeatedly refused all such
generous inducements. He had a consti-
tutional aversion to anything like making
a parade of himself before the curious
publie, and chose rather to serve out lager
beer at a nominal price than pocket a hand-
some weekly stipend. During his residence
in Chicago he had become a noted and re-
markable local celebrity. His appearance
upon the street always attracted a host of
guzers, and few there were who pussed him
but learned the individuai.

Tne SvepLy of Guano.—The stock of
guano on the islands near Peru is nearly
exhausted, and it is estimated that the
supply from these sources will fail within
four years. A Petuvian journal published
at Lina says, however, that immense guano
beds bave been discovered on the mountain
north of Callao, of a quality superior to
that found on the celebrated Chincha Is-
lands. The discovery is the result of an
expedition set on foot by Harry Meigs, the
great railroad contractor. Another ex-
pedition sent a place near Pisco, where it
was reported there were large deposits,
ascertained that no gnano was to be found
there. The beds north of Callao, where it
is said that millions upon millions of this
valuable fertilizer lie within easy reach,
are the resort of sea lions in immense
numbers.

Thompson's X ottery.

This Pottery is situated at the East end
of Sheffield Street, near the water. It is
owned by M. Thompson. The first part of
the factory is on the front of the main part
of it. 1t is called the Throwing or Mould-
ing room. The clay is ground outside in &
pug mill, driven by a horse. Alter it is
ground it is taken into the Throwing room,
where it is weighed, thrown and slipped.
The throwing machine is driven by a boy,
who thinks it is great fun. Mr. Thomp-
son forms the pans and pots by this ma-
chine. There is a man Who weizhs the
cluy so as to make the pan3 the same size,
and there is another by who wires the
clay so as to take out any small stones that
may be in it. The moulding room 1aea-
sares 32 leet long and 24 wide. From the
moulding room y: u enter the yard, where
the pans and pots arc slipped and dried
hefore going into the oven to be baked.
The bake house is 59 feet long and 26 feet
wide. In the bake house there is a fur-
nace 26 feet wide and 50 feet long. Here
the pots-are taken after they are sufficient-
ly dry and baked. After they are baked
sufficiently, they are taken out of the oven
and glazed. 'L'he glaze is composed of flint,
clay and lead. Wm. Thowpson made a
wilk pan measuring 20 inehes wide, and
which would hold a pail of water, in three
minutes, which is quick work, as the ma-
chine hag to be turned slowly in order to
keep it in the centre all the time They
make three sizes of milk pavs, threc sizes
of crocks, six sizes of fflower pots, and two
sizes of preserve pans. They make about
50 dozen milk pansina week. Thy aro
made chicfly for Messrs. H. Roberison, F.
Clementson, and H. Tyson. They a’so send
large quantities to McLaughlin Bros ,
Yarmouth, N. 8. The Pittery !as now
more orders than it can fill, on ac oun: of
the clay getting so scarce.

City Imprevements.

On the Corporation wharves off Water
St.. there are two new warehouscs being
huilt for the Corporation; the fiist mea-
sures 100 long, 30 feet wide, and is three
stories high. The first and second flats are
intended for storing goods, the third for a
rigging and sail loft. The other building
measures 108 feet long, 30 feet wide and is
three stories high, and will be used for the
same purposes as the first building. Mr.
James Quinton superintends the building
of both. There are eight carpenters em-
ployed here now.

The show rooms of Mr. A. Rowan, gas
fitter and plamber, on Water street,arc be-
ing remodelled. The old front will be torn
down, and one of granite and glass will be
put in its place. The inside will be re-
newed with new beams,new floors and new
ceiling. Mr. Rowan has removed to the
next door below until his shop is finished.
