I have alsc to inform you that in cases where Indian
women have married half-breeds, the Departiment is prepared tc ocom-
sider the question of granting ocomrmtation of annuity money provided
the application In each case is recomrended by the Iandlian Ag'ent, and
approved of by resclution of the band.
