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The Committee respectfully vecommends:
That officers for the Active Force should be obtained from four asources:
(1) Graduates of recognized universitics;

(11) Oraduates of RMC, who have subsequently obtained a degree at a
university:

{1i1) Pexsomnel poseessing special technical, professional or executive
training and experience, considerad iivalent to a university
degreea;
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(i} The seleution of candidates Tor the Colloge to bo made on a broad,
demoeratic Dbasis, and that thoe constitution of the selection beard
be modiTied vo include ropresentatives nominated by the National

Conference of Canadian Univeraities and by the Conferenca of

Dafence Associations of Canada:
