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TEXT OF PROTEST
OF FRENCH LEADERS OF ALL 

RELIGIONS
The text of the protest recently 

announced in a cable to the N. C. 
W. C. News Service against the 
Soviet religious persecution, drawn 
up and signed by the principal rep­
resentatives of all the religions 
practiced in Paris, is as follows :

“Violent persecution is raging in 
Russia.

“The Soviet Government is attack­
ing the religious idea, without dis­
tinction of faith or worship. It is 
an open fight, the avowed object of 
which is to uproot religion, which is 
considered as useless and dangerous, 
from the soul of the people.

“In order to arrive at this result, 
all means are employed ; the con­
fiscation of church property, the 
profanation of the churches, 
temples and synagogues, the parody 
of religious ceremonies, official 
atheistic schools, prison, torture and 
death. Everything is done to in­
sure the success of an undertaking 
which is at the same time sacrileg­
ious and anti-social.

“The execution of the Metropoli­
tan of Petrograd, Benjamin, the 
recent trial of Mgr. Cepliak, the 
execution of Mgr. Budkiewicz, the 
imprisonment of the Patriarch 
Tikhon and the menaces used 
against him while awaiting his trial 
have aroused legitimate horror and 
universal reprobation.

“The persecution which strikes at 
the head of the religious confessions 
in Russia does not spare the minis­
ters or the simple faithful ; how 
many have died as a result of their 
attachment to their beliefs !

“The evil already committed is 
enormous, the suffering which has 
been endured and the fears enter­
tained of a future still more terri­
ble, oppress innocent souls. We 
cannot remain insensible to so much 
misery and, as far as it lies in our 
power, we wish to remedy it.

“Whatever our beliefs, we all 
have at heart the same sentiments 
of respect for religion, compassion 
for undeserved miseries, universal 
fraternity in the Father who is in 
Heaven.

“Strong in these sentiments, we 
protest unanimously against a 
regime of religious violence which 
nothing can motivate ; we appeal 
to public opinion of the entire 
world in order that by every means 
in its power it may put an end to 
the persecution which oppresses our 
brothers in Russia and in order that 
it may endeavor to provide relief 
for the unhappy victims.

"We have the firm hope, and may 
God grant that this appeal find an 
echo among all men who have at 
heart the safeguarding of civiliza­
tion of which religion is the indis­
pensable guarantee.”

The protest bears the signatures 
of Louis, Cardinal Dubois, Arch­
bishop of Paris ; Emmanuel Chap- 
tal, Bishop of Isionda ; E. Gruner, 
president of the Protestant Federa­
tion ; Israel Levy, Grand Rabbi of 
France ; Chauncey W. Goodrich, 
Pastor of the American Church, 
Paris ; Frederik W. Bekman, Dean 
of the Cathedral of the Holy Trinity 
(American) ; W. Marshall Selwyn, 
Chaplain of the British Embassy 
Church ; F. Anstruther Cardew, 
Chaplain of the Anglo-Catholic 
■Church of St. George, Paris ; Ger- 
manos Vassilakis, Superior of the 
Greek Orthodox Church.

Otherwise, there is 
serious danger of the hay heating 
considerably in the mow and dam­
aging the feeding value of it, as 
this heating almost Invariably 
results in a dusty, rather unpalat­
able hay which is injurious to stock, 
particularly horses.

HARVESTING ALFALFA 
HAY

EXPERIMENTAL FARMS NOTE
The number of farmers in Canada 

who are growing alfalfa is gradu­
ally increasing as its value as a hay 
crop becomes more generally recog­
nized. At this time of year the 
best methods of making it into first 
quality hay are of prime importance 
to the alfalfa growers.
* The first point to be considered is 
time of cutting. The methods or 
time vary widely with different 
growers, and each method has 
something to recommend it. Most 
growers gauge the proper time to 
cut by the stage of blossoming of 
the alfalfa plants and, while this 
may be an indication, the really 
proper indicator is the commence­
ment of growth of the young shoots 
from the crown which will furnish 
the second or third growth, as the 
case may be.

If the alfalfa is cut before these 
small shoots start at all the second 
growth will be slow in starting and 
will, as a result, take considerably 
longer to make a second cut than 
when the first crop is cut just as 
these new shoots appear in the 
crowns. If, on the other hand, 
these shoots nave started and made 
sufficient growth to be cut off by 
the mower, the second cut will be 
even more delayed. The proper 
time to cut, therefore, is just, when 
the shoots of new growth are 
first noticeable at the crowns.

The length of time the hay should 
be left in the swath will depend 
both on the heaviness of the crop 
and the weather at cutting time. 
Care should be taken, however, to 
rake the hay into windrows while it 
is still a little tough, so that the 
largest possible percentage of the 
leaves will remain on the plants, as 
these are by far the most nutritious 
part of the hay. After curing 
slightly more in the windrows the 
hay should be put up in coils that 
are small in diameter in proportion 
to their height. This permits the 
hay to cure much more quickly 
than if put in large bulky coils, as 
the air can get through them better 
and there will be less danger of 
moulding.

Occasionally it will be possible to 
haul the hay direct from the win­
drow to the barn or stack, or, in 
stacking in very dry climates, direct 
from the swath to small stacks ; but 
over a large portion of the country
