GEORGE HAY, JOHN GEDDFS, ALEXANDER
MACDONALD, AND THRIR TIME

The death of Mr. Robert Grant, the
Rector of Douai College, was a eevere
shock to bis brother, the Abate, ngent of
the Scotch miseion at Rome. When at
Douai, on his way back to Rome, the
Abste proposed spending & few days
with Principal Gordon, of the Scotch
College et Paris. The eccentric Princi.
psl, however, to his great surprice and
mortification, forbade bim access to the
coliege, Tuere did not appear to be
any cause for such ruderess. Oa the
contrary, the Abate had in former years
done good service to the coliege, uni
formly defendirg it sgeipet ite enemies
and caluminators. Taere bad, indeed,
been disputes between the Principal
and the Scotch Bisbops. But, Abate
Grant, living at & distance, had ro part
in them. Principal Gordon’s strauge
conduct appears 10 huve been attributea,
at the time, to aberration of mind.
This 1s all the more probable, ss his
brotuer, it will be remembered, bud 1o
be teken core of, haviug become decid-
edly insaue,

The Abate was in poor health when he
airived at Rome, Notwithstandiog, in
stead of resting, ss he would have
required to do, siter the fatigue of his
journey sud the tiials he had experi
enced, he immediately began 10 vieit Lis
pumerous friends, ‘Ine consequence of
this imprudence wss a severe aitack of
dysentry sud  ioflawmation, which
defied all remedieg, and caused his death
in the 74 h year of his age (September
15t). Lt 1& simost euperflucus to say
that, although babituslly delirious dur
ing his illnees, he avalled himself of the
lucid moments he enjoyed to receive
the secrements of the dying and make
an edifving prepsration for his latter
erd, He was buried in the parish
church of Piszza Navona ; and a mursl
monument 1 matble was erected to his
mimoiy in the 1eh of the Scotch
Coliege by his intimate friends, the Earl
of Pute snd the BEarl’s {brotber, Jawmes
Siewsrt Muckenzie, at the time, Lord
Piivy Seel, It will vot be denied that
the wibsne mapners avd obliging dizpo-
sition of the rgent, Abate Grent, were
highly advantagecus to Scotland. Many
Eoglishmen of distizction, both Oatholic
and Protestant, were favorably im:
preesed, aud thought better of Scotland
and the rempant of its rnined church
for the Kkind attention extended to them
by the Abate Grant, He was an honor-
able map, and an hovor as well as an
ornament to his country., He enjoyed,
and most deeervedly, throughout his
forty.five years of office, the esteem and
regard of the Bishops of Scotland. He
was, also, in bigh favor with Pope Clem
ent X1V,; and would probably bave
been 1aised to the dignity of Cardipal if
that Pontift had lived. Can we then
honor too much tbe memory of the man
who served his country so well, by dis
charging faithfully and with credit the
duties of his cffice for nearly balf a cen.
tury ; and who, finelly died &t his post]

In returning from Scalan Bishop Hay
visited his Catholic friends at Aberlour
on the Spey. While there, it happened
that he fell on the staire, At first the
accident appeared to be elight, and gave
him little trouble at the time, Atter
wards, however, be complsined of severe
psin 1n his ride which it occasioned, aud
waich made it very difticult for him to
write. He, in consequence, abandoned
all composition In other respects he
was more fortunate, Mr. James Cameron
came 1o Aberdeen to aseist bim, and
not only relieved him of parochial duties,
but aleo helped kim with his correspond
ence The Buchan mission was, at the
game time, provided with a resident
priest ; and, in consequence, there was
no longer any neceseity for the bishop’s
fatiguing journeye to that district. Mr.
James Robertson, O S B, bad returned
from the Scotch monastery at Ratisbon,
and was appointed to the charge—an
appointment which shews that the
monaatery was etill efficient as a Scotch
institution,

Bishop Geddes, after parting with the
chief bishop at Aberdeen, peid & visit,
along with Mr. Menzies, of Pitfodels, at
Monbaddo, He was there, of course, a
welcome visitor, He also went to For-
dun in Kincardineshire—a plice ren
dered forever memorable by the his
torian, Joapnes Fordunencis Leing
there, the bishop could not fail {o viei
the church of St, Palladius. He deccribes
it as romantic and venerable, addicg that
it called up in his mind many sericus
reflections,

Allusion must gometimes be mnde to
His Royal Highoees, the Cardinal, Duke
of Yok He never failed to take an
interest in the Cburch and Catholics of
Scotland, He was particularly sttentive
to Mr. Thomeon on occasion of Abate
Grant’s death. His sttention was go
marked that Bishop Hay considered
himself calied npon to address a letter

of thauk: 1o the good and eminent
cardinal. His Eminence had used his
ivflaence, and successtully, in order to
obtain that the salary which Abate Grant
had erjoyed should be continued to Mr.
Thomson, who succeeded him as agent,
Bishop Hay looked upon this service as
done not only to himeelf, but aleo to his
colleagues and all the Oatholics of Scot
land, “I think it my duty,” ke eays in
his letter of thanks, “to testify to your
Royal Highness the grateful senee I have
of this favor, and to return you my
hearty thauks, both in my own name
and in the name of all our body, as any
sct of kindnees done to one we muet
consider as redounding to us all.”

