[By Special Wire to the Courier]

SCARBOROUGH, via London,
Dec. 17, 8.15 am.—“The queen of
English watering places” has recov-
ered to-day from the unexpected bom-
bardment, and the feeling is one of
bitter anger at the town’s helplessness
when under the guns of the German
squadron.

The first warning sound of distant
firing, which attracted little attention,
except from the military authorities,
came at 5.30 in the morning. At/ 8
o’clock three German war craft, whick
the majority of witnesses agree were
one battle cruiser and two lighter
cruisers, loomed out of a heavy fog so
close underneath the cliffs that they
were unable to train their guns on the
wireless station on the heights.

However, the big resort hotels on
the esplanade and the old town offer-
ed tempting targets, and a rain of
shrapnel and lyddite shells began to
fall in this section, doing great dam-
age to the hotels and destroying
houses and shops in the poorer dis-
tricts.- A woman in one of these shops
was literally blown to pieces.

One of the light cruisers seemed to
be donig most of the firing. First she
let go with her stern guns and then,
manoeuvring further out, devoted her
broadsides to the most conspicuous
buildi on _higher ground. w

The wall of the old castle, which
looks formidable, but which has beer
unoccupied fot hundreds of years, was
breached by an eight-inch shell.

The gunners now got the correct
range of the wireless station, but fail-
ed to injure it, most of the shells fall-
ing in an adjacent field, the turf of
which was completely plowed up by
them.

Some of the better class of resi-
dents now began to suffer, one of the
first being the home of Russell Rea,
member of Parliament for the district.
His life and that of his wife were
saved by the fact that they had gone
down for an early breakfast and were
in the kitchen, the only part of the
house untouched, the rest being 2
total wreck. At the same time a smal
house, occupied by a soldier, his wife,
their child and nephew, was struck by
an explosive shell, reducing the place
to kindling wood and Kkilling the
whole family.

The bombardment had now been on
for fifteen minutes and the town was
given a five minutes’ breathing spell
The streets were cleared fo people
when the light cruiser, after turning,
brought a new broadside into play.
The (German squadron then faced
what looked like a deserted city.
The gunners now directed their at-
tention to the railroad station with
the result that a whole Tow of
houses, including a church in a near-
by street, were wrecked, but without
loss of life as the ocupants had sougnt
safer refuges. THhis second bombard-
ment was more more violent than the
first but did less damage. %

At the expiration of this second fif-
teen minute period of firing the war-
ships drew off in a northerly direc-
tion, and when the people of Scarbor-
ough again heard the booming of
their dreaded guns at nine o’clock, the
town of Whitby, up the coast, was
the victim. -

early hour to-day, although the boni-
bardment of Scarborough by German
warships began at 8 o’clock yesterday
morning and lasted but half an hour|
Scarborough last evening had its|
streets filled with crowds, and even
the moving picture houses were opel
but all the peopie were discussing thz,
attack, in which five children, five!

The attack was so sudden that th:
people at first believed the cannonad—|
ing came from target pfactice, but
they were soon undeceived. The
bombardment was divided into twa |
sections of fifteen minutes each, with
an interval of five minutes between)
them. The second half was the most,
violent. One¢ battleship and two cru-
isers did the firing, steaming north-
ward after the bombardment. Not|
a shot was fired in reply by the cxty‘x
as there were no cannon. :

the dramatic incidents was
that in which one family of four was
wiped out. The father died in a hos-
pital, but his wife, son and nephew
were killed outright. The home of
the Right Hon. Russell Lee, membe:
of parliament for the district, was
blown up but the family escaped. A
shell blew the chimney and part of
the roof off the hospital. The patients
we.e unharmed, although they were
thrown into a panic. The shells were
all explosive. A hotel, a church aad
marfy houses were mt.

The same ships which shellad
Scarborough,,bombarded Whitby Ia-
ter, an action which seemed-to be the
result of an after thought.

During the bombardment of Scur-
borough there was great excitement,
but calm soon prevailed again. Tae
inhabitants likened the bombardment
to a terrific thunderstorm, it appear-

CONFIDENT IN NAVY.

LONDON, Dec: 17.—The news of
the German raiders arrival was
promptly sent to the military author-
ities of all coast towns, and pre-ar-
ranged steps were immediately taken
everywhere so as to be prepared in
case a raid developed at other points.|

For instance, the Mayor of Tyne-
mouth, on the North Sea, eight miles
east, northeast of Newecastle, immedi-
ately ordered the gas supply turned
off, directed the police to round up
a large number of aliens and issued
the following proclamation to the
emergency committee: :

“There is a rumor that a battle i<
proceeding in the North Sea,
there is a possibility of a hostile 'at-
tack on Tynemouth. The civil po ula-
tion is advised to remain indoors, but
if the people wish to leave their dw:ll-
ings they should proceed ‘in the di-
rection -of Newcastle.

