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. CROPS IN WEST.

One Thousand Correspondents Report
Prospects Very Favorable.

Winnipeg, Man., July 2¢.—Crop pros-
pects in Western Canada to-day could

hension was felt on account of -rumors
of frost in certain localities. In order to
obtain reliable information, one thous-
and correspondents in the three prairie
provinces were wired last night asking
if the cool wave was having a detrimen-
tal effect on the crops. Replies are of
the most reassuring character, showing
that while light frosts have been experi-
ence in a few localities they have not
affected the crop in the slightest degree.

Of the replies received 81 per cent.
reported no frost and no apprehension
of it, and of the 19 per cent. reporting
frost not one indicated any injury to
wheat from this source. Injury from hail
has also been considerable. On the whole
correspondents’ reports show that the
farmers are inclined to consider the
cool wave ag beneficial.

THE  DOUKHOBORS

Doing Well en the Sritish Columbia
Fruit Farms.

Their Otjection te the Census Their
First Vagary There.

e

Nelson, B. C., July 24.- The action of
1,000 Doukhobors ot the ssony at Bril-
liant, in refusing to be enumerated -in
tlie census, is the first vagary exhibited
Ly these people nince coming to British
Columbin from the prairie. As a mat-
ter of fact, while the Doukhobors were
not welcomed in the Kootsnay, it can-
wot be demied that they enjoy a very
different name lere trom that whieh
they appearcd to earn in Saskatchewan.
Their holdings amount to provably 10,
000 acres of fruit land, at Grand Forks,
and at points along the Columbia and
Kootenay Rivers near tieir junction,
aud these holdings, which are equal to
1,000 ranch tracts of ten acres, are the
most scientifically developed iruit tracts
in the Province. In the irrigated dis-
trict of Grand Forks they irrigate, and
the Coiumbia and Kootenay River bench
lands near Nelson, which do not require
irrigation, they are clearing and plant-
ing to fruit on an enormons scale. They
have the largest acreage of grapes at
Brilliant anywhere in the Nelson dis-
triect. . Everything they do is done in a
business way and in the best way, and
when their young orchards come into
bearing, they will have « tremendous
output. ‘They are extensive apiarists,
they operate sawmills, and they recent-
lv purchased a preserving works at
Nelson, and now operaie it.. No case
of erime has ever been attributed to
them. 1i their projected schooi is built
at Brilliant this season—they already
have a hospital -the only objection the
Nelson and District Canadian Club has
raised in regard to them will be over-
come. The census troubls sway hrewing
for some days before A, B. Dockatender,
Census Commissioner for the Kootenay
and Boundavy, fell it necessary to get
instructions from Ottawa.

GOOD CROPS.

TBurned-out Pastures Ravived and
Grain Greatly Benefited.

Guelph, Jdaly 24 “n the  whole,

I think the crops of Ontario will be
up to the mark of last year,” said
Prof. C. A. Zavitz this afternoon.
“The recent rains, of ocourse, had
their greatest influence on the pas-
ture, whicl: was being badly burned
up by the heat, causing the shrink-
age in the milk supply which was
felt all over. Next to this, the great-
est influence will be on the potatoes
and root crops and corn, which were
badly in need of rain. The grain
crop is very well advanced, and it
would not do 30 much good as to the
roots. We are to-day thrashing one
winter wheat, and the yield iz good,
while the quality is up to the mark.
The straw of the winter wheat is uni-
formly good over the Province, ex-
cept in =ome districts where it was
i winter-killed. The spring wheat
straw is short, but the heads are
filling out well, and the yield of
grain will be good, though the straw
will be light. Harvesting is largely
commenced in this section, includ-
ing Wellington, Perth, Waterloo, and
won to Middle<ex, and the harvest is
a good one, and on the whole' the
crops will be well up to last vear’s,
except in straw. Apples, the prin-
cipal orchard crop in this district,
will be light. Raspberries are
fresher in flavor sinee the. recent
rains,” concluded Pvof. Zavitz.

HEBREW PARTY

United Hebrew Political Seciety of
Moatreal Waats Representation.

-

Peter Bercovitch Points 1o 125,000
Nebrews in Canada Unrepresented.

Montreal, July 24.--The formation
has just been completed of one of the
most powerful political organizations
that any Canadian ‘city has known,
the United Hebrew Political Society.
In the only riding in which its in-
fluence will be felt it controls at
least 5,000 votes,

Its financial standing is very ee-
cure, ever¥ man in the Jewish com-
munity having ocontributed some-
thing. It prowoses to have a candi-
date in the field at the next general
election and will play. a prominent
part in municipal politics. The first
effort at formation took place last
January. Since then the system has
been built up until to-day the associa-
won embraces every Hebrew agociety
of any description in the city. The
synagogues, the athletic organiza-
tions, the literarv societies, the
benevolent aseociations are all af-
filiated and the organization has be-
oome big and powerful.

