THE TEMPERANCE REFORM.

Temperance Reform has been before 
the public mind, a live question, fur 
nearly a century. Many of the ablest 
pens have been, during that time, enlist­
ed in its support. Many of the most 
powerful minds have appeared as its 
champions, in the literary world. Not a 
few of the moat eloquent speakers have 
discussed its merits on the lecture plat­
form. In reviewing the whole history 
of the cause, while we find many Ili­
um pths, and perhaps as large a number 
of defeat*, still it must be admitted, that 
public sentiment is far in advance of the 
stand it held three quarters of a century 
ago. But whether this state of things is 
to be attributed to special effort in one 
direction, or to the general tendency of 
Christianizing and refining influences, 
is an open question. In this as in all 
other upward movements, we find men 
working and clamouring for what they 
are pleased to call ‘reform,’ and having 
expended a life-time of hard labor in the 
interest of their pet schemes, they find 
themselves still at the starting point. 
Like the dog in the tread-mill, they 
seem to be covering an immense stretch 
of ground, but iu the end step out at 
the identical spot where they stepped in.

up. He was followed by Dr Allison 
on the subject of Education ; after 
which Dr Hall srave an admirable ad- ed. 
dress on the work of tho teacher out­
side ofv the studies. Mr A. MhN. 
Patterson and Mr Silas T. Rand then 
made a few interesting remarks and 
the meeting closed. The hall was 
crowded and the interest shown through­
out the whole of the meeting by the 
people of Hantsport refl cted great 
credit upon the village. On 

THURSDAY MORNING 
the association again met, and the first 
paper read was one by Dr Hall on 
“Physical Geography.” Its rela­
tion to the study of political geography 
was shown to be of great importance, 
as the climate, soil, mountains, 
rents, &c. are known to have a great 
influence over the character of the 
people. A lively discussion took place ! 
after this paper on the drawing of 
maps, the benefit to be derived and the 
method used iu flawing tfiem The 
speakers were Inspector Roscoe, Dr 
Allison, Mr I. C. Craig, Dr Margeson, 
Prof. Smith, Miss (Johoon, Mr G. 
Miller, Mr Armstrong, and Mr Inglis.
A paper was then read by Mr Miller 
on “Prizes and Punishments af­
