A petition has been presented to Par­
liament frein the Lond^i Methodist 
Conference asking for an amendment to 
the Franchise Act by allowing women to 
vote. The petition sets forth—" that re­
cognizing the increased influence for thé 
good of our country as exerted by women 
in consequence of their use of the elector­
al franchise as now granted lo them, that 
the further extension of the franchise to 
them would largely increase their influ­
ence for good in matters affecting our 
social and political relations ; and finally 
the petitiouers asjc that the House, now 
in session, so amend the existing Fran­
chise Act as to give to w« men the same 
privileges in relation thereto as are now 
granted or may hereafter be granted to 
men.”

The Dominion Parliament adjourned 
on Wednesday evening last for the Easter 
holidays. It was again to meet on Tues­
day, April 3rd.

An enthusiastic meeting was held in 
Toronto on the evening of March 25th in 
the interest of Imperial Fedeiatiou. A 
large qymber .of ladies were present and 
men of both political parties took part in 
the proceedings. A series of resolutions 
were adopted favoring the idea of closer 
commercial relations with the mother 
country, and calling upon the Dominion 
House of Commons to take steps at an 
early date to give effect to the principles 
endorsed at the meeting.

Mr. L. H. Davies is trying hard to get 
out of the corner into which Hon. Mr. 
Foster put him, during the discussion of 
the unrestricted reciprocity resolution 
before thé House of Commons. But the 
more he tries to explain the worse does 
he make his case. He has given his 
hearty support to Sir Richard Cart­
wright’s unrestricted reciprocity resolu­
tion, but only a few months ago he de­
clared before the Charlottetown Board of 
Trade, that such a trade basis was most 
ridiculous, and the people of the United 
States wonld rot be such “ arrant fools” 
as to accept it. No matter how much he 
wriggles, he cannot explain away his 
inconsistency on this question.—Charlot­
tetown Herald.

Under the head “ A Disreputable 
Business,’’ the Fredericton Gleaner makes 
the following forcible remarks in refei- 
ence to violators of the Canada Tempei- 
ance Act which apply fully as much lo 
other Counties where the Canada Tem­
perance Act has been adopted as in York 
county:—‘“We have gut to make this 
business disreputable,’ said Moody the 
Evangelist at Louisville a day or two 
ago, in speaking of the liquor traffic. If 
the people of Fredericton would act upon 
this advice and determine to regard those 
who sell liquor as disreputable charac­
ters, those dealers in the traffic would 
find themselves cut off from intercourse 
with respectable citizens and would have 
less to say in the affairs df the city. 
Everyone knows that certain persons in 
the city are selling liquor openly in de­
fiance of law and yet they will recom­
mend their friends to patronize those 
persons, and will patronize them them­
selves. If nothing can be done to make 
the proper authorities carry out the law, 
those liquor dealers who persist in sell­
ing their poisonous draughts should be 
not only regarded as disreputable, but 
should be shunned as public enemies and 
as men who are corrupting the morals of 
the city. It is high time that something 
was done to put a stop to such glaring 
defiance of law as that which we are con­
stantly seeing.”

Ottawa, March 29.—Fortune smiles 
np:n Patrick Purcell, who has to-day re­
ceived authority from the highest court 
in the land to continue to represent 
Glengarry in the Commons, notwith­
standing the judgment of Justice Rose, 
who pronounced him both unseated and 
disqualified. Mr. Purcell appealed from 
this judgment, and his appeal was to-day 
allowed with costs, Judges Fournier, 
Henry and Taschereau concurring,1 and 
Chief Justice Ritchie and Judge Gwyjme 
dissenting. They thus stood three to 
two. One of the Supieme court judges, 
Strong, was absent from the court through 
illness when the case was argued, and, 
therefore, could not deliver judgment, 
but it is understood that had he been 
present he would have gone against the 
appeal, thus making a tie, and metaphor! 
cally speaking, cooking Pat’s goose.

FOIXTS OF THE CASE.
The appeal was from the judgment of Hon. 

Mr. Justice Rose, delivered at Cornwall in 
January lait declaring the election void, and 

"^declaring Mr. Purcell guilty of personal brib­
ery. Mr. Pnrcell in his appeal raised various 
contentions as follows .-

1st. That Judge Rose had no jerisdiction *| 
that the petition of Mr. Kennedy was out of 
Court at the time of tn»l, and tne Judge 
should so have dismissed the petition.

