Surgical Operation FerfemeA it n 
Dizzy Height.

New York, Oct. 13.—One of the 
highest bone setting operations on re­
cord was performed yesterday at a dizzy 
altitude in the skeleton of a sky-scraper, 
with housesmiths as assistants, and ob­
serving fowls of the air at witnesses.

hile being hoisted and crashed against 
the workman’s left leg, breking it in 
two places.

M ade was helped on to a beam to­
ward the centre of the building and 
held on this improvised stretcher of

rel by two of his fellow laborers, for 
in the writhing caused by his pain 
he swerved to either side, he would 

have fallen through to the basement 100 
feet below.

Ar ambulance from Bellevue Hos- 
lital arrived in short order, with Dr. 
i til son in charge. He saw the situa­
tion at a glance, and seizing his bag 
of .instruments and bandages started 
up to the mid-air perch where his pa­
tient was awaiting him. Over sway­
ing boards he made his way to Wade.

PERHAPS A BOMB.
A Mysterious Explosion in on In- 

gerioll Berroom.

Ingersoll, Oct. 1.1^*-There were no 
developments to-day that would tend 
to solve the mystery in connection 
with the explosion at the Kirwin 
House last evening, which carried 
away part of the thumb and two fingers 
of the left hand of James A. Buchanan 
and seriously injured his right eye. At 
first it was thought that Mr. Buchanan 
had been injured by a “loaded" cigar, 
sometimes used as a practical joke. The 
cigar which Mr. Buchanan was about to 
light when the explosion occurred was 
picked up intact.

The finding of particles of thin 
brass, clinging to pieces of bone 
blown from Mr. Buchanan’s fingers, 
has strengthened the supposition that 
a bomb was thrown. If this was the 
case, the question arises, where did 
it come from? No one in the bar at 
the time saw anything out of the or­
dinary. The window near which Mr. 
Buchanan was tending was spattered 
with blood, and it was shattered as if 
struck by something solid.

Dr. Coleridge, who attended Mr. 
Buchanan, is of the opinion that a 
bomb caused the injuries. He Is also 
of the opinion that nitro-glycerine 
was the explosive used. The police are 
working on the case, and every effort 
will be made to probe it.

North Bay, Oct. 13.—The esse of 
Saul Gouin, charged with the murder 
of Carrie Russell, otherwise known aa 
Mary E. Smith, occupied the attention 
of the High Court all day before Judge 
Riddell. Twenty-two jurymen were ohsl- 
4enged before a panel was secured. The 
chief witness, Ethel Crawford, told the 
story of how on the 12th of November, 
1908, she was living in a shack near Co­
balt, where the prisoner came with a 
friend, ostensibly to see about some 
work needed In repairing the house. He 
left with his friend for Cobalt, afterward* 
returning home. Witness had mentioned 
having one hundred dollars m her pos­
session in the hearing of Gouin. She was 
ill in bed at the time and stated that 
shortly after Cion in returned to the 
house he attacked Carrie Russell, flie 
only other occupant, with an axe, af­
terwards turning hre attention to her, 
inflicting serious wound* on both wo­
men, aid persisting in the attack when 
they tried to escape. Witness was posi­
tive that there was no provocation what­
ever. Bleeding from many wounds and 
i* a fainting condition both women fin­
ally escaped from the shack and their 
assailant, and, meeting a man upon the 
road, were assisted to a house, where 
medical attention was secured, and Car­
rie Russell was removed to the Cobalt 
Hospital.

Ethel Crawford recovered, and Car­
rie Russell left, the hospital after some 
weeks, partially restored to health, and 
went to Toronto, where she was admit­
ted to the Refuge of the Good Shep 
herd, afterwards bring taken to. «T. 
Michael’s Hospital, where she died on 
Feb. 22 •* a result, in the opinion of the 
medical men. of blood poisoning, induced 
by the broken jaw and abscesses result

Gouin. the prisoner, was placed in the 
box and swore that the women tried to 
get money from him and threatened him 
with a revolver, the Crawford womsn 
saying that his head would be blown off 
if "he refused. He became frightened, 
and, finding the door locked and the 
kev gone, picked up sn axe to defend 
himaelf, striking Ethel Crawford, after 
which he remembered nothing more until 
he, found Himaelf on the road hack to 
Cobalt, where he .stayed two day* and 
then went, to work in a lumber campr 
going from there to North Bay Hos­
pital, being taken HI. After his dis­
charge from the hospital he was ar­
rested.

The jury, after being out two hours, 
reported disagreement, ten standing 
for acquittai, one for mamdaughter 
and one for murder. They were dis­
charged. the esae being traversed tq the 
next Assizes for a new trial.

Sentence of death was pronounced 
upon Sam Spanelli, the Italian, who 
stabbed the young Chinese to death in 
a Haileybury restaurant, the execution 
to take place at North Bay on Nov. 26 
next.

SIX MEN PERISH.

VESSEL DASHED ASHORE ON 
PELEE ISLAND.

Fire Drove Eight to Boat—Took 
Chance of Death by Drowning— 
Boat Capsized and Captain and 
Five Sailors Met Death.

Windsor, Ont., Oct. 13. — In the 
destruction of the steamer George 
Stone, of Cleveland, which went 
ashore at Point Pelee, Ont., in Lake 
Erie, early this morning, and the 
loss of six of her crew, was enacted 
dne of the most thrilling marine tra­
gedies in the history of Lake Erie.

Believing that rescue could not pos­
sibly reach them in time, and with 
their ill-fated craft pounding out her 
heart on the jagged reef, and fire 
spreading over the vessel, Capt. Payne 
Howell and seven of his crew entered 
the ship’s yawl and were swept out 
into a literal maelstrom a moment 
later. Before she had gone more 
than a hundred yards the yawl cap­
sized, and six of the occupants were 
swept into eternity. The other two 
were picked up by the life-saving 
crew from Bar Point in sn almost 
unconscious condition an hour later. 
The dead are:

ALEXANDER STEWART, second 
engineer, Cleveland.

PAUL HOWELL, captain, Erie, Pa.
JAMES DALEY, sailor, residence 

unknown.
WILLIAM FREDERICKS, oiler, 

Cleveland.
TWO SAILORS, names unknown.
Bound to a Lake Superior port with 

a cargo of coal, the George Stone left 
Ashtabula Monday night, and short­
ly afterwards she ran into a heavy 
northeast gale. All went well, bow­
er, until shortly before midnight 
Tuesday, when the Stone began to 
labor heavily in the high seas then 
running. To make matters worse, a 
thick enow set in, which caused the 
helmsman to lose his bearings. The 
light on Grubb Reef was almost ob­
scured, and before Capt. Howell had 
a suspicion of the dangerous position 
his ship was in ahe grounded heavy.

The lighthouse keeper at Grubb 
Reef was the only human being in 
eight of the wreck. Over the private 
Government telephone line from his 
station to Leamington, Ont., and 
thence to Amherstburg, he flashed 
the news and the wrecking tug 
Hackett was rushed to the scene. 
With the gale dead against her, the 
staunch Hackett battled fiercely for 
several hours and finally came along­
side the Stone at one o’clock this af-
