Mr. Hensiey said the next toast he had to propose
was * The President of the United States *  In propoxing
such & toast ax that their American guests would, he had
no doubt, remember that ln this matter of drinking
healths at least, there was a marked distinetion to be
drawn hetween American eittzens and liritish subjeets—
thelrs was an elected head. whilst ours was an hereditary
Monarch. When, therefore, it was proposed by British
subjects to drink the health of the President of the Uni-
ted States, it was simply intended as a recognition of,
and A compliment to, the great country of which he was,
for the thme being, the recognised head. It was one of
the undoubted rights and privileges of the people of
this Tsiand freely to discuss the current events of the day.
A diversity of opinion would. thercfore. be the natural
result( the feelings of British suhjects would some-
times be enlisted on the one side and rometimes on the
other. But of this he was quite certain—there was bat
one wish, one general sentiment in P. B. Island. and
that was, that happiness and prosperity might attend
the American people in all thetr undertakings.
