We had upon the table the
estimates of the expenditure for 1883,
amounting to nearly $253 (00; upon
a comparison with those of 1882, it
would be observed that some items
had been increased and some reduced.

He noticed that no
provision bad been made for a new building
although it had been recommended by the
head of that institution.”

There was too much expense connected with
the Land Office. The deeds were far bebind.
The country had no confidence in it, for
they saw favoritism in its management. $25-
000 were sufficient to calculate upon as re-
venue from the Land Office, and the Govern-
ment should make other provision for the
deficiency. When this source was draiuved,
we must resort to a direct tagation of about
$100,000 annually. We should capitalize
the receipts from the Land Office, and the
$135,000 tor plers, if ever we got it.
