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The “ Reverend Ranter” Heard From.

THE Guardian of Monday last
contains a letter from Rev. A. F.
Thomson, in reply to an edito-
rial, under the caption, “A Rev-
erand Ranter,” which appeared in
the HERALD of October the 16th.
In an introductory note, the writ-
er says a copy of the letter was
sent to the Editor of the HERALD
“ two weeks ago.” Now, the let-
ter in the Guardian is only a por-
tion of the letter first sent to the
HERALD ; as the Rev. gentleman, a
few days after sending the letter,
telegraphed us to withold publi-
cation, till we should hear from
him, and subsequently sent a
second letter withdrawing a por-
tion of the first. He certainly
exercised a wise discretion in
withdrawing from publication
that portion of his letter. He
says “ some kind friend ” had for-
warded him a copy of the. HERALD
containing the editorial in ques-
tion.
of the HERALD was sent from this
office, as we wished the Rev. gen-
tleman to be fully cognizant of
what we had to say about him.
In our editorial we wrote: “ He
declared that in the schools con-
ducted by the Nuns at Bathurst
Protestant. children were forced
to kneel, cross themselves and
take part in the recitation of Ca-
tholic prayers.” Rev. Mr. Thom-
son quotes this sentence for the
purpose of denying it ; but he does
not quote it fully, as he leaves
out the word “ Protestant,” which
omission, as will be readily seen,
only makes him appear much
more ridiculous than before; for
if he did not wish to show
that Protestant children were thus
treated, the question will natur-
ally suggest itself, is it any of his
particular business what religious
exercises other children partici-

man denies that he made the
statement above quoted. Well,
under ordinary ecircumstances,
such a denial would surprise us;
but in this case itctestes no sur-
prise; for we ‘have very little
doubt that Rev. Mr. Thomson
would deny or affirm almost any-
thing, if by that means he mi Kt
hope. to cover up his tracks. &
made the statement convinced, by
the testimony of our senses and
the corroborative evidence of a
half a dozen others who were
present, that it was unequivocally
true, and that position we main-
tain.

Froe Trade and English Husbandry.

WHILE Mr. Laurier and his
friends are advocating, wherever
they hope to gain a vote, “free
trade as it is in England,” events
are transpiring in England that
go far to prove that free trade ”
1s, tosay the least, not an un-
mixed blessing. .In fact evidence
seems to be accumlating tHat the
burden pressing on the agricul-
turist in England has become next
to unbearable. A short time ago,
a Kent Stewart forwarded to the
London Times the following
letter, received from one of
the best tenants on his estate:
DEAR SIiR—It is with extreme
regret that I send you the enclos-
ed notice to- quit the occupation
of this farm, feeling that the
choice for me lies between two
evils—either to lose all the ready
cash I possess or to leave my old
home ; for the sake of my chil-
dren I choose the latter. There
is nothing you can do for me that
will enable me to stop in the face
of these ruinous prices, my rent
is moderate, I am perfectly satis-
fied with you as steward. I do
not wish for a better landlord,
but bad luck has attended me for
the last few years—this year
worse than all. Unless a change
takes place in the hop market
soon my loss on the year will be
£1,000. The Times. correspond-
ent adds: “‘ Bear ye one-another’s
burden,’ is an old text, and unless
the nation is prepared in some
way to lighten those of agricul-
ture it must fall. I do not doubt
that the trade at present lost to
this country by its present de-
plorable condition would exceed
tenfold any amount paid in duties
upon foreign agriculture pro-

