Rome, Jan. 3,1905.—Forty years 
ago the diocesan calendar of Treviee 
in its list of priests contained that of 
‘Sarto, Don Giuseppe”—the Ger- 
archia Caltolioa ” for 1905, just 
published describes the same Don 
Giuseppe ts “His Holiness Pope 
Pius X., gloriously reigning, the 
wo hundred and fifty-seventh 

Supreme Pontiff after St. Peter, 
Vicar of Jesus Christ, Bishop of 
Rome, Successor oi the Prince of 
Apostles, Supreme Pontiff of the 
Universal Cbnïob, Patriarch of the 
West, Primate of Italy, Archbishop 
and Metropolitan of the Roman 
Province, Sovereign of tbe Tempera 
Dominions of the Holy Roman 
Ohurch.’’ From the same interest­
ing sou: oe we learn that His Holi­
ness has retained for himself the 
Prefecture of theSaoied Congrega­
tion of the Roman and Universal 
Inquisition of thb Consistorial, of the 
Apostolic Yisi’, and (pro tempore) 
for the State of Regulars ; he is 
president of the Pontifical Commis­
sion for the Reunion of the 
Dissident Churches ; he is also 
Protector of the Order of Preachers. 
Sixty-hree cardinals (the entire 
Sacred College, with the exception 
Of Cardinal Mrran of Australia) 
took part in the Conclave which 
elected him, and of these the first 
t) die was the aged Spanish prelate 
Cirdinal Herrero, Archbishop of 
V lence, on D.-o. 9, 1903, but 
a most simultaneously two of the 
seven vacancies in the Sacred 
College were filled by the “ creation " 
o' Cardinal Merry del Val, Secretary 
of S ate to bis Holiness, at the age 
of thirty-aight and of Cardinal 
CiUegati, Bishop ol Padua. In 
the course of the last year vacancies 
have been made again by the deaths 
of the nonagenarian Cardinal Celesia 
and the octogenarian (Jardinai 
Mroenni, and the first day of the 
nsw year has just aided another 
loss to the Stored Collige in th 
death of the French Cardinal 
Lingenienx, Archbishop of Rbeims. 
Toere are at present, therefore, 
aixty-one cardinals, and nine vacant 
place; thirty-seven are Italians, six 
F enoh—Cardinal of Paris, who is 
e ghly-six being the oldest member 
of the Sacred College; five Span­
iards—counting Cardinal Merry del 
Val, aged thirty-nine and the 
youngest of the cardinals, as 
Spaniard ; five Austrians and 
Hungarians; three Gormans, one 
Portuguese, ope Belgian, one 
Amer'osn, one Irishman, one 
Eoglishman and one Australian.

Henceforth a prelate is 
not necessarily lo be made a cardinal 
because he happens to have passed 
through all the stages of the dip­
lomatie career from secretary of a 
delegation to Nuncio of the first 
class.

Tbe A-obbiahop 
of Paris, for instanoe, has had a sort 
of titular claim lo the cardinalate 
There are no such cardinalitial 
dioceses in the United States—New 
York has had the first American 
cardinal, Baltimore has the second, 

nd Pins X., alone knows which will 
have the third. Bit for the future 
only such bishops and archbishops 
wiH be raised to the Sacred O illege 
as have proved themselves by their 
zeal, tact, and piety to be wortoy to 
belong to the most angu.t body ol 
men in the world. Tnote was a 
time when political considerations 
had inevitably some.hing to do with 
the selection of cardinals, but that 
time has gone—for the present at 
least. The first notable act of the 
reign of Pius X., was to eb.lish 
utterly the political interference ol 
civil powers in the Canclave^aud 
that may be taken as a Semple ol 
bis views on this sahj-c. Bit it 
will still be true that tbe bishops 
raised to the Srored Codage will be 
those of the largest and most 
mportant dioceses, firstly because 

in the natural order of things the 
best men will be chosen for the 
highest offices in the Catholic 
Church, and secondly, because the 
merits of the rulers-" of great sees 
wili be more strikingly visible to 
the Hvly See.

A few weeks ago official Franco 
laicztd the hospitals of Conakry, 
Madagascar. After the S store woi o 
driven out inexperienced lay nurses 
took charge, and an BPu-ual nun bar 
iff patients died through inadr quite 
aseislanee. Ob general demand of 
the peop e tie nuns were started.

"Tbe Portuguese Catholic Cun'or, 
which has made its influence fell in 
the affairs of that country, now 
proposes to important groups in 
Europe and' America a project for an 
international union of great Catholio 
associations, in view of the active

