Cross Atlantic
| Recalled.

New York, (Associated Press)—
Flight of the ZR-2 recalls the various
attempts made to cross the Atlantic,
beginning with the voyage of Colum-
bus in 1492 and culminating in the suc-
cessful flight of the R-34 in July two
years ago. The latter has been called
the apex of man’s four centuries of
struggle to master the elements and
mysteries of ocean and air.

BEleven years ago, in September 1910,
the ocean greyhound, Mauretania,
steamed from Southampton, England,
to New York in four days ten hours
and 41 minutes, a sea record that has

The era of sails had continued with-
out particular improvement from the
days of Columbus until 1819, when the
Savannah, a vessel of 350 tons, with &
length of 100 feet, crossed from Savan-
nah, Ga., to Liverpool in 25 days. Her
engines, however, were purely auxil-
iary; she was equipped with full sail
power and when the wind was fair or
the sea too rough for steaming, the
paddle wheels were unrigged and
hauled to the deck.

The first real transatlantic voyages
by steam power were undertaken by
the steamships Sirius and Great West-
ern. The Sirfus left England on April
4, 1838, and was followed, four days
larer, by the Great Western. They ar-
rived in New York harbor within 24
hcurs of each other, the J'rius com-
picting the trip in 18 days and the
Great Western in fourteen.

The century that followed the voy-
age of the Savannah, however, produc-
ed ocean liners as broad as the little
pioneer was lpng. The Leyiathan, for
instance, one of the largest of modern
steamships, is 920 feet long, 100 feet
broad and has a registered tonnage of
54,282,
