
On* Wav to Suoobid. —'One of the 
largest and most successful shoe manu- 
fscturers of Lynn worked seven years 
upon his seat to get a capital of $1,136, 
with which he commenced business. His 
earnings during these years were $6 a 
week-—$260 a year. He paid $2 a week 
for board, and make $1 pay all other ex­
penses,thus saving $104 each year,which 
with the interest added and small 
amounts gained in trade, amounted 
in* seven years to the sum above 
named. The first year in business 
be cleared $500, the second $1,000 and 
the third $2,000 —- all the time cutting 
hig own shoes, and keeping his personal 
expenge down to the old sum—$3 per 
week. As his means increased his opera­
tions enlarged, and for several years past 
he has done a very large and successful 
business, and is known as one of the best 
and most liberal of our citizens, giving 
large sums to charitable purposes. Dur ­
ing the year 1867 he did a business of 
$300,000, the profits on which were $40, 
000 and the total loss by bad debt s, one 
case of boots, worth $150.—Lynn Trans­
cript.

An editor in Germany has been heav­
ily fined for selling space in his editorial 
columns to M. Blanc, of the Homburg 
gambling hell. M. Blanc has filled the 
space he has bought with startling ac­
counts of the heavy losses which the 
bank was reported to have sustained; 
these accounts were, of course, entirely 
fictitious, and only destined to attract the 
gudgeons to Homburg.

The long vezed Colezo question is re­
vived. It will be remembered that the 
civil courts of Great Britain pronounced 
in his favor, but a new Bishop for the See 
af Natal is about to be consecrated in 
England, and it is not easy to see how the 
Archbishop of Canterbury can put him 
in possion of his see. Meanwhile the 
prolongation of this quarrel will be any 
thing but conducive to the interests of 
the Church of England in Natal.

A Queen Bubikd with all her Personal 
Effects.— A very strange account has 
reached us from Madagascar, says the 
Calcutta Englishman, of the burial of the 
late Queen. The body was swathed in 
nearly 500 silk lambas, in the folds of 
which twenty gold watches, one hundred 
gold chains, rings, brooches, bracelets, 
and othet jewellery, together with live 
hundred gold coins,were rolled. All the 
presents which she had received from the 
Queen and the Emperor of the French 
were buried with her, and all her furni- 
niture and personal effects.

The Longest Time Table in the World — 
The Union Pacific Railroad has issued a card 
time table of the usual form. Though closely 
printed, the line of stations fills a card about 
eight inches long. One is led to wonder what 
dimensions these cards will assume when the 
road is finished. They must be two feet long 
to contain the names of all the stations, and 
the traveller by the through trains trom New 
York to San Francisco may be expected to 
show a conductor’s check a ya~d and a hr’f 
long in his hat-band.

We understand that Mr. Seward has 
lately entered into negotiations with Mr. 
Thornton for a new Reciprocity Treaty 
with Canada, as he was empowered to do 
by a recent vote of Congress. The Amer­
icans are evidently becoming tired of their 
Chinese policy, and are anxious to taste 
once more the' advantages which recipro­
cal free trade with this country conferred 
upon them.