A circumetsnce now occurred which
admirably showed the power of charit
able and conciliatory manners, This was
a remarkeble conversion, which, next to
the grace of God, was due to the gentle
piety of Bishop Geddes. Mr. Austin
Jennigon, once a member of the Society
of Jesus and chapiain to a noble family
in the South of Eogland, bed renoucced
his faith and become notorious as a
popular preacher, in connection with the
Scotch Episcopalians, first at Aberdeen,
and afterwarde at Leith, It wae his good
fortune, however, to be restored to the
fold, There is no record of any other
outward means being employed in bring-
ing sbout his reconciliation to the Church
than the judicious and mild counsels of
Bishop Geddes. He became penitent
and reformed ; giving proof of his sin
c>rity by resigning his Protestant charge,
which was & lucrative one, He aiso
rencunced the society of his wife, a lady
of family, and of their three children.
For all these ample provision was made ;
and he himself, with the concurrence ot
Bishop Talbot, the succeesor of Bishop
Challoner, retired to the College of St,
Omer, where he became Professor of
Science. This position he retsined till
the year of the Revolution, 1793, He
died abroad the following year,

Bishop Geddes was now st the height
of his reputation in the society of
Edinburgh, Among the learned of the
day, particularly, he was popular and
influential. The lively interest which
he tock in the antiquarian society, then
recently founded, brought him into
relation and correspondence with
many persons of the highest distivetion.

It was otherwise with Bishop Hay
That he should have been an ohject of
dislike to Protestanis is not astonishing
Proprawm humani ingendi, « . est odijse quem
loseris, They had wronged him too uiuch
ever to be able to bear him sny good
will, But, that any of the clergy, for
whom he did so much—increasing their
menng of pubsigtence, raising them in
public egtimation, extending their in
flucnce, and, when through age or
infirmity, they becume incaprble
of duty, providing for their comtort—
should have borne any ill-feeling sgainst
him, is wholly unaccountable, It is, in
deed, true that the chief parties who
1eviled him, writing satirical and male
volent letters, were aflected with what
is politely called eccentricity, Mr. John
Reid and Mr, James Cameron, with
othersin Scotland, and Dr, Alex Geddes,
at London, tock plessure in this kind of
correspondence, even writing to Bishop
Geddes, pometimes, to the prejudice of
kis friend end ruperior, The odium
excited by Mr, Jennison’s convertion
and his consequent desertion of his
family, fell wholly on Bishop Hay,
although he hed no psrt wbatever in
the matter, everything having been
arranged by his coadjutor and Bizhop
Talbot,

On Cbristmes Eve both the chrpels
in Blackfrims’ Wynd were opened and
were well filled. Several Protestants
attended the mass in St, Margarel's
chapel. Nevertheless, everthing passed
off quietly. At Aberdeen the Catholica
were loss fortunate. It is well known
that there prevailed smong the Protes.
tants of Scotland an idea that something
extraordinary and awfully myeterious
took place in Catholic churches on Carist
mas night.  On the occasion in question
curiosity led numbers to witnees the
proceedings at midnight mass. The
crowd became &0 great a serious riot
was imminent during most of the night
The bishop, in a letter to his coadjutor,
gives & full account of all that occurred.

«On Christmas eve a great many strang
era assembled in the close before the
doors wereopened, and were very noisy
to get in; and when the doors were
opened preat numbers rushed in with
our people. We behoved to give way,
aud when ail were in, the cuter gate was
shut, and everything went on to the end
with great quiet and trauquility within
doors. But, without in the etreets,
great numbers gathered and incressed,
which, looking suspicioue, some of ours
that were there in waiting, informed the
officer upon guard, But he, not daring
to sct wiihout the civil magstrate, went
to the Provost aud told him the
suspected danger, desiring to send some
pesce officer slong with him, But the
Provost, who was then in & company of
twelve gentlemen upon buciness, told
he would go himeelf, snd all the com.
pany went with him When they came,
snd a purty of the military alopg with
them, the mobsas become very numer.
oue—some said about two or three
thousand—and appeared very obstinate
to get in, refusing to let the others
approach; upon which the eoldiers were
ordered to present their bayonets and
press on, which they did, and the mob
retired so that the soldiers got posseesion
of the gate, But, the mob still appear
ing very rotous, the Provost ordered the
golaiers to seize whom they could, and
put them in prison, This they did, and
gom~ of the gentlemen who were with
the Provost, did the same, so that about
sixteen were taken into custody ; and
the rest, seeing things turn into earuest,
retired and dispersed, The Provost,
bowever, ordered some scldiers to re-
main at the gate till ali was over with us,
and the gatea ghould be shut. While
all that was going on without doors, we
were perfectly quiet within, and I knew
pothing of the matter till next morning,
when our door keeper, who had been
called upon by the Provost, came and
told us the whole, and that Hie Lordship
hoped I was not disturbad, and that
he was to call for me himself by and-bye,
Hearing all this, I thought 1t proper to
write His Lordship a letter expressing
my concern for bis trouble, with thanks,
etc, and my wishes that nothing might