“Phete is no reason for undue

alarm, and we strongly urge the - o-
ulation. not to leave town as notics
will be promptly given if we consid®r
this necessary.” :
* There is much speculation in Lon-
don as to how far the German raid
has succeeded in creating a feeling
‘of uneasiness or panic in other coast
towns.

One of the London mnewspap:ars
telegraphed to the mayors of all coast
towns, ‘asking them what effect the
news of the enemy’s visit had had.
All replies received so far indicate
that no panic is felt. Among the re-
plies are the following:

Felixstowe: Complete arrangements
have been made here for all eventi-
alities, Business is going on as usual.

Great Yarmouth: We have taken
all necessary precautions to protect
the inhabitants in the event off a
bombardment here. The people a:2
quite calm,

Harwich: The city is calm and no:-
mal.

Hull: The excitement over the raid
soon subsided here. We have full con-
fidence in the navy.

Lowestoft: The raid has not affect-
ed our. nerves. The emergency com-
mittee has taken every precaution.
No attack is expected, but we are all
prepared for any emergency.

A number of refugees and trave!l-
lers arrived in London from the
bombarded towns during the night.

me of them showed signs of the
raid in bandages covering minor in-
juries received.

Arthur Wood, manager of the elec-
tric -light company at Scarborougi
had his head swathed with bandages
to cover wounds where pieces of shsll
had struck him in two or three places
His son who accompanied him, was
also wounded in two places. The
elder Wood said: (

“I was standing in front of' my
house, when a shell burst a few yar
away, and fragments riocchetted from
a window sill and _hit both- my son
and myself. I took my family to taz
cellar where we bound up the wounds
and remained until all sounds of tha
bombardment had ceased. We then
decided to leave town for a rest,

“It is.my impression that the dam-
age to the fine houses along the
water front was very heavy. The
town has scarcely a window pane left.

‘At the first sound of the firing ou-
soldiers were ordered into trenches
to prevent any attempts to land
troops.”

A commercial traveller who smok-
ed a cigar on the porch of a hotel at
Scarborough throughout the bom-
bardment, said:

This afternoon, upon the invitation
of the members of “Brantford’s Muni-
cipal Railway €ommission”—Messrs.
C. H. Hartman, A. K. Bunnell and
W. R. Turnbull—a number of citizens
from Paris, Galt and Brantford, are
their guests for the purpose of initia-
ting the new city cars. It is a
long cry from the single horse cars
of 1886, when such a system of public
conveyance was first inaugurated in
this community, and the present day.
Twenty eight years have passed since
that then memorable event and very
few are alive to-day of those. who
took a ride on the first car.

The desire for some such means of
transportation, had long been in ex-
istence. The place had then reached
a population of 12,167 and as bicycles
were not in vogue, it was a case of
shanks mare for the vast majority to
reach any section of the city.

As early as 1879 a “Brantford Street
Railway” company was incorporated,
with the following well known names
upon-the charter, all of whom are
since deceased: Alfred ~ Watts,
Humphrey Davis, H. McK. Wilson,
Robert T. Sutton,-A. D. Clement, E.
Brophey, ]J. Robinson and Alexander
Fair It was pnt until 1886, however,
that any definite move was made af-
ter Mr. C. W. Bowtell of Fort Ed-
ward, N. Y. and Mr, H. Flack of
Cornwall, Ontario, opened negotia-
tions for the charter. The right from
the city was immediat%y obtained and
in the first week in Septembér the
road was formally opened to the pub-
ic. Mr. C. B, Heyd was Mayor at
the time. There were only four cars
for a starter and they had a pesky
habit of getting off the track at more
or less frequent intervals—generally

the latter. They also stopped at any
point to take up a passenger or drop
one, However, they were considered
to be quite a feature in those days.
Later they proved to be altogether
ineffective and in 1893 the company
which had in the meantime witnessed
many changes in its personnel, de-
cided to introduce electricity. In the
spring of 1895 the property adjacent
to the city, formerly known as Love-
joy’s Grove was leased and the line
extended ‘thereto. It was re-chistened
as “Mohawk Park”, and a summer
theatre with nightly performances
used to be run there. There was also
a large bicycle track installed and vast
crowds used to witness the wheel
contests there when that sport was
at its height, with Sherritt, who af-
terwards so gallantly laid down his
life in South Africa for the Empire,
as the chief hero of many a well
fought struggle, Later, another thea-
tre was established between this city
and Paris, and flourished for some
three summers. The various legal
mixups in connection with the line
during late years, the sums of money
lost .by various individuals and the
faulty nature of the service which
finally led to acquisition by the city,
are of too recent ventilation to n
any further repetition here.
With all its past faults, and they
have been many, the street railway
has held a needed place in the make-
up of the community and under the
new board, it will without any ques-
tion, reach a point of service and ex-
cellence fully in keeping with the
importance and the needs of the city.
‘ The four first cars bore the names
of the “Henry”, “Read”, “Heyd”, and
“Harris,” in-_honor of Messrs. R.
Henry, S. G. Read, and C. B. Heyd, all
active in municipal and public life,
and of the late Alanson Harris, then
head of the Harris agricultural works.