The organization has chosen ite
candidate in the pereon of the chair-
mwan, Peter Bercovitech, B. C. L. Mr.
Bercovitch stated to-day that as yet
he had neither accepted nor refused
the offer. ‘

“The Hebrews have felt for a long
times that they deserved somne repre-
sentation,” he said to-day. “They
have not a man in any representative
position in Canada, whereas other
races, French and Irish notably in
Quebec, insist on full representation.

“If this is to be the custom why
should the 125,000 Hebrews of Can-
ada not have their representative
also?”

FARMERS BANK.

Lindsay Committed for Trial —Halton
Farmers Testify.

Toronto Despatch—Evidence in the pre-
liniinary hearing of Mr. W. J. Lindsay on
a charge of conspiring to obtain the cer-
titicate of the Farmers Bank was taken
before Magistrate Denison in the police
Court yesterday morning from a number
of farmers of Halion County who had
purchased shares and got rid of them
thrcugh the action of Mr. Wiliam Lald-
law, XK. C., but whose names as share-
hclders were submitted to the Treasury
Bcard wth the applcation for the certif-
icate.

James Murray, Milton, swore {hat he
subscribed’ for $2,500 worth of stock at
the request of Mr. Lindsay, who told
him that Dr. Stewart had taken $10,000
wertlh. He cancelled the $2,50 and took
only $1,000 worth. He then got out of
the contract. He found that Dr. Stew-
art had not subscribed.

Mr. W. A. Dixon, Nelson, obtained
$5.000 worth of stock on the understand-
inz that Mr. Lindsay would later take
$4,%0 of it from his hands. He never
had to pay for it. .

Mr. W. R. Travers, former General
Manager of the Farmers Bank, testh
fied that the ngmes of a number of these
men went before the Treasury Board
before the certificate was obtained, al-
thergh they had received their money
back. “Lindsay,” said Mr. Travers,
“unew of it. In speaking to me of these
nawes he said, ‘leave them there.* ™

Asked who paid the expenses of the
writ on behalf of the shareholders, Mr.
Travers said, **We did not pay Mr. Lad-
law.” Mr. Corl2y declured that Mr, Lald-
law earned a splendid ree,

Mr. Travers retorted that the primary
object of the action of Mr. Laidlaw was
not to get the subscribers back their
money. “He went into It for 'zersonnl
upite,” declared Mr, Travers. *“There are
letters in existence showing why Mr,
l.aidlaw took this interest in the affairs
of the Farmers Bank."”

As Mr. Laldlaw, who was subpoenaed
as s witness, did not appear, the case
was adjourned till thix morning to se-
cure his presence.

“In the meantime,” sald Magistrate
Derison, I have heard enough to jus-
tity me in making a committal for trial.”

NOTED MAN DEAD

Dr. Baldwin, Chinese Missionary,
Passes Away at East Orange, N. J.

East Orange, N.J., despatch: Tha Rev.
Dr. Caleb Cook Baldwin, who passed
half a century as a missionary at Foo-
chow, China, snd for whom the Baldwin
Library was erected-in that city, is dead
at- the residence of his son here, from
infirmities inecident to his advanced age.
He was born near here im 1820. Two
children were born to Dr. and Mrs.
Baldwin in China, and it was necessary,
owing to the hostility of the Chinese,
to build a wall of masonry around their
home for the protection of the first
child, who is now Mrs. Harriet Gerry,
of East Orange. Dr. Baldwin compiled a
dictionary of the principal dialects of
Southeastern China, and translated the
Bible into Chinese.

SNUBBED EX-SHAH

Persian Premier Told Him He Didn't
Obey Pretenders.

London, July 24.—A despateh to the
Times from Teheran says it is reported
that Sipahdar, the new premier, and
leadét of the Nationalists, has receivoed
a telegram from th» ex-Shah ordering
him to maintain order until the ex-Shah
arrives in ‘Teheran. Sipahdar replied
that Persia obeved the  comstitutional
monarch, and would never tolerate pre-
tenders.

The incident has a peculiar piquaney,
as Sipahdar’s loyalty to the constitu-
tion, the lespatch says, has not been en-
tirely above suspicion.

KILLED NEAR KENORA

Stepped Out of Way of One Train
and Was Struck by Another.

Kenora Despatch—Hubert  Reees, a
notiye of Epsom, England,who came to
Cenada about a year ago, and who has
been employed as chalrman for the C. P.
R. ergineering staff, this division, was
instantly killed yesterday morning. Mr.
Reeves was walking on the track near
Pine, Ont., when No. 3 passenger traln
approached from the east, passing a
freight running on the second track from
the west. Mr. Reeves started to leave
the track but had hardly gained the
space between the two rails, when he

wes caught by the front of the engine
and thrown down the deep embankment,
$e was brought to the hospital here with
both legs broken and a severe head
wound. He died early this morning. He
was twenty-eight years of age.