2nd. That the judgment should be reversed 
so far as the finding on the personal charges is 
concerned.

3rd. Jhat the judge should not have found 
against Mr. Purcell on the charge of bribery 
by agents, and should not have voided the
election.

In a word : The petition was ont ol court 
and there was no jurisdiction.

Chief Justice Ritchie, disseuting, held that 
the appeal abould be allowed with costa and 
the petition dismissed. He was of the opinion 
that Mr. Justice Rose had no jurisdiction to 
desl with the question of whether the petitioa 
had been fylad in time nor in fact whether it 
had been fyled at all er not He bad «imply to 
try the issues of the case as sent down for trial 
from the Court of Common Pleas. With re-

and going West, that I determined to 
write at some convenient opportunity 
and let those New Brnnswickers, whom 
I know best, know tbe real facts of the 
case. I do not blame the Telegraph for 
making such a statement as the one 
quoted above, for the grit press of this 
province has been all winter engaged in 
the congenial task of trying to provp to the 
outside world, that owing to the crimi­
nal negligence, incapacity, or careless­
ness of the so called “ giant monopoly,” 
the Canadian Pacific Railway, the im­
mense grain crop with which Manitoba 
was blessed last year, has ptoved an 
incabns Instead of a blessing, as the C. 
P. R’y, has not been able to move the 
grain to the Eastern markets, but has 
left it to spoil on the fanner's hands. 
Such has been the cry of the grit press 
of Winnipeg all winter. Even suppos­
ing such a state of things did exist, 
which is very very far from being’a fact, 
it is difficult o see how it would affect 
Winnipeg merchants. For it must be 
remembered, Winnipeg newspapers with 
all Winnipeg people labour under the 
impression that that city is Manitoba, 
and that if Winnipeg is hard up, in debt, 
and decreasing in population, the pro­
vince generally is going to the dogs. 
Now Winnipeg is not a grain market at 
all. There are no elevators there except 
those belonging to the one large milling 
Arm there and no grain at ail is market­
ed in the capital. The lands around 
Winnipeg arc not wheat raising coun­
try, and a good harvest in Manitoba is 
not a cause of prosperity to the ambi­
tions capital. Of the large sums of 
ready money paid ont in the markets 
of Manitoba this winter to the farmers 
for grain, but a very small proportion 
finds it way into Winnipeg's pockets. 
Hence it is that while all oyer the conn 
try there is prosperity and contentment, 
while In all the small towns and vllliages 
in the wheat raising districts of Mani­
toba, money is plentiful, trade is brisk 
and times are good in Winnipeg, the 
doleful cry of hard times is still raised 
and the woithy people there Imagine 
some powerful oppression, like that 
soulless monopoly the C. P. R , is 
causing all the trouble. In tbe first 
place there has been no wheat blockade, 
that is nothing that can fairly be called 
such. All over the wheat raising States 
to the south of us as far as Kansas, the 
railways have utterly failed to transport 
the immense quantities of grain pro­
duced last fall. Here, however, of the 
12,000,000 bushels or so harvested in 
the fall of 1887, more than three quar­
ters have been already carried away by 
the C. P. R., and distributed in the 
markets of the East. Brandon is the 
largest wheat market in Manitoba, and 
the crop of 1S87 to be marketed here 
has been estimated to be not less than a 
million and a half of bushels. Of this 
quantity, tbe C. P. R., has already haul­
ed away a million bushels, and never for 
one day have the farmers hod to stop 
bringing In their wheat to this market 
on account of the lack of storage room 
or cars. 4 Besides the price paid here 
has been steady all winter and has not 
been affected in the least by the alleged 
incapacity of the Railway Company to 
handle the grain. In a few small places 
where there Is but little storage room, 
people have been obliged to pile their 
grain in bags on the prairie for a few 
days. Those who know how dry the 
snow is out here, will know that wheat 
so piled np could not possibly suffer 
harm and though fur a short time the 
markets in such small centres may have 
been affected, no permanent harm was 
done and the loss sustained by the 
farmers must have been very small in­
deed. But Instead of taking as examples 
a place like Brandon, which is the princi­
pal wheat market of the Province tbe 
Winnipeg Board of Trade, which is the 
head and front of all the injurious agita­
tion which is retarding the progress of 
this Province, selected due or two small 
forwarding poin<6 where there was no 
storage accommodation, seme of the 
towns having come into existence only 
last summer and proclaimed that every­
where there was a blockade, trade was 
paralyzed and the country ruined. And 
then these same people wonder that 
immigrants do not flock into Manitoba; 
and no doubt will soon raise a howl 
against the government because the 
population is stationary in numbers.