uce.” Close on the heels of this
comes the speech of Lord Salis-
bury, delivered at Walford, on
the 80th ult. -~ Referring to the
agricultural question, the Premier
said: “Since the repeal of the
corn laws we have had the strong-
est cause to lament that, though
the protectionists resisted, tLeir
warnings-had not been listened to
more carefully. "The ropealers
laughed at the idea of injuring
husbandry ; but, a lowering of
prices resulted and free trade has
almost killed husbandry in sever-
al districts.” = From this it-will
be seen that Lord Salisbury is
not incognizant of the gravity of
the situation and, from his re-
marks, it may reasonably be in-
ferred that he thinks the time op-
portune for a reconsideration of
the trade and tariff policy of the
country. His present attitude
would seem to suggest that the
Government should lessen the
taxation of the farmer, rather
than give him any special advan-
tage in the market. The tenor of
this whole speech and others re-
cently delivered by him plainly
show that free trade and protec-
tion are now regarded as ques-
tions open for discussion in Eng
land. This, in itself, is a great
advance over ten years ago, when

it 1d be considered rank poli-
tical Mlresy to utter a word
against the doctrine of free trade.
Free trade was adopted a half-
century ago, because it was then
considered best for the commerce
of the country. But great
charges have since taken place;
new regions, then scarcely heard
of, have become enormous produc-
ers; and the matter of transport-
ation has been revolutionized ;
consequently what was best adap-
ted to the then existing condition
of affairs, falls far short of the re-
quirements of our day. The
leading statesmen of England are
not slow to perceive this, and, no
doubt the next few years, will see
a vast change in the tariff laws of
the mother country.

PARiS advices of the 1st, inst.
state that Mr, Bourgeois has
formed a cabinet. The defeated
Ribot Ministry held office for
seven months, an unusually long
life for & French Miniatry. The
defeat was due to a scandal with
which some of the former partici-
pants in the Panama scandals
were connected,

RECENT Ottawa advices say
over two million salmon eggs
have been collected in the pound
attached to the St. John River
ha.bchery- This is far in excess
of previous years, and more than
the hatchery will be able to han-
dle. The surplus ova will there-
fore be distributed among other
hatcheries in the Maritime Prov-
inces.

THE financial returns for the
first three months of the present

fiscal year show an improvement
in Dominion finances on both
sides of the account. The revenue
is $587,000 more than for the
first quarter of last year, and the
current expenditure is $228,000,
less than for the same period of
1894. The balance is therefore
better by $815,000 than that of
the months of July, August and
September last year. Besides this
there is a decrease of $100,000 in
capital expenditure. Mr. Foster
is likely to have a good budget
when he reports the result of the
current year’s business. '

WE observe by the Grit papers,
that Mr. L. H. Davies, Liberal Lead-
er for the Maritime Provinces, has
called a general meeting of the exe-
cutive committee of the Maritime
Lberal Associatioa to meet at Hali-
fax tomorrow. We cannot say,
whether or not this step is taken, by
the Maritime Leader, in consequeance
of the advice we tendered him last
week. After taking council with his
lieutenants, surely we shall hear what
the present policy of the Grits in the
Maritime Provinces is.

WE notice that the Patriot and
other Grit organs, so fond of describ-
ing imaginary troubles in the ranks of
the Conservative Party, are silent
about the nice little quarrel between
Mr. Laurier and the newspaper La
Patrie. Mr. Laurier wrote to Mr.
Beaugrand, proprietor of La Patrie,
stating that he repudiated it
as the organ of the Liberal Party.
In answer to.this, Mr. Beaugrand, in
studiously polite, but scornful
phrases asks when La Patrie ever
posed as Mr. Laurier’s organ, ‘‘or as
the mouthpiece of his surroundings.”
Continuing, Mr. Beaugrand asks the
opposition leader: “ By whom can
you, today, replace a name like that
of your protector, your friend and
your leader of tLe olden time, Jean
Baptiste Eric Dorion? Would it be
Mr. Tarte, for instance? By whom
will you replace Louis Desaulles?
By Ernest Pacaud ? By whom would
you replace Rodolphe Laflamme,
your old friend and colleague? By
the Hon. Horace Archambault?
and Labreche Viger; would be be
happy if he were to come back to
earth and see himself replaced by
Alderman Beausoliel in the counsels
of the party? And Charles Laberge,
of whom Mr. Mercicr spoke so elo-
quently in La Patrie ball and whose
mantle you would let fall upon Lom-
er Gouin or upon Gustave Drolet?
And Joseph Papin, the great orator ?
And Jos. Doutre, the great lawyer,
and the man who never flinched be-
fore the enemy ? And Charles
Daoust and the Papineaus? And
Sir Charles Aime.and Wilfred Do-
rion?” It will be noticed that, in
thus mentioning Mr. Laurier’s presgnt
political right-hand men, ‘Mr. Beau-
grand has most accurately indicated
the men who, when Mr. Mercier was
at the zenith of his power, ‘‘ gravita-
ted around the treasury of Quebec.”