Netto of Lisbon is the oldest living 
0' Leo’s creations, and after him 
oomo Moran, o| Sydney, and 
Capeoelatro, of Capna, eaoh 
whom has baen cardinal for twenty 
yean. Cardinal G.bbons follows 
with nineteen years in the cardinal 
ate, so his Eminence of Baltimore 
ii now io order of seniority among 
the Princes of the Church. Rtrely 
in history has the Stored Co'lage 
been composed of suoh a great 
proportion of man over seventy. 
There are no fewer than twenty- 
three of them who have surpassad 
man's allotted span of three-score 
and ten: Catdinal Richard is 86, 
Grusoha 85, Capeoelatro 81, S eir- 
huber 80, Nooella 79, Gjosens.78, 
Perrand, Di Pietro and Oreglia 77, 
Cmillie (who was received in 
private audience by the Holy Father 
yeiterdaj) and Manara 76, Moran 
75, Leoot 74, Vasztry, Masohi,
K vthsohaler and Agliardi 73 Sancha 
and Cretoni 72, Gotti, Gibbons, 
Casanas and Serafino Vannntelli 71. 
Tnirty of the cardinals reside in 
Rome, and are engaged in the 
different congregations tyhich form 
the central administration of tbe 
Oinroh under the supreme guidance 
of the Sivereign Pontiff—and ol 
these thirty only four are nonl 
Italians; the Spaniards Merry de- 
V-l and Vives, the German 
Steinhnbsr and tbe French Matthieu. 
Ten of the cardinals b:longed tr 
religious orders—there are twi
Oratorians, two Benedictines, one 
Jesuit, one Dominican, oneCapuohin, 
one Franciscan, one Carmelite and 
one Aogastinian. Eight of th' 
cardinals are simple pries's, and 
with the death of Cardinal Martel a 
few years ago the last of the cardi­
nals who never advanced as far a 
the priesthood passed away.

Yesterday the report was started 
th>t the Holy Father in'ends to 
hold a consistory io the first work 
of next April. It is veiy likely, 
and it-is more than likely that a 
few cardinals will ha created, one of 
whom will aim ist certainly bo Pius 
X’s soooessor as Pa riaroh of Ven­
ice— M;r. Cavalliti. W-ll there 
be a new American card nal ? Only 
Pius X , knows, and he won’t tell 
j et. But he has already io more

It is not unlikely that before the 
next consistory we shall once more 
bear something about one very 
futile argument lor increasing the 
number of American cardinals— 
that of a fair “representation” 
the Senate of the Church. Tnat 
argument has never had the slight­
est weight in the ooaus.l-i of the 
Holy See. Spain, wilh sixteen 
millions of Catholics, has usually five 
or six cardinals; South America, 
with fifty millions, has never io f-.ur 
hundr d years had a single one; 
Oceanic*, with less than a million 
Catholics, has one cardinal, and 
Belgium, wilh over six millions, ha- 
no more. Little more than a decade 
ago England with leas than two 
m lliona of Catholics, had three 
cardinals—today it has not even 
one. Tbe truth is that the Sacred 
College was never meant to bo a 
“ representative’’ body. A cardinal 
does not “ represent” so many 
millions of the faithful, or so muob 
wealth or power or political in­
fluence ; he “ represents ” so much 
personal merit, and so much wisdom 
as a counsellor of the Holy Father 
and as an Elector of the Sovereign 
Pontiff. The Emperor of Austria 
has always been a powerful influence 
in tbe Ohurch—sometime-, indeed, 
too powerful, as when in the broad 
daylight of the twentieth century 
he intruded his deorepid veto io the 
l ist Conclave, bat if to-morrow the 
Emperor of Austria, or the King of 
Spain, or President Roosevelt were 
to ask the H ly Father to make the 
Archbishop of X-------- a cardinal,

Wa remember what Bom Bosco
did for the street arubs at Turin," 
says the Catholio Record. “ They 
had been preached at before he 
came on the scone. They had been 
alked at by sundry persons who 

gave them a tract and admonished 
them to bo goed, and then left them 
alone. They aroused the indig­
nation of the publicists of the day 
and set people wondering at youth­
ful depravity. Then came Dom 
B isco not to shrug his shoulders or 
to denounce them or to moan over 
them, but to love and so to reform 
them. He was a madman they 
said—in fact he was nigb, at one 
time, to a berth in a luoatio asylum. 
But he knew what he had to do if 
others did not, and despite opposi­
tion and pecuniary difficulties, he 
bent to bis work and suooeeded in 
tranforming th it rabble boyhood 
into useful citizms, and priests and 
bishops."

because said prelate appeared to be 
a persona grata to tb'ÿfh, or had 
rendered them services, Pius X., 
would turn a very deaf ear to thh
petition.

Just before the Pope publicly pro- 
olaimii the “creation" of a cardinal 
in Consistory, he invariably turns to 
the members of the Sacred Coll ge 
there present, and puts the ques ioi : 
“ Quid vobis videtur '? ” “What do 
you think about it?” but as the 
Pope does not wait for a reply, and 
as none of tbe oardinils ever even 
dreams of aayiog that he obj iota, it 
is sometimes assumed that the 
question is pure formality. Yet it 
is far indeed from being that. L10 
XIII., created daring his pontificate 
over one hundred and fifty oardioals 
—but he made only a single one of 
them without consulting the cardi­
nals of the Curia. At leas’, it is 
said that in the ease of Cardinal

Tnere are few O iristian countries 
where martyrs for the faith have 
been more numerous than in Ireland, 
hut tbe roll of her eanonizad saints 
is not proportionately largj. For 
this nobody is to blame, inasmuch 
as the life or death struggles in 
which the country was long engag­
ed occupied the attention of tne Bish­
ops and clergy and of their flocks.