given him when he was in council and
several of the prisoners bafore him He
gave them a severs reprimaod, and told
them he would bave given them fifteen
days’ imprisonment and a good fine, but
that I, whom tbey wanted to injure, bad
interceded for them by letter, and on
that account he would pardon them for
this time, but, that they ought to go and
thank we. Thus ended in peacoe this
threatening storm ; but, I fear, we shxll
be obliged {0 give up our midnight
prayers on future occasions, not to give
a bandle to such dangers, Praying God
to grant you a large share of the bless-
ings of this holy season, I remain, most

Another disturbance at this time
helped to show, as far as the epirit which
it manifested could ehow, that Catho
lics could not yet rely on complete and
uninterrupted toleration,  This high
principle wes but little understood,
votwithstanding all the light philosophy
pretended to have shed on the
eighteenth century, The disturbauce re-
ferred to wes the more remarkable, a8 it
occurred in the Highlands, where {)nﬂvo-
lics were numercus, aud conecquently
pot without influence. A priest of the
mission, Mr. Auetin MacDonald, when
visiting his ecattered flock in Ardpamur-
chan, hed aseembled a corgregstion on
a week day, 10 hear mass, A great
pumber of Protestants, and among the
rest, an itinerant preacher, called Fraeer,
pathered around the place where the
Catholics were aseembled, The priest,
observing this vnusual gathering, set
about retiring without celebrating maes.
Ibe preacher, meanwhile, sssured him
that ke had pothing to fear, and that be
bimeeif and the other Protestants would
wait quietly till the service was finished.
As eoon ag Mr. MacDonald concluded,
bhe and his people began to withdraw,
Thie, however, the preacher would by
o means permit, and insisted, notwith.
standing all that was esid in the way of
expostulation and remonstrance, that
tbe Catholics sbould remain until he
finished his sermon This proceeding
of an obscure preacher, although in-
gignificant and puerile in the exueme,
was the cauee, veverthelegs, of much
bed feeling on both sides, Some of the
neighboring minieters threateped to
hargsa the Catholies with prosecution,
and would have caused them consider-
able trouble but for the {riendly inter
position of Bishop Geddes, whose in
fluence with the law sauthorities at
Edinburgh protected the Catholics from
all injury and brought down e well.de
served reprimand en the cflicious end
oftendirg preacher,

The Higbland distriet was suffering in
other ways. It was ill supplied with
priests. the bishop having at timeg, with
great fatigue, to supply the want, A
youpg priest, oply two yeais returred
from college, wes taken eeriously illg
and at widoight Bishop McDonald was
called to visit him. The first part of the
bishop’s journey was long avd fatiguing,
through the epow on feot. He was then
obliged Lo cross an arm of the sea in an
open boat, This g0 sffected bis bealtn
thet he doubted whether beskould ever
recaver,

Bishop Hay, meavwhile, was aunoyed
by new cigns of diesatie‘action among
the clergy. Some of them who were to
be uppointed administratore, declared
that they would rot sceept office. The
bishop, poeecssing the mens conscia 1ecti,
could not understand such opposition.
“Ig it some new persecution arisivg?”
be wrote to his friend sund coacj.tor.
“1f go, God's will ba done” And he
continued, ag ususl, his pastoral labors
and visitations. (1785) —On Holy Satur-
day, March 26th, he lost one of his most
valued pricsts, Mr, William Reid, who
ended hi: long and useful life at Aber-
deen. He had been epngaged in the
miseion since 1759, and had always
given proof of great piety, together with
strong good sense. His death was, as
hie life had been, all-edifyirg; and in
death, &8 in life, he was honored by his
numerous ‘riends,

It is matter of history that in his riper
years Bishop Hay had not forgot his
medical learning, We now find him
using it for the benefit of the mission
It is on record that all moneys that
came to him, even the profit arising
from the sule of bis hooks, were devoted
to this objact, which, through all his life,
he had most at heart  He nad invented
a pill, which is known by his name, and
is still used in the North in cases of
slight indisposition, He hoped that
tbis medicine also would come to be a
tource of income to the mission,

A question bad arisen as to who
shoula be liable for the expenses of a
priest when callea to Edwburgh on
public business, “When | was in your
place,” the Bishop wrote to his eoadju.
ior, “I never put a question of that kind
to Bishop Grant, even m the lirst years,
when | had little to gpare, I considered
what 1 had as deetined by Providence,
not simply tor my food and raiment,
but also for all necessary chuwrgee in
executing the proper functious of my
state, Besides, 1 knew that Bishop
Girant could as 1ll epare it as L. Bat, as
circumstsnces are different in that
respect at present, in case you fiad it
inconvenient, you are very welcowe to
place it to mv account,”