Engine and Tendek Tumbled Over
Bank of Welland Canal.

Engineer Smith, of Sarnia, Drewned
—Ravigation Blocked.
Port Colborne despatch: .‘\t half

past 11 last night, a Grand Trunk
engine and tender tumbled over the
bank of the Welland Canal, drown-
ing the engineer, Charles Smith, of
Sarnia, and giving the fireman a bad
ducking. The engine had just taken
water at the tank, *which is about
100 feet from the bagtk of the canal,
when the accident  occurred. The
train waa a freight, westbound.” While
the train was standing, the

bridge was swung open to permit a
tug, the Schofi:ld, to pass up the
channel. Apparently, the engineer
was not aware of this fact, for he
slowly ' started forward. The brid
had not closed when he reached the
bank, and both engine and tender
topled over, carrying the engineer
and fireman with them. The fireman
ovidently saw what was coming, for
he jumped wide of the wreck and was
rescued without great difficulty. The
enginver, however, was killed. None
of the cars in the train went over
with the engine on ‘arcount of the
very slow rate of speed at which
they were travelling. Navigation of
the canal will~be completely blocked
until the huge bulk of the engine
can be removed.

The crash, as the big Mogul dump-
ed itself into the water, was tarrific
and the &plach threw the water: for
fully 50 feet. 1t is believed that there
will be great dif#culty experienced
in removing the wrdckage-from the
water ' and repairviny the - dam
side of the canal. The financial loss
to ehippers from the blockage of traf-
fic will probably be very great, as
the passage on the canal during the
past week has been the heaviest in
its historv The dead engineer was
said to be a thoroughly experienced
man. Tt is thought that the accident
was caused bv nis misunderstanding
the signals on the bridge.

Geo. W. Glovar Files Amendmeat to
Suit in Eddy Will Contest.

can be considered a charitable trust;
but, on the contrary, those practices,
although deseribed in the residuary
bequest of Mrs, Kddy’s will, ‘The re-
ligion of Christinn Seience as taught
by me,” are pernicious and hostile
to organized ' €ociety and constitute
a business which is forbidden and
made void by public policy and the
laws of the land.”

BAKER'S HEIRS

Held Meeting in Toronte—Want to
Get Big Philadelphia Fortune.

Teronto Despatch—A gathering of St.
George's Hall yesterday of some two
hundred descendants of Colonel Baker,
a multimillionaire, who died in Philadel-
phia a couple of centuries ago, arranged
for the purpose of making a united ef-
fort to have his will probated, proved &
failure %o far as the primary object was
ccncerned, and the meeting ended In
centusion.

Thie estates for which the heirs, who
allcgetther number about 1,000, are seek-
ing. comprise properties in the heart of
{he city of Philadelphia, in warfous parts
of the state of Pennsylvania and also
in Germany. At the time of Colonel Bak-
| er's demise, over two hundred years ago,
they were valued at between $50,000 and
$100,00t. After spending years investigat-
iny the properties, Mr. Rennie stated
that he believed the total val-
u-: at the present time was no less than
$350,000,000.  Mr. Andrew A. McuHgh, a
State detective, who has been working
on the case since Auust, 1910, ana has
arrested several alleged fakirs who
clein ed to be able to restore the millions
to the rightful heirs, attendeds the meet-
ing yesterday. Ile was also very opti-
mistic regarding the possibility of re-
covering the lost fortune.

Oune of Lhe interested  men expressed
the opinion that any property lying
unciaimed for years in Philadelphia was
likely to have been $old for taxes.

LOTS OF COAL.

Ottawa, July 24.—A geolngical sur-
vey report just issued on the Big
Horn coal basin in  Alberta esti-
mates there are 6,600,000,000 long tone
of coal in an area of about 187 square
miles that are workable.

TWO STORMS.

Lightning Storms Strike New York
and Scare a Lot of People.

New York, July 24—Two elestric
storma burst over New York City to-
day. Some buildings were struck by
lightning, and there were calls for the
fire department, but several slight
blazes were extinguished without seri-
ous damage.

When lightning ran through a big
apartment house in Bréoklyn, it wreck-
ed the telephone switch board and stun-
ned the operator and drove nearly
a hundred occupants out into the raim,
many in their might clothes. Phiysicians
were called to attend several hysterical
women.

GRAND LODGE OVER

Toronte Gets Next Meeting by a
Very Large Majority.

Depuly Grand Master.

St. U-(hnrinou deapatch: The fitty-
sixth annual convention of the Grand
Lodge of Canada, for Ontario, A. F. and
A. M., was brought to a close last night.

Hamilton and Port 'Arthur made a
strong bid for next year's meeting, but
the insufficient hotei uccommodation
they had to contend with here led them
to follow the advice of retiring Grand
Master MacWatt and select Toronto.
The vote was: Toronto, 629; Hamilton,
275; and Port Arthur, 154,

There was a keen contest for the
office of Deputy Grand Master.