The real truth is Winnipeg has how 
quite got over the Boom days. In fact 
she has not got down to rock bottom yet 
and will be worse off before she is bet­
ter. There are no manufacturies in 
Winnipeg, no industries to employ lab­
or, nothing to attract population and 
though the Local Government has cen­
tered everything in the éapital, though 
the C. P. R. has favored it and the Do­
minion assisted it, the city has not pros, 
pered as it was fondly hoped it wonld. 
It was supposed that Winnipeg would 
be the depot of the North West, that 
the wholesale houses of the city would 
supply all the vast region to the West 
and the city would become a second St. 
Paul or even Chicago. But as Brandon, 
Portage La Prairie and other smaller 
towns in the producing districts grew 
np, they imported the necessaries of life 
from Eastern towns and Winnipeg be­
gan to lose trade. Brandon has whole­
sale looses now which actively compete 
with those of Winnipeg for the trade of 
the West and instead of the volume of 
trade increasing with the growth of the 
towns through the Province, it has so 
far as Winnipeg is concerned got small 
by degrees and beautifully less. So the 
Board of trade saw something wag 
wrong and could not tell where it was, 
till they struck on the monopoly. Thence 
arose the Red River Valley Railway agi­
tation and all the waste of money and 
wind over that. One government at­
tempted to defy the rest offthe Dominion 
and has failed, and now another one la 
going to do the same thing, unless by 
the time you receive this some amicable

We hope another good crop will succeed 
last year's, and ii it does the prosperity 
of the country will be assured. As it is 
people who have not known since they 
came to the country what it was to be 
out of debt, now enjoy the pleasure-of 
being able to say they “ owe no mao any­
thing,” Comforts heretofore unattain­
able can be secured, the farm houses 
made more homelike and the old team of 
oxen replaced by a smart span of horses. 
Only poor Winnipeg is out in the cold, 
there they toil not neither do they spin, 
and they are getting horribly hard up.

I fear my pen has run on too long on 
th's subject which after all may be quite 
uninteresting to your readers, but if it 
has the effect of correcting false impres­
sions regarding the condition of this 
province, it will have done some good. 
For any man who has a little capital, 
knows something of farming and is not 
afraid to work this is the best country 
under the sun, but it is no place for lab­
orers, clerks or men of a particular avo­
cation. It is the farmer's country, and 
they appreciate it.

One word as to the past winter. Cold 
and Jong enough it has been and we are 
glad it is nearly over, but we have had 
no destructive blizzards like those that 
wrought such havoc south of the border. 
And we have had no sj^pw blockades 
such as have detained our m Us so often 
In the East. Not one day gll winter has 
the express train been delayed by snow 
between here and Winnipeg, and so far 
as I have heard but one fnan in this .dis­
trict has lost bis life from cojd, and he 
wonld probably have been alive to-Jay 
had it not been for the companionship 
of a whiskey bottle.

I think I have now taken up enough 
o' your space and will conclude with 
the remark that the Blueuose parÿ-of the 
population in town are all thriving and 
in good circumstances, health and spir­
its, though I regret to say Mr. J, R. 
Maltbv, who is a resident of this town, 
not Winnipeg, as I see you have it in 
yonr last issue, is likely to leave us, hav- 
log through political spite, lost his posi­
tion under the Local Government.

cases of leprosy were admitted to the In­
stitution, which now contains seventeen 
inmates! lie reports the investigating 
of several snspected cases, one of which 
was subsequently admitted to the lazar­
etto, and another one he found rapidly 
sinking at her own home. Two other 
casts, he expects, will shortly ask ad­
mission, and with these exceptions, he 
reports that all known lepers are in the 
hospital. He reports two cases of re­
covery, which he attributes to the by- 
eieuic influences of the institution be­
fore the disease has made serious in­
roads. He speaks of the unremitting 
care bestowed on the sufferers by the 
Sisters in charge of the institution, 
which, under their carefhl supervision, 
is rendered as homelike as possible to 
the suffering inmates.