MR. SNIDER, the Liberal candi-
date for North Waterloo, Ont.,
who made the protectionist
specch at Elmira, the other day,
and who was patted on the back,
by Mr. Laurier, for doing so, will
no doubt endorse the views ex-
pressed by the Berlin News, on
the subject of trade policy, with
special reference to Berlin. Ber-
lin is a manufacturing town, and
Mr. Snider and his friends would
like to get some votes there; hence
hisanxiety to impressupon theelec-
torate that he would not, if elect-
ed, favor any change that would
remove the protection which these
manufacturers now enjoy. It is
the same old Grit trick, to suit
the speech to the audience, to
change the policy according to
locality. This is how the News
describes what would be the in-
evitable result of the operation of
Mr. Laurier’s trade policy : “In-
stead of a population of nearly
nine thousand in Berlin, we would
soon have less than five, for the
men who now help to manufac-
ture goods for the Canadian mar-
ket will have to go to the States
to make furniture, shirts, gloves,
brushes, boots and shoes, pianos
and organs, buttons, and other
things which now give work to
our people, When these factory
people have to go, our building
operations will also cease, and the
four or five hundred bricklayers,
‘masons, tenders, carpenters, paint-
ers, plumbers, ete, who are now
employed would also have to
leave for some country where
working people are properly pro-
teoted. X oalamictly worse than a
Chicago fire would fall on Berlin
if Laurier and Cartwright should
become our rulers. The loss from
a big fire may be restored when
people have good business pros-
pects ahead, but the loss from a
change of tariffs and destruction
of our factories will be perman-
ent. Let every man, woman, and
child even, in Berlin pray earn-
estly that such a sad fate may
never befall us.”

- I thank you in anticipation for
this additional favor and desire to renew
my acknowledgment for the generous as-
sistance which your paper has given to
the dairying service and the farmersin our
united efforts to promote the well-being of
the Province through the succesfull estab-!
lishment and extension of co-operative
dairying.

To the Patrons of the Cheese Factories and
Creameries of P, E. Island,

LApies AND GENTLEMEN,—] have ex-
amined carefully a large part of the cheese
manufactured during the season of 1895.
On the whole, I found the quality very
good. In a few lots from several of the
factories there is an undesirable flavor,
which, I think, comes from milk handled
in wooden pails or in other vessels which
have not been kept perfectly clean. This
flavor complained of is not the *‘local
flavor ” peculiar to Prince Edward Island
cheese which has been talked of in lan-
guage unfair to the Island by a few noisy
but unimportant and ignorant persons
elsewhere. The ‘“local flavor ” in both
cheese and butter, peculiar to P. E. Is-
land, is one highly agreeable to the taste.
In my opinion, when it is fairly recognized
in the markets, it will give additional
value to your dairy products. In the
meantime it does not detract from their
value. Particular care should be taken
hereafter by all the patrons to supply milk
free from taint and impurities, in order tg|
maintain the high standard which has beer|
reached. During this season the propor-
tion of cheese of faulty flavor from the
causes mentioned is not greater than
found in other Provinces, I am gratified
by the increase in the quantity produced
during the summer. At current market
prices, the value of the output of cheese
from the 28 factories is estimated at $157,-
000.00 ; and the value of the butter from
the two creameries at $11,000. By the in-
crease in the quantity of milk supplied,
the revenue from the manufacturing charge
of 1} cents per pound of cheese, and 3%
cents per pound of butter, will be almost,
is not wholly, sufficient to pay all expen-
ses of operation and management. This,
I am sure, will be gratifying to you.
have not yet sold the cheese. The butter
has been sold at prices from 18 to 20 cents
per pound. With the improvementrecent-
ly in the markets for cheese, I look for
prices which will be satisfactory to you.
Need I say that I would be glad to escape
from the wearying responsibility of being
salesman for the products belonging to so
many people ; all I can promise is that I
shall do the best I can for your interests.
As several weeks must elapse after the
selling of all the cheese before a final
settlement with the Patrons can be made,
advance payments as usual will be made to
the patrons for milk supplied in September
and October as soon as the accounts can be
made up. The milk drawers who have
fulfilled their contracts to the satisfaction
of the directors of the several companies
will be paid in full. As the time of the
superintendent and the office staff will be
largely occupied in shipping cheess during
vhe next ten days, the cheques for advance
payments on September and October milk
account are not to be looked for until about
20th November.

A large quantity of milk will be avail-
able for the making of butter after the
close of the cheese-making season. It
would be wasteful beyond excuse not to
turn it to the most profitable use. There
is an active demand for fresh-made cream-
ery butter for export at from 22 to 23
cents per pound here; and I think the
market is more likely to advance than to
decline. I think $25,000 worth of cream.
ery butter can be made and sold from P.
E. Island during the coming winter. The
dairying companies at the factories at
Vernoo River Bridge, Kensington and
Dunk River are putting in centrifugal
cream separators for the service of their
patrons and others. A cream separator
willbe run also at New Perth factory..
After the end of November the creameriés
at Crapaud and Tryon ure to be taken]
charge of by the companies owning them.
Doubtless one or both of them will be kept
open to receive milk all winter. A cream
separator will be run and butter will be
made during the winter at the warehouse
occupied by the Dairying Service in
Charlottetown. Patrons may deliver milk
at all the places where cream separators
are to be run, twice or three {imes a week.
Notice will be given of the days and times.
The skim milk can be carried home in the
same cansin which the whole milk is
brought. The detention of the milk
drawer at the factory need not be more
than from a quarter to half an hour. For
a charge of 3% cents per lb. of butter, I
shall meet all expenses of (1) separating
the cream, (2) conveying the cream to the
central butter factory, (3) making the
butter, (4) providing packages, (5) mar-
keting the butter, and (6) keeping the
accounts. The buttermilk will be scld or
returned to the patrons. The whole of the
net proceeds from sales of butter and
butter-milk—after deducting the manu-
facturing charge of 3} cents per Ib.,—will
be paid to the patrons in propertion to the
quantity of butter-fat, supplied by each.
An advance payment on account will be
made after the end of every month. Milk
from cows fed on turnips will not be re-
ceived. Carrots and mangels may be fed
without imparting any flavor to lessen the
value of the butter. I invite your hearty
support of this winter-dairying movement,
The market outlook for butter and cheese
of fine quality is good; and there is
nothing to prevent the farmers of Prince
Edward Island from getting $25,000 of
English gold for gilt-edged butter this
winter, $300,000 for cheese next summer,
and $50,000 for butter next winter. This
{s more within the limits of probable ful-
filment than other statements which I have
believed in for you and which you are
making come trae more largely and guick-
ly than anyof you expeated a year u(fo.
Iythank ou for the cordial help extended
to Mr. Dillon, Dairy Superintendent, and
to the whole staff in the Dairying Service
in Prince Edward Island ; and you will
permit me to say I am proud of the cher-
acters and labors of the men who have
served at the factories and in the office. I
perceive the stress of keen competitions
which are yearly making it harder to
make a goog living on farms by the old
methods ; and I am confident that co-
operative dairying—summer and winter—
an extension of swine raising, and an in-
c¢rease in poultry will enable you to meet
the most flerce of merciless competitions

fully for lves, and through
such produative, profitable and reasonably
flnunb labor, to keep on this beautifal
sland the wholesome and sturdy boys who
your

deserve at least this opportunity a
hands as they grow up.
